sea' at Guaymas. Great damage was done at
Cape St. Lucas. So great was the force of the
pale- and sea, that it blew and washed away
alxiut twenty houses and largo numbers of
horses, cows, chickens, etc. No lives are re-
ported 1 .-!. Nine small vessels, plying between
Mexican ports, have never been heard of, with
one exception, since the gale. This was the
case where one man and aboy were saved, and
reported the loss ol their vessel. Theschooners !
San Pablo, San Pedro, Cisne, Antonio, and live
others, mimes unknown, have been last. One
unknown schooner hod five souls aboard. Of
the others noaccount could be obtained.
