Fire I'ommissioners, Paid Fire Department,
Confidence Lodge, K. of p. The hook and
bidder truck, on which he met his sad
death, tastefully decorated in mourning,
and fairly covered with flowers arranged in
garlands, festoons and wreaths, was used
a- a hearse. The coffin was placed in the
center, under a canopy covered with black
material Midtrimmed with while flowers.
On both sides ofthe truck, on long siream-
er-, were printed on a black ground in lit-
ter-of silver the words. "We niourn our
loss." rhe following acted as pall-bearers
and marched on either side of the truck:
