When about thirty steps from them he again
called out to them in an insulting manner.
They turned around and s|>nkc to him, when lie
Bred his pistol, striking L'ndorwood in the
breast, killing him Instantly. Underwood was
onlylfiyears old. and was always a peaceable
boy*. Wilbur is under arrest.

Grant,* brought him to this State in
the spring; of 1850 and sold himhis liberty
for the sum of .-?-1.!"':'. Fletcher paying itin
installments from his earnings m selling
New York papers on the Sacramento-river
boats. He later obtained the janitorship of
Page, Bacon A Co.'s banking house and
('. K. Garrison's house. lie maintained
strict temperance habits and Christian prin-
ciples, and in a few years accumulated a
small competency. He bought the freedom
of his wilt-in Maryland and brought her
tothis country. Going to Sacramento, he
organized the Bret colored church in the
State. He was ordained a self-educated
minister of the Methodist Church, and
preached many years. Returning here, he
organized the firstMasonic Lodgeofcolored
men, and afterward was Grand Secretary,
Grand Mason, and became a Royal Arch
Mason. He also organized the Colored la-
dies' Benevolent Society, which still exists
here. He was the first colored man to
serve on the United States Grand Jury.

] Mr.Fletcher was a man of simple habits,
kindly temper and stern virtue. lie at-

i tamed the age of 04 years, and leaves to his
| widow and grown son and two married
Idaughters a valuable homestead on Broad-
Iway, some outside lands and other prop-
erty.
