EDUCATIONAL STATISTICS.

The annual report of the Commissioner
ofEducation brings up the record ofeduca-
tional statistics to the close ofthe fiscal year

JBS3. From this volume, now at hand, we
learn that the school population of the na-
tion is something in excess of 10,000,000.
Of this ten-sixteenths is enrolled in the
publicschools, a larger proportion than is
generally supposed. There are employed
inthe public schools 290,000 teachers. The
people expend for the system over $91,000,-
--000. The income and expenditure for
school purposes increased during the year
00,000,000, and the school population was

augmented by 304,000 ; the public school
property increased nearly $5,500,000 and the
permanent State school funds over $50,000,-

--000. In the South the school population of
over 4,000,000 is about equally divided be-
tween whites and black, lint of white

children there 2,200,000 enrolled and but

503.000 of blacks. Another singular fact is

disclosed also in the same line. In the
year there was an increase in the

.South of 02,000 white children of school
age, ami ofsomething over 15,000 ofblacks,
but the enrollment in schools increased
only 619 for blacks, but 14,000 for whites.
But itis also disclosed that tin- expenditure
for school purposes has increased largely in
the South during the year, from which the
conclusion is drawn that there is a healthy
growth of the sentiment favorable to

"
free

and impartial education." Ii is certainly
to be hoped that this is so, bat it would he

better evidence of it to note a larger enroll-
ment ofblacks in the schools. The one
thing the South needs to cultivate and
stimulate to-day is the spirit of self-help.
It must not rely upon the possibilityof
national aid, encouraged thereto by the
persistent advocacy of that scheme by the
Tourgee school of political economists.
Nothing could be more injurious to educa-
tional interests in the South than to give
the States to understand that there is no

need for exertion on their part for the
cause of education.

Harbor an<l Const Defenses.
Washington, November

—
General John

Newton has submitted his annual report of the
coast defenses. He earnestly urges that the
harbors of our principal seaports be made im-
pregnable to attack by the addition offilms <»!
heavy caliber, and several other appliances
known to modern warfare, last events, hi-.says,
by no means justify the assertions made that
our cotton and grain have become so necessary
to nations that they could not engage in war
withus for a short period without interrupting

their supplies ot these articles. Itseems to be
forgotten that a descent upon our coast tohold
our unprotected cities under the guns ofa. hos-
tile Beet would consume but few months, and
in the meantime cotton and grainInsufficient
quantities might be obtained elsewhere. The
modern system is to make war sudden, sharp
and decisive, and to make the beaten party pay
expenses. The Board of Engineers for formi-
cations has prepared sin approximate estimate
of the cost of fortifications,' including arma-
ments of modern heavy gnus and rilled mor-
tars, for Portland. Boston, New Voile. Philadel-
phia. Baltimore, Hamilton Itoads. Sew Orleans
and Ban Francisco. The estimate for San Fran-
cisco for 1885 and 1886 is 8900,000.

Kxecution Suspended.
Cincinnati, November 4th. —Governor Homi-

Oliver, under sentence tobe hanged November
7th.

Wheat for Liverpool.

NEW TOEK, November 4th.—A San Antonio
dispatch says: Thirteen thousand carloads of
wheat to Liverpool are passing over the sunset
road.
