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Fashion in Hair-dressing.

Nothing can be more elaborate than tin
coilliin-s for this winter. The ladies of
New Orleans during the approaching sea-
son willLe coifiiiv-dafter this fashion :
For morning wear the hair will be taken
straight up from the neck and twisted into
a horizontal figure* eight across the crown,
held in place by shell hair-pins. Upon
th nape willbe a fringe of tiny cruris, and
the hair behind willbe waved." The most. harming little wigs are prepared for
morning use and to receive informallyat
home; these are made upon hair lace, and
lias the front of short curls: the back is
divided into two parts, one of which is a
short, thick pout* which i- lightlyhpld by
a pin, and the other part, a iluster of short
curls, is given one turn and covers the
nape and lower head with pretty, careless
rings of hair. This can be kept arranged
on the toilet-stand, and when needed just
drawn on and fastened underneath wi'.h
hook and eye in less than a minute, and
without a single hair-pin. For the street,
the hair is arranged somewhat in li:.- man-
ner just mentioned, and the bonnets are
opi ir in the back to permit it to be seen.

But for evening wear, for dinners, balls
and operas the genera! appearance is that
of the domicile of some mythical bird
which was known to ancient darkies as
