About one-third of
these arc defective or blank ballots. The
rest are* Butler, St. John and other votes,
which were miscounted, excluded or other-
wise aided to swell the Cleveland vote.

Our own table Thursday night gave
Blame 844, but the figures for Cattaraugus
furnished by our special!dispatches, and
confirmed by both Associated Tress and
dispatch to the State Committee, contained
an error as big as the one here; and the
correction brought down thai table to 403
forBlame. .So far as can no be known.
