UNHAPPY SPAIN.

Itis generally understood that the King j
of Spain is illof an incurable disease, and

tbat bis days arc few on earth. His death
willprecipitate the Kingdom into political,
and very likelyinto actual strife. The Re-
publicans are hopeful, but are content, says
Zorilla to tbe 'Poll Mull Gazette, to accept
the Constitution of 1-09. The Monarchists,

while apparently friendly to Alfonso, are
ready, according to the same authority,

when the King dies, to declare for the Car-
list succession

—
which statement, of ad-

herence to the pretender's heir, we receive
with allowance. Alfonso's heir, born in
1550, is a daughter, and the Queen mother,
Maria Christina, an Austrian. The latter,

under the law, would become Regent until
the heir attains her majority. A feeble
party would declare for the restoration of
Dona Isabel ; still another, but stronger,

would promotes marriage between the royal

babe and the young son of Don Carlos. It

is clear that in such a division Spain will
be involved in very serious trouble. Itis a
mere matter of speculation —

so much
depends upon the conditions at the time

—
if Austria willhave the entire support of
monarchical Europe in maintaining the
claim of its Archduchess, the Queen of
Spain. Itmight not be a unit against the
ambition ofthe pretender parly, but itcer-
tainly would be as against the schemes
of the Republicans, who would draw
to them temporarily the Interna-
tionalists and tlie 'disaffected generally.
Carlism means absolutism and priest-craft;
Republicanism means reform,broader toler-
ation and enmity to tin* claim of Rome
that a Concordat is a perpetual treaty, to
be revoked only by Rome, for under the
Concordat of 1851 the public practice of
any other than Catholic ceremonies
of religion was forbidden inSpain. Be-
tween these two stands the present rule,
which has managed to secure '." the people
a measure of religious liberty. The inter-
ests ofGermany and England would appear
to combine therefore to favor the Alfonsist
succession. Carlism was supposed to have
been finally suppressed in 1876 on the sur-
render of Navarre. It is probably true,
as Muller stales it, that the result was
a real gain for Spain, torn as itwas between
the struggles of Carlists, Republicans, the
Internationale and the Royalists, itwould
have been a greater gain still had the ad-
viceof Castelar and Sagasta been taken,
and the politicaland religious freedom of
the Constitution of 1869 have been fully re-
stored. The clerical party was strong
enough . to negative their counsels until
1881, when libertyofconscience was guaran-
teed, slavery in a measure abolished in the
Antilles. Sagasta restored to power, the
Cubans placed on an equality withSpan-
iards as to civilrights and th.' censorship
ofth.- press in the colonies abolished. These
acts strengthened the Alfonsist Govern-
ment, and it has been in a large sense a
popular and beneficent one :Ion;it is a very
serious question whether that popularity
willsurvive the death of the Kingor can
be transferred to the Regency ofhis Queen.
As now viewed she will have the whip
band, and the probabilities are, willbe able
to maintain it when the responsibility is
cast upon her, and the day of a Republic
willbe thus still further postponed inSpain.

consorts to be a boon companion at faro,
ami without tin- least compunction of con-
science willtap his employer's till,or em-
bezzle the public or private funds within
his power to reach, and stake all his
money, reputation an.i life in th- mad
gambling race.

DOMESTIC NEWS.
The Cattlemen's Convention.

Chicago, November 13th.— Second
Annual Convention ofAmerican Stockmen
assembled at the Sherman House at 11
o'clock thismorning. Nearly 500 delegates |
werepresent. Dewitt Smith, of Illinois, j
was elected temporary Chairman. The
roll-call showed delegates present from
twenty-two States and Territories. ACom-
mittee on Permanent Organization and
Order of Business was appointed, of one
member from each State and Territory
represented. Several gentlemen from
Omaha were invited to take part in the
Convention, which at noon adjourned till
half past two this afternoon. This evening
Geo. li.Luring, of Massachusetts, United
States Commissioner of Agriculture, will
read a paper on "Cattle." Among the
papers to be presented to tbe Convention
are "Sanitary Science," by J. D. Hopkins,
of Wyoming : "Dangers from Chronic
Cases ofPleuro-Pneumonia," by Dr. Gads-
den, of Philadelphia, and also "one by Dr.
Salmon, of the United States .Treasury
Commission, and others.

[SECOND DISPATCH.I
St. Louis-, November 13th.—In the after-

noon a permanent organization was effected
as follows: President, Dewitt Smith, of
Illinois; Secretary, Thomas Sturges, of
Wyoming; Assistant Secretary, George E.
Morrow, of Illinois. Each State and Ter-
ritory represented was allowed one vote for
President. Committees composed of one
member from each of these twenty-two
States and Territories were appointed to
organize a National Association an.l pre-
pare resolutions, J. B. Grinnell, of lowa,
made a lengthy report on legislation se-
cured by the action of last year's Conven-
tion. Papers from Messrs.* Gadsden and
Hopkins were then read, and an adjourn
nient taken until evening, when Commis-
sioner boring delivered an address,' em-
bodying his views on the cattle industry.

The Plenary Council.
Baltimore, November 13th.

Atthe end of the mass Arch-
bishop Corrigan pronounced a eulogiuru;
He enumerated the listofdeceased Bishops,
forty-twoinnumber, and spoke ofthe duty
of the faithfulinpraying for them, out of
the spirit of fraternal" charily and as a trib-
ute of love and gratitude forthose who had
borne the burden and heat of the day and
gone to their rest, He alluded to the Arch-
bishops of Baltimore, Martin John Spald-
ingand .lames Roosevelt liayley, also to
Archbishops Purccll, Odin, Pen-lie, Henhi,
Plancbet ami the great Hughes, of New
York. Among the Bishops specially men-
tioned was Foley, of Chicago, well-known
to those present. The venerable Arch-
bishop Kenric was scarcely able to officiate
at the ceremony, his feeble condition com-
pellinghim to pause several times whilst
reciting prayers. Mrs. Emily Harper this
evening gave a reception to tlie delegates.

The American Racing Association.
Chicago, November 13th.

—
The meeting

of the American Racing Association to-day
was devoted to a revision of the rules. The
most important action was in regard to
book-making. The rule war- entirely
stricken out, and an order made thai here-
after no book-maker be allowed to start or
enter a horse. A violation willcause the
horse and maker to be expelled. The
scale of weights was changed only as to
two-year-olds in the fall months, ten
pounds being added. A new rule was en-
acted prohibiting the entry of a horse with
a changed name, and in the auction pools
the selling of single horses against the field
was tabnoed.

The Rights of Citizenship.
New York, November 13th.

A Sun's

editorial, referring to th*deci_ion of Judges
Field, Sawyer and Sabin, as to whether a
boy born inCalifornia, whose parents had
resided inthatState twenty years, buthadal-
ways remained subjects of the Kmperor of
China, was a citizen of the United States,
says :"The effect ofthe decision just render-
edinCaliforniaispractically tohold that all
persons born within (he territory of the
United States, of foreign parentage, are to
be deemed citizens, unless they arc chil-
dren of the diplomatic representatives of
other Governments, or unless they were
born on public vessels of another power, or
unless they have declared their citizenship
inthis country. This decision affects' the
interests of thousands of residents of the
United States and i- of great importance,
as being the most authoritive judicial utter-
an on the subject up to the present time."
The question is discussed in the last num-
ber of the American Law Review by George
D. Collins, of the San Francisco bar. lie
answers it in the negative, saying that birth
floes not, ipso facto, confer citizenship, and
that in onier to constitutes person a native
or natural-born citizen of the United
States, IV- father, or in case of illegitimacy,
his mother, must be a citizen at the time
of his birth.
