The areas of these islands are constantly in-
creasing, and the law gives the owner the ac-
cretions. Sherman istand—whose wenderful
products, until the euitivators foolishly burned
the so0il astonished everyone—is separated from
these islands only by the San Joaquin river.
These are the highest and driest of theso-called
tule islands. The live stock on Wintery’ Island
were safely kept through the great flood of
1861-2. At low tide during the great freshets
these lands stand about four feet above the sur-
rounding waters. Theseislands, Winters' Island
especially, are cov red with a luxuriant growth
of nutritious grasses, among theém a species of
red-top clover, affording exc cellert pasturage for
hundreds of head of stock. The band of cattle
lately sold from Winters’ Island were all in
prime beefl condition, having raised calves and
kept in such condition on merely the wild
grasses of the island. Osier willow sellsat a very
high figure, and there is no known locality bet-
ter ndupmd to its culture. Good local markets,
schoolsand churches.
