Six
men came into the house. They were
more or less disguised. Some* of them
said "Heads down!" ami struck their
guns on the floor. Michael Carroll was
one of the men. They asked Iter father
where ids daughter was. He said:"

What was that lo them," and that
they were to mind what they were about.
A shot was tired, and a couple of men
caught hold of her. Her father caught
hold of her, and then a second shot was
tired. She was dragged out of the house
without a shawl or a hat. She saw a cart
and a gray horse, and a man named Ryan,
a jobber, was standing by it. She shouted
out and resisted, but to no purpose.
She was put in a cart, and Pat Ryan drove
the cart part ofthe way. When she was
drawn a mile from the house, Myles
Ryan and another man were on the road
walking with the cart. Myles Ryan got
into the cart at once. lie was not with
the etui until she was taken out of it.
About a mile from Edmund Buckley's
house, which was about fourteen miles
from her father.--, one of the men pointed
to Myles Ryan and said: "Ditl she not
like him?" She said she would have
none of them. He said:

"
Would she not

marry Ryan?" and she said she would
not. They knocked at Buckley's, anti told
him: "Here's a girl." None of the men
went in. Myles Ryan asked her to marry
him. There was nothing offensive said or
done to her on that occasion. 11was urged
by the Solicitor on the prisoner's behalf
that the whole matter was a juke, and that
no harm had been done to the girl. The
application to admit to bail was opposed
by the Crown. The Master of the Rolls
said itwas impossible that he should ad-
mit this man to bail. He always looked
on such charges in this way: What would
any one think of a party of fellows
coming into his house at night,
firing shots and pointing a revolver,
and dragging :; girl cut of the house
for the purpose of compelling her to marry
some one. The charge wanan exceedingly
grave one, and in reference to which he
could only accept bail if be were perfectly
certain the man would be there to stand
his trial. The circumstances proved them-
selves to hini that tin prisoner would
levant if lie put any rule or ; nil on him,
which would be merely illusory. He
should refuse the application.
