Paris. November 1-lib.—Five cases of
cholera occurred yesterday among the em-
ployes of a newspaper oflice. One of these.
a' printer, died ''almost immediately. The
Commissary of Police took the patient
from, bis dirtylodging-house and had no
sooner placed; him inthe ambulance than
the poor fellowdied. The landlord refused
to allow the body to be returned^ t.i

his lodgings, and the commissary look it to
one of the hospitals and them tothe morgue.
Both institutions refused to receive the
body, and the commissary was obliged to
return it to the lodgings in spite of the
landlord's objections.

It is expected that the Orleans Princes
willmake a large donation from their fund
for the relief of tliecholera sufferers.

The continued cold weather is exercising
a favorable effect on the rate of cholera
mortality, which does not exceed one in
36,000. The ravages of the epidemic are
trivial compared with those of typhoid fe-
ver. The epidemic shows littleifanyeffect
upon the pleasure-seeking proclivities of
the people. Theaters and other places of,
amusement are tilled every night. Itis
known that the deadly disease made large
ravages among the soldiers of the garrison,
but military officialspublish no returns and
refuse all information. The West End is
still healthy, but it is comparatively de-
serted. Most of the residents of that quar-
ter have lied.

An American named Christian < 'brisiia-
son, from California, died of cholera here
to-day. He was the lirst American victim.
Three deaths from cholera occurred at
Nantes to-day.

Prospect of Religious Iti.,ls.

Montreal. November llth.— is an
unpleasant prospect of serious religious
riots arising out of the lectures being de-
livered in various Protestant churches of
this cityby Key. Father Cbiniquy,*an ex-
priest of the Roman Catholic Church, now
laboring for the conversion of his former
co-religionists. &f.Chiniquy has delivered
several lectures withinthe past week or so,
anel on each occasion more or less dis-
turbance occurred, large bodies ofpolice
being necessary to quell the disorders. Pre-
viously the disorderly element had been
confined entirely to the French and a few
Roman Catholics, who turned out one or
two evenings to the number of several
thousands. Wednesday night, however,
affairs assumed a new aspect by the appear-
ance on the scene of a well-organized body
ofyoung fellows, some 500 strong, armed
with heavy sticks and ax-handles, who
marched in military order under the com-
mand ofa recognized leader, to the church
on Canning street, at which Chiniquy* was
lecturing, and announced their intention of
protecting him. which they did most effect-
ually, the opposing element being taken by
surprise ami completely overmatched. The
latter were not reinforced until too late*,
and the twobodies were thus kept apart
withoutmuch difficulty by a force ofsixty
constables under the Chief of Police him-
self.

After escorting « hiniquy home they held
:a" mass meeting, at which speeches were
made calling for 1,000 men Sunday night,
when the ex-priest speaks at Russell Hall.
A counter-call lias been made by French
Catholics,' chiefly students at the Lavel ami
Victoria Colleges, and unless stringent
measures are adopted by the police a serious
riot willbe unavoidable.

MAKINGIRON MASTS.

A New Industry at the Brooklyn Navy.
Yard—Some Heavy Iron.

In the big boat shop adjoining the Navy
Yarddry-dock a busy gang of workmen are
hard at "work learning the* rudiments of a
new Navy Yard industry. They are try-
in"tO make ironmasts, and for amateurs
are succeeding admirably. Dp to date such
vessels as are said tocompose the United
States navy

'

are sparred throughout with
wood. The new masts are not intended for
use in the old navy, but are designed to
embellish the new cruisers now being fash-
ioned by John Roach. The workers in the
boat shop have one mast nearly finished
and arc framing another. The two are
meant for the newly-launched cruiser At-
lanta, now due at the yard.

Most people think an iron mast is cast
and solid, and wonder why its weight
doesn't pullit up by the roots or punch a
hole in the bottom and slide through.
This shows how easy it is to be mistaken.
An ironmast is really lighter than wood.
A sixty-loot stick of spruce or yellow pine
two feet in diameter at the base weighs far
more than the shell forming the modern
iron steamship masts.

These masts for the Atlanta willbe fine |
specimens of their kind. The mainmast is
"_ feet in diameter at the base, tapering to
17 inches at the top, at which point the
funnel willbe fashioned square, making a
marked distinction from foreign-made mast
heads, which are left round. The main-
mast is 68 feet 4.1 inches in length and the
foremast 2 inches shorter. The method of
construction is peculiar. Three T-shaped
rods of steel the length of mast to be*
made are affixed base outward in.circular
wooden frames, and around the skeleton
thus formed the ready-shaped plates are
riveted inplace. The plates are 12 feet in
length and about three-eighths of an inch
in thickness. They are sold to the Gov-
ernment as steel by a Pennsylvania firm,
hut. are rather made of tirst-class iron or,
ifsteel, of a very mild type, at least so
say the mechanics working it.

The present force are likelyto be kept
busy long, as all the new vessels are to be
thus equipped. Aside from lightness ami
littledanger frombreakage the iron masts

have the advantage of suflering but slight-
ly from cannon shot in war and willnot
splinter. Inside, strong lateral braces give
perfect steadiness, so that no solid shaft
would be more inflexible.

The yard shops are turning out some
heavy iron work just now, beside framing
together the 11-inch armor plates of the
Miantonomah. Mr.I'arsclls is laying the
floor of the later craft's gun deck with
sheets of iron three-quarters of an inch
thick and .11 feet wide and 24 long, each
weighing 3,000 pounds! Years ago a 12-foot
plate was considered the acme in rolled
sheets, and SO little was it thought that
their length would he increased that a
heavy rolling machine, when put to work
in the shop, was placed so near the wallas
to he unavailable now.

A few days ago a rolling machine ofim-
mense proportion arrived at the yard. it
willbe set up in the new shop in con-
struction next to the Intrepid. The three
rollers weigh 25 tons, the two heel rolls
scaling 8 tons each and the upper one 1)

—
altogether it weighs 4. tons. It will be
used on the naval destroyers tobe built in
the hereafter, and on the two now being
repaired.

Cases of cholera patients who, having
reached the algide stage, have been given
over as dead whileperfectly capable of re-
covery, have (the Lancet says not been
unfrequent in the last visitation in Italy.

Canepa, a physician in
I-enoa, was attacked with cholera, and be-
fore remedial measures could take- effect
passed rapidlyinto the algide stage, and to
ail outward seeming ceased to live. His
death was announced by the practitioner
in attendance, and his family had per-
formed the last offices, pending those of
the undertaker, whose arrival they were
awaiting in a room adjoining that in
which the body of Dr. Canepa, decently
covered with a white sheet, was lying.
Suddenly the door between the two cham-
bers was seen to open, and the ghastly
figure of Dr. Canepa, arrayed in burial
vesture, presented itself to" the thunder-
struck family.

The Federal Officeholders InCalifornia—

An Interesting; Exhibit.

Every change fin the administration of
the National Government has a marked
effect upon the personal fortunes of many
men, and indirectly upon a large part of
the. population. When the new President
belongs to thesamepartyashis predecessor,
great changes are even then made in the
offices. And when a new political party
comes into.power, removals are made with
a sweeping hand. The CivilService Act,
which was introduced by a .Democratic
Senator, aims to prevent removals of most
of the subordinates in the Government
service, except for good, non-partisan
causes. In the customs service, for in-
stance, it permits the removal of the Col-
lector, the* Deputy Collectors, clerks, cash-
iers ami laborers— leaving the great body
of the employes secure. Put this Acthas
not yet been subjected to any crucial test,
and divergent views prevail as to how far
itmay be trifled with.

At any rate changes of great importance
to many officeholders and their families
are approaching, and it willno doubt be
of interest at this juncture

--THE FEDERAL PATRONAGE OF CALIFORNIA!

To begin with the office of the United
States District Attorney, it may be stated
that the place is not near so lucrative as is
generally believed. The salary is $500 a
year and fees. The incumbent pays out of
his own pocket the salary of his clerk and
allhis stationery bills. The expenses leave
the net receipts about equal to the salary of
the Assistant District Attorney. which is
about $2,000 a year.

The United Stall's Marshal is paid $500
per year and fees, the latter averaging $2,-
--500 to $3,000 yearly. He has five Court
bailiffs, who are allowed $2 for each day
Court is actually open, about twenty days "a
month. The bailiffs summon juries, take
charge of prisoners, etc. The Federal
Judges .appoint their own clerks, whose
places are very lucrative, and also their
criers and porters.

The Pension Agent's salary is $4,000. He
has to pay his own clerks.

The Superintendent of the United Slates
Sub-Treasury, on Commercial street, re-
ceives $5,500 a year, lie is styled Assist-
ant United States Treasurer. The force of
his oflice comprises a cashier, at $3,000;
bookkeeper, $2,500; chief clerk, $2,400; as-
sistant cashier, assistant bookeeper and re-
ceiving teller, at $2,000 each ; coin teller
and clerk, at $1,800 each; another clerk at
$1,400; a messenger at $740, and four
watchmen at $720.

INTERNAL REVENUE DEPARTMENT.
The Internal Revenue Office in this city

supplies the following:Collector, or head
of the oflice, with a salary of $4,500, Chief
Clerk and one deputy at $2,000 each, one:
deputy at $1,900, six at $1,600, one at
$1,500, four at $1,400, three at $1,200, and
two each at $1,050, $1,000 and $900. There
are twenty-six store-keepers who receive .1
per day. and twenty-live gangers who are
paid fees. Two of the clerks are ladies,
who receive $75 per month.

There is another Internal Revenue Dis-
trict in the State., with headquarters at Sac-
ramento. The Collector's salary is $3,125.
He has one deputy at $1,800, four at $1,700,
two at $1,600, two at $1,500, one at $1,400
and one at $700. The clerk receives $1,000.
There are store-keepers at$1per day. and
six gangers who are paid fees. The salaries
of Internal Revenue Collectors are gradu-
ated annually inproportion to the amount
ofrevenue collected by each, the maximum
salary being limitedt054,500 by law.

By executive order of September 5, 1883,
forty-three Internal Revenue Co*lectors
were dispensed with, and their districts
consolidated with the others, which now
number forty. There willbe further con-
solidation under the next Administration,
or those who ought to know are mistaken.

THE PO-TOFFICE.
The salary of the Postmaster at San Fran-

cisco is $5,000. He has a deputy at $3,000,
a Secretary at $I,£oo, a cashier at $3,000,
(ieneral Superintendent and head of the
Carriers' Department, $2,000; newspaper
accountant, $1,400; stump clerk, $1,800;
Superintendent ofMail Delivery; $2,000;
Superintendent of the Money Order Divi-
sion, $2,200 ; Suj crimen. lent of the Regis-
try Division, $1,560; Superintendent of the
Paper Division,$1,600 ; foreign clerk, 1.-
--500; assistant clerk, $1,320; nine mailing
clerks at $1,200; four clerks at $1,080 ; four
at $960; live paper clerks at $1,200; five
clerks at $1,030 ;four at $960. Inthe Regis-
try Division there are two clerks at $1,500
each, four at $1,200, four at $1,080, and one
iat $960.

The four Superintendents of Stations, A,
B, C anel 1). receive $1,200 anil fees on
money orders. These amount to about $100
a year at Station A, $200 at Station 1!, $50
at C, and an unknown quantity at I). A
has one clerk at $1,080; 1), two clerks at
$1,200 ; I),one clerk at $1,200, and C lias no
clerk. There are eight stamp agents at $24
peryear. On the I'otrero there are: One
clerk at.*?;..., one at $720, and Hire at $840.
In the Stamp Department are three helpers
at $600, and one Chinese clerk at $480. The
Money Order Department has a Superin-
tendent at $2,200,£cme clerk at $1,500, one at
$1,200, two at $1,400, and two at $1,00").

The Box Department has a head clerk at
$1,380; three clerks at $1,200; one at $1,080,
and one at $1,020.

There are in the City Deliverydivision an
Assistant Superintendent at 'sl,soo; five
clerks at $1,200; five at $1,080; four at $900
and two at $840.

Of course there are a great number of
other postoffices in California, the postmas-
ters at Oakland, Sacramento and a few
other cities receiving good salaries ami hav-
ing many subordinates:

There arc ninety carriers in San Fran-
cisco, allof whom are specially protected
by the Civil Service Act. They arc paid
$000 for the lirst year's service, $800 for the
second and $1,000 per year thereafter.

THK MIST AMI ifSTOM-IIIU'SK.

TheSuperintendent of the San Francisco
Mint receives $1,500 per year; his chiefclerk, $2,500 ;cashier and bookkeeper, the
same each; abstract clerk, warrant clerk
and weigh clerk, $2,200 each; register of
deposits, $2,000; assayer, coiner, and inciter
and refiner, $3,000 each ;assistants to these
last three, $2,500 each; cashier's clerk,
$1,800; assistant weigh clerk, Superintend-
ent's computation clerk and assayer's com-
putation clerk, $1,600 each. There arc fifty-
four adjusters, all women, who are paid
$2 75 a day; thirty workmen, $1 a day;
twenty-four helpers, $_; thirteen watch-
men $2 50, and ninety-one others employed
in various capacities, whose pay ranges
from$4 to $7 50 per day.

The Custom-house is a hiveof busy bees
with a rich stoic of honey. The salaries
are :Collector ofCustoms, $7,000 ;Auditor,'
$4,000; deputy collector and special deputy
collector, $3,025 each; clerk and cashier,
$3,000; two clerks and assistant Auditor,
$2,000 each ;fourteen clerks at $1,800 each,
four at $1,1. X1, three at $1,500, three at
$1,200; three messengers at $000, three
watchmen at $900, and an inspector at Be-
uicia ..I.OiX).

11l tlie Warehouse Division are : A dep-
uty collector at $3,625 ;bond clerk, $2,000 ;
Superintendent and four clerks, $1,800
each; four clerks at $1,000 each, one at
$1,200; opium inspector and foreman of
laborers, $1,200 each; a messenger, three
watchmen and thirteen laborers, $000 each,
and nine assistant storekeepers at $1 per
day.

The Custom-house inspectors number
fifty-two, including three district otlicers
and two boarding officers, all of whom re-
ceive $4 per day. Besides, there are thirty-
one night inspectors at (3 per day.

The only position open to woman in this
mammoth department is that ofinspect ress.
who receives $4 per day.

The chief of these functionaries draws

$2,000 annually; assistant ganger, $000 ;
three weighers, $2,000 each ; sixteen assist-

There are two
appraisers who draw each ;$3,625 ; two as-
sistant appraisers, $2,500 each ; five exami-
ners, one ofthem assignee to drugs, $2,000
each ;one ditto, $1,600; one clerk,$1,800 ;
four samplers, $1,200 ;messenger and twelve
laborers, $000. *

The Surveyor ofCustoms enjoys $5,000 a
year; his deputy, $3,625; two clerks, $1,800;
messenger, $000.

AT WASHINGTON AN* ABROAD.
The small representation which ('alii

nia at present has in the Government de-
partments at Washington will,itisbelieved,
be largely increased under the next admin-
istration: The Californians now employed
in those places are Major Robert M.Scott,
officer in charge of the war records in the
War Department at a salary of $3,500, and
Theodore F. Dwight, Chief of Bureau of
Rolls and Library in the Department ofState, $2,100. There are no appointees from
California in the Navy, Treasury, Postoffice
or Interior Departments. Land Office, Pen-
sion Oflice, (.Hlice of Indian Affairs. PatentOflice, Ctlice of Education, Geological Sur-
vey, Census Office, Department of Justice,
of Agriculture, of the Civil Service, Fish
Commission, National Museum, or the
Smithsonian Institution.

The United States Government accredits

A curious and instructive experi-

ment lias just been made by M. 1later,
who took a number of very thin plates or
disks of tempered steel, about a millimeter
thick, and from live millimeters to forty
centimeters wide, [and built them into
piles, the adjacent plates being sometimes
in contact, and sometimes separated by a
sheet of paper or cardboard. These piles
were* then inserted in a very powerful
magnetic field, and withdrawn. It was
then found that they had become powerful
permanent magnets; but when the indi-
vidualplates were separated they seemed
to have lost their magnetism. On building
up the pile again the original magnetism
was restored to it. It appears, then, that
the thin] plates have not really lost their
polarity on being withdrawn from tiieex-
citing field. Some of Professor I). E.
Hughes' recent experiments have a great
similarity to M.Outer's.
