NeEw Yorxk, November 18th.—The Times
and World have a sensational Washington
special, founded upon an alleged admission
by Walker Blaine, who is represented to be
in Washington looking for a house for his
father, his statement being that the latter
was assured of his defeat the morning after
the election, and resumed work on his his-
tory.

NEw York, November 18th.—The enor-
mous grape crop of the lluds(m river val-
ley brings 5 cents to 7 cents per pound.

Growers say
they have received $500 per acre for Con-
cord, and twice that amount for white and

fancy fruit. Next spring the acreage will
Le very largely increased in Ulster county
and elsewhere along the Hudson river.
Producers say there is no fear of over-pro-
duction. The West Shore Railroad has
opened scores of new markets in the north
and west, and in the Eastern States via
Albany and the Hoosac tunnel. In less
than ten years the entire Hudson valley
will be one vast vineyard.
