Was ever greater ignorance confessed?
Allthe world, except our neighbor, knows
that seven-tenths of the fee business in
State offices is dene through correspondence,
and that it comes from all quarters of the
Union. Bat ifit were all done inperson,
who, when months and years have passed
away, is to bring the witnesses from the
four corners of the earth, the sea and the
grave to contradict the fce-!>ook or expose
the false entry of a thieving clerk More-
over, who is to enforce the lawrequiring
the person- receiving the service to stand
over the clerk or officer and see that he
enters the amount? Why, also, must a
person be compelled to twice visit the offi-
cial for a single service, once to make the
order and once to see that the fee is
properly entered? We are further en-

lightened by the brilliancyof the book-
keeping knowledge of our contemporary,
for itdeclares that:

paper would be referred to the Controller's
office. Going to tlic Controller's office,he would

mon sense. If a person desires to filea ]
paper with the Secretary of State, or order
a certified copy from him, for which a fee I

is payable, under the proposed system he
would simply hand into the Controller's !

office his document or order and pay the

fee, and that would be the end of his trou-

ble. The Controller would file the pa-
per with the Secretary, who would
debit him with the fee. Ifit was the case
of an order for a paper to be made by the
Secretary, the latter would forward direct
to the party ordering it,precisely as he
does now. Or, ifthe fee was not paid in
advance, he would send out his collection

payable to the Controller instead of to
himself, as now, and the payor would ex-
perience no more difficulty in paying to

the one than to the other. Nothing more
simple or speedy can be devised. The
Controller could not avoid the filingor the
order, since an interest is involved that
would speedily disclose any malfeasance or
neglect. He could not steal the fee, since
the Secretary's book would show he had
received it,and his bond would protect the
State. As matters now are, a person re-
quiring a service in a State office orders it
and pays the fee, and there is not of neces-
sity any check whatever, in a vast number
of cases, to testify to the amount received,

or whether any bum was paid or service
performed. And we aver that for years
the opportunity has existed, by which,in
the fee offices, thousands of dollars may

have been stalen, for which no record,

document ou file,or entry need of neces-
sity appear, or does now appear. The
check system would not in the slightest
degree increase the tribulations of the
Ipublic, or lengthen by so much as the hun-
dredth part of a second the moments in
which any one has to dance attendance in
a State department. Nevertheless, for the
novelty of the tiling, and for the pure
merriment to be had, we should very much
like to see our neighbor's punch strapped
to the necks of the present State officials,
and to listen to the tintinnabulation of their
bells as they "punch inthe presence of the
passengaire." :,'

BECOMING CLEARER.

Mr. lihiine's vigorous speech, which we
published yesterday, gives emphasis to the

I>osition the Record-Union took immedi-
ately after the election

—
that the mistake

of the campaign was the ignoring the
threat of the solid South. In short, what
was needed was an awakening of the people
to a fullrealization of the fact that one-
halfof the country has representation upon
the basis of a votingpopulation, more than
one-half of which is not free toezercise the
voter's prerogative. It was a mistake to

marshal the campaign upon the alignment
occupied by the old Whig and Democratic
parties, and every hour that brings us
nearer tothe 4th day ofMarch, 1885, makes
the proposition clearer and more nnd more
indisputable. The one hope wehave that
the natural and logical results of the mis-
take may not wheel into the line ofevents,

is that Governor Cleveland's patriotic
sense, his training in an atmosphere of
freedom, and his conservative temj>era-
naent, willprove a check to the influences
that willseek to dominate the country.

The bollowness of the demagogic at-

tempt to revive the anti-railroad ex-
citement, and the dishonesty of at-
tempting to inaugurate a new crusade
upon transportation interests have been
laid bare. The people willnot again be
deceived by such trumpetings. The
demand for the speedy submission
of a constitutional amendment, the
campaign concerning which would in-
volve the State in hopeless complications.
in the fan' of a probable ilullseason, and
revive all the bitterms- of a buried past?
tostie«n to tin- desperation of beat-
en demagogues. It has value, how-
ever, in calling attention anew to the dan-
gerous ease with which a constitutional
amendment may be submitted. There is
nothing to prevent a vicious Legislature
from proposing and submitting and com-
pelling :i vote upon an amendment to the
fundamental law within forty-eight hours.
I>i'i ever before a people commit so great
a folly as to thus intrust their liberties to
the whim of a body that more than once
or twice, or thrice, has been the passive
tool of designing demagogues? Ifthere
are to be any amendments proposed thin
winter, the tirst and onlyone should be a

provision requiring submission of amend-
ments at two legislative sessions, held ;it

least one year apart, and submission to the
[x'ople after not less than another year of
time has elapsed.

"CHRONICLE" OFFICE.

Boy Drowned at Colnsa— Fire in
Napa—

Another Shooting Affair in the San Fran-
cisco "Chronicle" Office.

Sa^ Francisco, November 19th.
—

About
half past live this evening Adolph, son of
Claus Spreckels, entered the counting-room
of the Chronicle, and tired a pistol shot at
M.H. De Young, the ballpassing through
his shoulder. Aclerk in the office named
Emerson returned the fire, wounding
Spreckels in the arm. Emerson and
Spreekels were arrested, and De Young was
taken home. His wound is serious, but is
not considered dangerous. The cause was
recent articles published in the Chronicle
reflecting on the business methods of the
elder Spreckels.

STATEMENT OK YOUNG SI'BECKELS.

Sax Francisco, November 19th.
—

Adolph
Spreckels gives the following account of
the shooting :

"
The trouble has been

g'ting on for years, and at last De Young
charged my father with swindling people
with a stock deal. 1 had DO intention of
shooting him when1entered the oiHce. 1 fol-
lowed him inand said, 'Mr.De Young.' He
turned, and as soon as lie saw me he ran
back and started to draw a weapon, and so
1 tired. He fell on the floor crying, and
palledan officestool over on top of him,
holding it in his arms as he lay on the floor
to protect himself. When 1 tired the clerk
pulled a pistol from a drawer and shot me."

Emerson said to a reporter :
"
Iwas at my

desk when De Young entered, followed by
Spreckels. When Spreckels fired, his pistol
looked as if it was aimed straight at me,

\u25a0 and Idrew a pistol from my desk and fired,
as much to save myself as Mr. De Young.
1waa about six feet from Spreckels. Iwish
Ihad been somewhere else. Ifeel awful
bad about having shot Mr. Spreckels, and
am glad itis only a ilesh wound."'

—Spreek-
els was released on .^S,OiA)and Knierson on
$1,000 bail to-night. De Young received
two wounds. One bullet struck the upper
rib on the left side, glanced and grazed the
snbclavisn artery, and made its exit through
the shoulder. The second .struck the shoul-
der blade, shattering it, and lodged deep in
tide shoulder, whence it will be difficult to
extract it. L)r.Murphy says the wounds
are very serious, but not necessarily fatal.

AN INDICTMENT.
The "Argonaut's" Explanation of Hard

Times inSan Francisco.
[San Francisco Argonaut, November loth.]
Now that the election is over, it is im-

portant that our people should consider
other than political matters, should con-
sider other than foreign affairs, should re-
view their own position, and look their
own future steadily in the face. We are
mistaken ifthe city of San Francisco is.
not upon the eve of a very great, and very
serious, and very long continuing business
depression ;we are mistaken if we are not
to have the third of the great reactions
which have taken place inthiscity,during
which time business willbe seriously de-
pressed, real property greatly depreciated,
and the real progress of the citygreatly
retarded. After the sale of the water-lot
property in the year 1854, San Francisco

• the prosperity which attended our immi-. gration of 1849-50-1-2-3. Our placer

I as the mountain towns depended largely

ness, after the surface placers began to de-
cline the reaction soon followed, and for

\u25a0 five years business was dull,property com-
; paratively valueless in the city of San• Francisco, and not until the mines had un-" dergone a change, not untilmachinery, and

\u25a0 deep digging, and
GRAVEL SLUICIXG

Had taken the place of the rocker and the
"long torn/ when agricultural resources
had conic to be more fully developed, and
the country had begun to reflect its pros-
perity upon the town, did the city of San
Francisco begin to revive and recuperate
from its despondent position. The reaction
came in time, and cam.' as the result of
prosperous business in the country. An-
other period of great depression came at
the time of the completion of the Central
Pacific Railroad, and as the result of the
building of that road. Up to that period
nearly all the business of the State was
conducted in the city, which had become
the. distributing point for passengera and
merchandise. When the road was com-
pleted, the trade which had concentrated
here and given us prosperity was dis-
tributed to other parts of the State. Peo-
ple going East had not of necessity to
come to San Francisco to take the steamer;
strangers, destined for the interior of Cal-
ifornia, Oregon, Nevada and Arizona, were
not necessarily compelled to come to the
port of San Francisco to be distributed to
their respective localities. A large part
of the business which had formerly been
done by deep-sea ships, as well as that of
our inland waters, was now

TRANSFERRED TO THE RAIL;
Old channels ofbusiness were disturbed by
the new distribution. We were disap-
pointed in our anticipated immigration.
In fact, all the promises of benefit from the
completion of the road had been discount-
ed, and the result was a complete and
thorough reaction dating from the hour
the golden spike was driven. It would
have been to the greater injury of this city
had not the railroad discriminated in favor
ofthe long haul, which was San Francisco,
the terminus ofthe road. The interests of
the railroad people and the merchants
were identical. This discrimination paid
larger freights, and gave to our merchants
the opportunity to handle merchandise
and distribute it back to the interior and
to the States and Territories of the Pacific
coast. Of this the interior merchants
justlycomplained ; and, strangely enough,
the San Francisco merchants had neither
tl.e sense to appreciate nor the decency to
be grateful for this discrimination. The
cause ofthe depression that we anticipate
grows out of the unreasonable and narrow-
minded opposition of the Democracy toour
system of railroads, and because the press
and a majority of the people have en-
couraged the sentiment of opposition to
capitalists, rich men, and enterprises that
have been inaugurated for the benefit of
this city.

TOWARD TIIF. MErrHAXTS

Of this city, we are especially indignant.
In the just and proper sense

—
in the

broader use of that term
—witlia few ex-

ceptions, there are no merchants in San
Francisco; there are agents and middle-
men, factors, hucksters, green grocer?,
traders and peddlers, but no merchant?.
There are hut few manufacturers. There
is no city in the world \u25a0whose commercial
community bo lades intelligence and en-
terprise. The highest ambition of our
leading traders is to be "sole agents" for
been, Baking powder, fanning implement?,
and Bpool cotton, or to monopolize the sale
of some useful article manufactured abroad
and protected by patent. They have not
had the simisc to appreciate the advantages
they have possessed ; they are traders by
accident, and not merchants by education;
they are out here upon this frontier post,
and have exhibited but little enterprise ;
they began, RS a rule, withoutcapital. As
a rule without brains, they were incapable
'if taking advantage of the opportunities
offered by their location in tins broad and
productive empire. Without the sagacity
to comprehend, and without the enterprise
to seize the splendid commerce of this
coast, or toprospect or develop the peculiar
trade of the isles of the Pacific Ocean and
of the vast commerce that l>clongs to this
port

—
a trade stretching fromAlaska ami

the arctic North down through Central
America and its tropic climes to South
America and . Australia

—
many of them

became rich inspite of themselves.
IT WAS NT) GBBAX TRICK

Of the early trader to swap his merchan-
dise with the lil>cral and careless miner

jfor gold dust at forty per cent profit.;it
|demanded no great sagacity for the im-

porter, banker or dealer in general mer-
jchandise, dining the time of the war, to'
enrich himself by the buying of his goods
for greenbacks worth forty cents on the
dollar, and selling them for gold coin,
which gold coin they would invest inGov-
ernment lwnds at fortyper cent, on the dol-
lar, and which arc now at a premium of

ifrom five to twenty-five per cent.; it re-'
quired no commercial sagacity, when our'
country, struggling for its life, met with

:some great disaster on the battle-field, for
1 our merchants to enrich themselves by ex-
change. These opportunities ended with

the war and with the completion of the
Central Pacific Railroad, and our business
nieu are now brought into direct competi-
tion with the business men of the East.
They saw the Northern Pacific Railroad
building from the Mississippi to the mouth
of the Columbia ;they saw upon the com-
pletion of this road it was inevitable that
the city of San Francisco should lose the
great northern trade of Oregon. Washing-
ton Territory, Montana and Idaho.

THE RAILROAD PEOPLE,
Foreseeing the blow that would l>e struck
at their system, endeavored to break its
force by connecting the valleys of the Sac-
ramento and the Willamette by railroad.
Four thousand men were employed con-
structing the road through the mountain
passes that separate us from Oregon.
While they were doing it, while they were
pushing this work with energy and resolu-
tion, determined by its completion to ward
offthe blow that was being aimed at them,
and through them at the trade of the city of
San Francisco, the Democracy of this city,
blinded bydemagogism, and the merchants
ofthe city, reflecting the sentiments of the
sand-lot and of the political Democratic
adventurers of the class of Wallace, Great-
house, Delmas, Spencer and English,
united and conspired together for the pur-
pose of calling an extra session of the
Legislature, with the avowed purpose of
arresting this work and impairing the
credit of the railroad people by attempting
to regulate their fares and freights below a
livingprofit ; they endeavored to impose
upon these railroad people a system of tax-
ation unjust and illegal;to take from them
the protection of theprinciple of fixing the
assessment of their property values upon
the same basis as property is taxed to all
individuals.

THIS POLITICAL CONSPIRACY
Succeeded because it was encouraged by
the merchants of this city, not only by
their indifference, but by their individual
assistance. The < Ihamber of Commerce
and the Board of Trade were asked to pass
a resolution recommending that the (Oregon
land grant be set aside,which, after debate,
they refused to do. The commercial class
of this city is directly responsible for the
suspension of railroad work connecting our
city withPortland and the northern rail-
road system. The Chamber of Commerce
had the folly to reproach the railroad peo-
ple that they carried freights across the
continent so cheaply that it wasdestroy ing
the shipping of the pert; they had" the
impudence, after long years of complaint
in regard to the discrimination of fares
and freights, and after reaping the benefit
of this policy, to demand of Mr. Towne
that he withdraw from the merchants of
LosAngeles the benefit tfl*yreceived from
their nearness to the Eastern market. The
people <>f Los Angeles have had the good
sense to appreciate tile favor they had en-
joyed from railroads, and they have reaped
the advantage of them.

TIIK WHOLE SOTJTHBBH COIN'TRY

Has advanced in population and wealth.
Its land values have been largely increased
by the building of railroads, and it was a
great piece of impudence for our Chamber
of Commerce to attempt to deprive that
part of the State of its natural advantages.
We may accept the fact that the port of
San Francisco and the merchants of San
Francisco have lost an important part of
their northern and southern trade; they
have lost it through their own lack of en-
terprise, their own want of sense, their
own lack of courage, and lie^ause they
have not been just and generous enough to
appreciate the service that has been ren-
dered them and the people of »San Fran-
cisco by the railroad builders. The mer-
chants of St. Louis, Chicago and New Or-
leans are sending their productions within
our borders, and unless our merchants
awake to the realization of their peril and
put forth some etlbrt to save the rest, we
think it not improbable that they will
make .still further encroachments upon our
trade.

MORE FOLLY.

Referring to the senseless fight made
against the railroad obtaining room for a
terminus at San Francisco; to the crusade
that drove such location out of the city :
to the foolish war against permitting car
and -liij» to come together; to the suicidal
policy of San Francisco that resulted in
Port Costa, and the abandonment of the
San Francisco water front by a commerce
that she might have retained; the Argo-
rrnnt concludes that the city cannot prosper
if the great lines of transportation do not
prosper. That so long as we permit dema-
gogues of either party to attack and de-
stroy their credit, and embarrass them in
the management of their affairs, no more
railroads willbe built ;the great barrier to
northern trade will not Ik; broken down,
San Francisco will lose the advantage of
her splendid [>ort, and her trade be con-
fined to the narrow limits of her own
borders. Any party, it adds, inimical to
the interests of the railroads is an enemy
to the best interests of the city. When
San Francisco's policy is such as to invite
capital to it, to encourage it to make its
home there, to call off the legal dogs bark-
ing at its heels, to value its property as is
private property, for assessment, then, the
Argonaut holds, "we shall have passed
beyond the

QOSBIPFT VILLAGE
Condition and entered upon our career a.s
a commercial city. Unless we determine
to do this, we had better lease the town
and harbor for a term of years to a syndi-
cate of Chicago drummers, with the hope
that they would introduce some greater
liberality than now exists, with a covenant
in the lease that they would net endeavor
to harass, annoy, or drive out of the city
every man of brains and money who had
better luck than themselves. We should at
least indulge the hope that they would
have smse enough nut to bite the lioses oil'
their own faces bypreventing the construc-
tionof a railway from California to Ore-
gon, and that they would allow the ter-
minus of all the California railroads to
be made within the borders of the city of
San Francisco; that they would mind
their own business, and not attempt the
impossible by endeavoring to regulate
fares and freights, go long as this depres-
sion continues, affecting, as it will,ail gen-
eral merchandise, depreciating the rent
and values of all real estate, reducing the
price of all labor, and making hard times,
let our citizens reflect that they have
themselves to thank for itall

—themselves,
and only themselves, to blame."'

In the Superior Court of Nevada county
