Ifyou were a prac-
tical gardener you wouldsee the absurdity
of your criticisms. You are a reporter on
a Sacramento paper, ain't you?" When he
was informed that the knight of the pencil
was a representative ofthe RecOBD-UkiON,
he said :

" Well, I'mvery glad to know it.
ItWas not you that 1 had reference to, but
those other fellows that prowlaround here
expectin ;to see sunflowers and hollyhocks
in January; who don't know a verbena
from a geranium, an annual from a peren-
nial. a:i oak from a pine, nor a tuberose
from a hole in the ground. They steal
buttonhole bouquets, pluck the finest roses
regardless of admonitions to leave them
alone, and with their jack-knives shush
whole branches from choice shrubs. They
then go away and write up the gardener.
On election night what was done to these
grounds? They were almost literallyde-
stroyed—-that is. that portion east of the
Capitol building. Whole beds of flowers
were torn up by their roots and tram].led
under foot. Some choice palm trees were
stripped of their large leaves— some of
them utterly destroyed. *Isuppose now if
one of those reporters would come along
and sec the wreck, he would recommend
an \u25a0immediate change of gardeners..'

State Capitol Improvements.
The State Capitol building is having a

thorough overhauling, particularly the Sen-

ate and Assembly chambers. The entire
ventilation of the building has been
changed, as have also allthe pipes connect-

ing the sinks and closets with the sewers.

The work is being done by Smith &Muir,

of this city, practical plumbers, under the

direction of Curtiss & Bennett architects.
The work is progressing rapidly, willcost
about $3,000, and will be finished by the
Ist of December. Mr. Bennett was the

architect of the Capitol building. The ven-
tilators in the legislative chambers were
immediately beneath the gallery, about
nine inches in diameter, and connected
with the chimneys. The plan adopted now.
and which it is "claimed is far superior to
the one originally inuse, is what is known
as the Cutter system. Fourteen openings,
in size 12x10 inches, are inserted in the

walls of the Assembly and twelve in the

walls of the Senate chamber. They are
about six inches from the floor, and instead
of being connected withthe cold air by the
flues, they are connected with the hot air

under the roof of the building. This, it is
claimed, will keep up a good circulation of
pure air and will enable them to heat the
moms more uniformly than heretofore.
They claim that inbuildings of the size of
the Capitol the atmosphere cannot be regu-
lated as to temperature and purity by any
other system so wellas by the one adopted,
[thas been agreat undertaking, the brick
walls inboth chambers having to be torn
out in many places, the plastering de-
stroyed, and "the interior of both halls at
present look like they had been struck by
an Arkansas cyclone.

Smith it Muirhave also put. into every
office in the building marble water-stands,
with Garland patent traps, something new
and which utterly precludes the possibility
ofany noxious or poisonous vapor or gases,
which might arise from their connection
with sewers or cesspools, entering the room.
Each stand is cJso furnished with one of
Hennessy's patent self-closing basin cocks.
This willprevent any accident happening
from carelessness of any one leaving the
water running, overflowing the basin and
ruining the ceiling of the rooms below,
which has happened on several occasions
and only a few weeks since was the case
in the Secretary of State's office, owing to
carelessness of parties above.

The contractors have torn out every
water-closet in the building, and in their
stead have placed the latest and most im-
proved "Smith's patent syphon jets."
Their trapping is perfect and agreat im-
provement on the old style.

Although not in the original contract.
Smith A: Muirhave constructed a cesspool in
the grounds a few yards east of the garden-
er's tool house. Itis twelve feet deep by
twenty feet square, and connected with the
discharge pipes of the Capitol building by
an eight-inch iron-stone pipe. The soil
taken from the excavation has been piled
up over the cesspool, making a mound
some ten or twelve feet high. The
gardener will, with stone work and the
proper distribution of shrubbery and
floweringplants, make it one of the most
attractive things in the park. Anoverflew
pipe is laid from the cesspool to the
Thirteenth-street sewer.

AS;in Francisco paper
of Tuesday last had the following:

There

is a general disposition throughout thisState
to ('reserve, as far us possible, the old land-
marks and monuments of its early history.
Of them all there is scarcely any mure in-
teresting than Fort Suiter, situated at the
junction of the Sacramento and American
rivers, near the city of Sacramento. As is
well known Captain Suffer constructed the
fort in 1838 for protection against the Indi-
ans, being the first settler in the valley.
General Fremont stopped there when he
made his historic entrance into the State of
California, and afterwards wrote a very
graphic and extensive description of it.
This was the objective point of the forty-
niner.- in coming across the continent, and
the initialplace from which the prospectors
started out intheir trips over the mount-
ains. The fort consisted originally of sev-
eral buildings, of which only one dilapi-
dated adobe structure now remains. Jt is
about J"> !'••(\u25a0; long and 30 feet wide, ami has
two Stories. It is rapidly going to decay.
Recently one end has been restored with a
wall of brick and the effect is said to be
grotesque and Incongruous. A prominent
gentleman, ami one competent to judge,
has recently returned from a visit there,
and describes it as a piece of vile vandal-
ism." Itmay be mentioned incidentally
that the fort is about 2j miles from

"
the

junction of the Sacramento and American
rivers." Further, the "vile vandalism"
committed in constructing the brick wall,
which was done long ago, lias palliating
circumstances

—
for instance, if it had not

been built the whole structure Would years
since have tumbled to the ground. Ail the
same, it is a pity that the old fort has not
had more attention paid to it as an inter-
esting relic.

A Garden Spot of the Earth.

Last .Tune it fell to our lot to take a
camping tour from Tehama to the lower
]>ortion of the San Joaquin valley, by .wav
of Benida and Martinez. In that trip we
traversed the neat grain-growing counties
of Tehama, Colusa, Yolo, Solano, Contra
Costa, and San Joaqnin. These counties
form a part of the lieart of the Golden
State From the time we started, tillwe
Stopped, just below Stockton, we were
traveling in one continuous field of golden
grain, ready for the reaper, We have been
in all the great cereal-producing States of
the North and South, east of tlie Conti-
nental Divide, and we have seen the grow-
ing crops of the valleys and alluvial plains
of eastern and southern Asia, but innone
of these favored regions can such a night
l>c (bond as was presented to our eyes dor-ms this trip in the Sacramento valley. In
Colusa county, on the tine of the Willows
bran h of the Central Pacific iiailroad, we
hid over a day with a tenant upon the
land now advertised for sale by the Pacific
Land Company. If we had l>een asked
where in this journey of 250 miles we saw
the heaviest growth of wheat, barley and
oats, we should have said that if there was
any choice it was tobe found between the
Willows and the northern line of Yolo
county. In many fields, containing thou-
sands of acres, the wheat stalks v.ere live
feet high, and as heavily headed as they
could stand up with. The tract of land to
lie sold has one block of 8.000 acres which
we noticed in particular. Of that 8,000
acres 2.700 were in wheat, 1,000 acres of
which were summer-fallow and 1,700 acres
wne volunteer. The average yieldof this
2,701> acres of summer-fallow and volun-
teer, was more than 2-"> bushels to the acre.
The avera;^ 1yield of 5,200 acres of barley
was nearly ifnot quite '60 bushels to the
acre. This would seem to be enough to
say of any place on earth, but it is not half
of the story. There is hardly a quarter
section of this land that is not adapted to
the growth of fruit trees anil vines. It i<
in a winterleaß climate, where the hus-
bandman has more than 300 cloudless days
yearly to labor in the fields. Stock live
the year round without shelter. The
transportation facilities for all that is
bought or sold are of the best. It is in-
deed a garden spot of earth.
