CALIFORNIA.

Condition ofDe Young.

.Sax FbakcisoO, November 21st.
—M.H.

De Young, who was shot by Adolph
Sprcckels Wednesday afternoon, was to-
day reported by Dr. Murphy, his attending
physician, to be somewhat better than yes-
terday, although be is vet, as the doctor
says,"" a very sick man." Last night the
patient slept only about an hour. Dr.
Kahn. a relative, was at his side all night,
and to-day was relieved by Dr. RegenS-
berger. There is some traumatic fever
noticeable, and its increase is feared. The
patient suffers considerable pain, complain-
ingof bis side and shoulder. No effort has
yet been made to find the bullet that en-
tered the left shoulder-point, as the condi-
tion ofthe patient will not warrant the
operation. lie says little, and has not re-
ferred to the trouble at ail in the presence
of the physicians. No one is allowedtosee
himbesides members of his family.

Concerning Emerson's case lawyers assert
that had he fatally wounded Spreckels, the
act would be justifiable, and cite insupport
of this opinion Section 938 of the Penal
Code, which reads, in defining justifiable
:homicide; ".When the homicide is com-
mitted in prevention of a forcible and atro-
cious crime as, for instance, where the
deceased was in the act of robbing or mur-
dering another.

"

Young Spreckels remains closely at home,
receiving the visits of none but his most
intimate friends. While his arm pains him
considerably, nothing serious is expected to
result from the wound.

[SECOND DISPATCILI
Bah Francisco, November 21st. —De

Young's condition this afternoon not being
as favorable as yesterday, a consultation of
physicians was held, and it was decided to
open the bullet wounds as far as prac-
ticable. Ether was administered,
and Dr. Murphy cut the wounds
well open and inserted drainage tubes.
It was found that the shoulder joint
was slightlyinjured from one bullet, and
the shoulder blade badly smashed from
the other. AtIIo'clock lie was stillsleep-
ing, though it is generally considered that
lie is in a very dangerous condition.

Their aggregate income from
productive funds is but \u25a07i-"-.">l(). and from
tuition for- but $125,382, while the value
of all grounds and buildings is but $3,192,-
--840, and the number of volumes in their
librariesbut 161,302. The number of stu-
dents, however, in the preparatory col-
legiate departments compares favorably
with the older States, New Yorkonly sur-
passing Ohio. How much better endowed
the colleges of Massachusetts are than
those of Ohio may be seen at a glance.
With but seven colleges they have an in-
come from productive funds of $291,812,
and receipts from tuition of $166,538, and
.'!U.

1,126 volumes in their libraries, but the

value of buildings and grounds is only
$1,310,000. The colleges of New York
;uiilPennsylvania are also much better en-
dowed than those of Ohio, and are vastly
richer in libraries and apparatus. .Michi-
gan, with only nine colleges, shows up
better than Ohio in the provision made
for their support. These figures, which
might be tediously multiplied, give rise
to the suspicion that many of our colleges
are, in fact, little better than academies,
and are colleges only in name, and this
suspicion is rather confirmed by the dis-
proportionate number <>:' scholars in the
preparatory departments and in the regular
college course.

yet it inferentially admits that so long as
he has the money to spend for such luxr-
ries his doings are entitled to a place along
with th" of gentlemen and ladies whose
wealth comes F> them through different
channels. That is the sort of idea which
justifies the existence of gamblers and
stimulates their victims to play. The
public officials and the public press do not
do their duty and call things by their
right names as they ought. They don't
relegate the doings of such men as Henry
White to the criminal intelligence column,
as they ought, and so people go along, ac-
cepting Mr. White's hospitality and en-
joying his road team, tilltheir young men
get to gambling, that they also may lie
noticed iiithe public press and by the pub-
licas owners of yachts and horses. I'll
venture to say that if Major-General
Turnbull's cashier were to rob the Alfa
safe of •?10,000 and lose the money at Mr.
White's bank, the Major-Genera], as he
made good the loss, would arrive at a truer
estimate of Mr. White's profession.

From that time on he
never objected to anything they did. his
whole nature being apparently under con-
trol of his will and unable to make a show
of rebellion except the exposure of his de-
fprmed feet. The doctors, Bruno and Mil-
liv::>ii,began operations on him April ]<J,
1824. The first thing was to take from
him twenty ounces of blood. The next
day tin' bleeding was repeated twice, and
blisters placed ahovu his knees, instead
of on tiic soles of his feet, because he
would not allow his feet exposed. The
next day two other physicians came and
looked at him and reported to the others.
He then took two anodyne draughts. This
was on the 18th, and on lying down

—
-for

he could stillget out of lied
—

after taking
the last draught he said to his faithful ser-
vant Tita: "I'llgo to sleep now." lie
did, and slept nearly twenty-four hours.
At 6:15, on the evening of April 19th, he
suddenly opened his eyes, hut instantly
closed them in death.

A Long Pneumatic Tube.

T!ii- wonderful story is.told by the New
York Graphic: "A company is getting
ready to build a pneumatic tul>e for carry-
ing letters and small packages from Chi-
ago to New York. The idea at first seems

Two tubes are to be
made ofbrass, which willrun side by side, i
although it is said one tube will be tried
first.

THE STORY OF A BULLET.
Capillary Growth Upon Parts of a Dried-

l"p Scalp After Twenty Tears.
. That hair grows upon the human body
after death has been a theory held by
many prominent physicians, but discred-
ited by the profession generally. Experts
who follow the melancholy pursuit of lay-
ing out and dressing the dead hold insome
contempt this professional opinion,and de-
clare that esses of hair-growth after death
are frequent, and often so palpable that
even a novice would not fail to detect
them.

A very curious relicin the possession of
a Pottsville bookkeeper, a veteran of th*
late war, was examined by several Phila-
delphia physicians recently, and appears
to furnish conclusive proof that death does
not always put an end to the growth of
hair upon portions of the human body,
even after the lapse of many years. Henry
Matthews was a good soldier daring the
war, and was at the front in some of the
hottest engagements of that great struggle.
As a member of Company 11 of the Forty-
eighth Pennsylvania Volunteers, he was in
the fight at Cold Harbor. On May 26,
1864, he was struck down by a bullet,
which entered the back part of his head.
The ball passed through a portion of the
brain, and was taken out above the fore-
head. The operation was performed by
Dr. W. R. I). Blackwood, then Surgeon-
General of the division, who now lives at
No. 246 North Twentieth street, in this
city. During the progress of the opera-
tion a mass of the brain, weighing about
an ounce and a half and as large as an egg,
escaped. The bullet, to which some of the
brain matter and a portion of the scalp ad-
hered, was preserved, and upon his depart-
ure from the hospital was given to the
wounded man, who, to the astonishment of
the surgeon, recovered. He has suffered
no mental inconvenience, and now occu-
pies a responsible clerical position hi the
Beading Railroad office at Pottsville.
When the bullet was presented to him
twenty years ago at the hospital door, the
brain matter and the littlepatch of scalp
had dried up, but a few short hairs could
be seen sticking out from the latter. The
bullet had been considerably flattened, and
somewhat resembled in shape a miniature
clam shell.

As time elapsed Mr. Matthews, who
greatly prized this relic, noticed an aston-
ishing fact. The hairs, which at tirst
were scarcely prominent enough to be no-
ticed, were growing. Other hairs grew
out also until a thick, black bunch ap-
peared at the back end of the bullet. At
first his friends refused to credit the story,
although he showed the precious relic in
proof. Once or twice he cut off the
ends of the growing hair. It continued to

grow. About a year ago Mr.Matthews
came* toPhiladelphia and sought out Dr.
Blackwood, to whom he exhibited the bul-
let, with its bunch of apparently healthy
hair. The surgeon, inthe presence ofpro-
fessional witnesses, cut oil' an inch of the
hair, measured that which remained,
boxed and sealed up the bullet and placed
it in trusty hands for safe-keeping. Re-
cently the package was opened. A care-
ful measurement showed that the hair had
grown over an inch since the ball had been
last seen, and Dr. Blackwood said yester-
day : "The fact is beyond dispute. Ap-
parently withoutnutrition,upon the dried-
up particle of scalp and brain, this hair
had been anil is nowgrowing as surely, if
not so luxuriantly, as it grew upon Mat-
thews" head when he was shot. 1 recollect
the wound, the operation, and the pres-
entation of the relic to the injured man
after his remarkable recovery. Itseems to
me to settle beyond doubt that hair can
and does grow upon dead bodies. The fact
has steadily been denied by medical jour-
nals and medical men generally, but the
men who have charge of the Medical Col-
lege 'subjects,' those mysterious fellows
who have every opportunity to know,
nearly all declare that they continually
witness the proof of it."

That hair can be transplanter" l,and will
contract organic adhesion, is a recognized
fact, and the American Cyclopedia
"Hair will grow after death and live for
centuries." But no such remarkable in-
stance as the hair growing on Mr. Mat-
thews' bullet is on record.

A Woman's Hair.

Ifshe takes
down her hair and lets it fallabout her
shoulders, the firstsensation is that ofcool-
ness; but ifallowed to hang loose tin; heat
of the head increases very rapidly, and the
tighter the hair is twisted or plaited the
sooner this heat is relieved. Ifa woman's
hair is free from oils or pomades, and she
combs it on a winter night with a rubl>ei
comb, electric sparks will llv out. and a
crackling sound be emitted. If, with the
hair hanging in this condition, she stands
on a chair, the four legs of which are
placed in ordinary glass tumblers, and
points her finger at a gas-burner, she can
light the gas with her touch. There will
be a slight report and a sharp, tingling
sensation in the end of the linger from
which the electric spark passes. Now, if
her hair is dressed

that is to say, smoothed

withnils or pomades and tightly twisted
