The proprietors of the stud-horse poker
and dice gambling deadfalls in this city
claim that they are certain of securing the
favorable cousideration and support of the'
City Trustees at their meeting this morn-
ing. They claim that a license ordinance
will be passed, whereby for a moderate
sum they will secure in a legal way the in-

dorsement, sanction and approval of our
City Fathers; that, so far as the indorse-
ment of the City Trustees is of any weight,
they will have that indorsement and
weight thrown in their favor to make the
robbing business, by means of stud-horse
poker and dice gambling, as respectable as
selling groceries or a morning beefsteak.
The Trustees are not responsible for claims
made by others that they look favorably
upon gambling robbery, and intend, under
the pretense of *‘ regulating” by imposing
a license wupon it, to give it their
official and personal sanction and
approval, but the people and veters
of Sacramento  will watch with
intense interest to sce whether the gamblers
made these claims knowingly, and if they
did, but one construction will be placed
upon the action of the Board in trying to
affix the seal of respectability upon this
arch infamy. To place a license fee of say
$100 per month on these robberies is but
little short of an open declaration of official
partnership with them. Information has
been received at this office during the past
week giving the names of proprietors
and location of five stud-horse poker
and dice establishments in the city,
which from $1,000 to 500 per
month ecach by their nefarious work.
These proprietors will be present in force
this morning again, before the Board of
Trustees, as they were last Monday, to
stimulate the members to legislate in their
behalf, by g the ordinance to license
these yberies. In the face of present
facts it would be useless to try to disguise
the plain result, if not intent, of such gn
ordinance. Gamblers do not turn out in force

A Cold Shake.

The Woodland Democracy, on Friday
last, sent to this city large hand-bills
printed in blood-red letters, announcing the
fact that the Democracy of Yolo would
have a grand whoop-up, Saturday night,
when they would ratify the election of
Cleveland, Hendricks and Reform. They
extended an invitation to the Democratic

organizations of this city to be present.
They even went farther and said, “ Come
and be our ghests.” Saturday evening
about 200, among them several Republi-
cans, left in cars attached to .tlxe regular
train, fare $1 for the round trip. At the
Woodland depot they were met by a large
number of citizens and escorted into the
town. They marched up and down Main
street three times, until the Sacramento
boys commenced to growl and ask "“ here
is the speaking going to take place?” This,
however, was not on the programme. The
procession was disbanded in front of the
Capitol Hotel. Thé boys from Sacramento
then marched up town, improvised a
speakers’ stand, and with the assistance of
the Hussar band soon had a crowd. John
Lambert called the meeting to order, and
introduced as the first speaker IF. M. Brown,
of the Woodland Democrat. He made a
speech which was well received, and was
followed by Judge W. A. Henry of this city,
a former resident of Yolo. Brief remarks
were made by several others. Afterthe
meeting the Sacramento boys took their
band and serenaded General Minis and
others. At 10 o'clock the town was all
quiet. The Woodlandites, with perhaps an
exception of half a dozen who were in the
“ oin business,” had closed up shop and re-
tired for the night. Two hundred Sacra-
mento boys, the *invited guests of the
Woodland Democracy,” stood in the streets
hungry, thirsty and sleepy. Their train
did not return until next morning. They
could not get a meal of victuals in the
town, excepting at the W. C. T. U., which
closed its doors early. A bed was some-
thing that could not be secured, the whisky
could not be endured, and the only thing
left for the boys to do was to file down the
dark street to the depot, climb into the cars
and doze away till morning. The way in
which they were treated was a subject of
much comment, and on a vote being taken
it was decided unanimously that the peo-
ple of Yolo did the proper thing in sitting
down on the Democracy at the last election.
An officer of one of the Democratic clubs
of this city said he hoped sincerely that the
Democracy of Yolo county would never
elect another man on their ticket, not even
a Constable.
State Board of Health.

The California State Board of Hezlth beld
a called meeting on Saturday evening at the
office of Dr. Cluness.

Dr. Tyrrell presented his credentials and
was invited to a scat in the Board.

Dr. Cluness was elected temporary Chair-
man and Dr. Crowder temporary Secretary.
The minutes of last meeting were read and
approved.

Drs. Cluness, Cole and Orme were then
placed in nomination for President of the
Board. Dr. Cluness declined the honor,
owing to other professional engagements.

Dr. H. S. Orme, of Los Angeles, having
received a majority of the votes, it was
moved that his election be made unani-
mous, which was carried.

Dr. Cluness nominated Dr. G. G. Tyrrell,
of Sacramento, for permanent Secretary,
and he was unanimously elected.

Dr. Cluness then spoke in 2 feeling man-
ner of the loss the Board had sustained in
the death of Drs. Gibbons and Hatch, and
it was moved by Dr. Crowder that a memo-
rial paper be prepared and published in the
forthcoming report of the Board. Carried.

Dr. Cluness reported that the quarantine
had been removed from Yuma, as it was
not deemed necessary just now. He also
reported the prevalence of yellow fever on
the Mexican border, and was of the opinion
that very soon it would be necessary to
place a quarantine in or about Tucson.

Dr. Cluness also took occasion to express
his appreciation of the valuable services
rendered by the Southern Pacific Railroad
Company in keeping yellow fever out of
California, and moved that the thanks of
the Board be tendered to the officers of the
company for the efficient manner in which
they seconded the efiorts of the Board of
Health in keeping epidemic disease out of
California, and would especially mention
in this connection the names of Superin-
Irlnlvmr‘L A. Muir and Dr. Handy, their
medicaFofficer, as particularly efficient in
preserving quarantime on the premises un-
der their jurisdiction. Carried.

Dr. Crowder moved that the Board accept
the i Drs. Orme and Cluness in
raising the quarantine at Yuma. Carried.

Dr. Cluness moved that a circular be
issued by the Board relative to the necessi-
ty of vaccination as a prophylactic against
an epidemic of small-pox, which may be
expected on this coast at no distant day.
Carried.

The Great Land Sale.

At the time of the organization of the
Northern California Immigration effort in
this city in September last, the question
was asked, *“But will large land-hold-
ings be subdivided and offered for sale in
small lots?” Although not three months
have elapsed, several large tracts are
already being subdivided. The very first
of these is that about to be noticed. Of all
things in the world a man should possess a
portion of God's footstool. It gives one
something to live for, some sense of re-
sponsibility, some idea of the possibilities,
of the command, “Conquer the soil.”
Now of all times is the time to secure land.
With every month the value of all desira-
ble land enhances. On Saturday next a
great credit sale of lands by auction is to be
made, the locality at the lap of the richest
part of the State. On these lanasall the
cereals, the grape, all fruit trees, grow
without irrigation and in luxuriance. The
lands are in the heart of Colusa county,
as choice valley land as there is on the
coast, are on the line of the Northern Rail-
way and near the thriving town of Wil-
lows. The soil grades from gravelly to
richest alluvial. Its fertility is a matter of
common notoriety.
