What we have to say concerning it it is

If the day
set apart for special observance is to be
treated as nothing more than a conven-
tionality,it were better to let it pass with-
out recognition.

Nor need those whom tyrannical
duty prevents from abandoning the cease-
less round for the day, feel that they are
excluded from the benefits, since tin- rising
out of the rut is a mental exer-
cise and a spiritual effort. Ihe
test ami proof for any man that
he has shaken, oil something of selfishness
and has lifted himself out of the channel
of worldliness, i*the mental attitude in
which he finds himself towards his fellows.

• If he discovers it in his heart to be more
forgiving, to look more mercifully upon his
fellows, to rejoice with those v.ho have
Cause, and to feel for those whose woes are
unassuaged, he hits profoundest reason
for thankfulness. And there is no man
who may not experience the pleasure of
these emotions if lie will but give the
humanity inherent in him opportunity for
expression. Inso far, then, a- a set period
of thanksgiving relaxes the selfishness of
the man of the world, pud gives freedom
to the man of humanity, its measure of
usefulness is immeasurable. Since there can
lie no honest and sincere approach to the
higher power, which men under various
titles call God, except through the avenue
at charity of heart for our fellows, those

simples! expression we cap. make our fel-

low-man fed tint we regard him more
kindly, we have 'hat much for which to

give thanks, that much more to teach us
that the richest reward is costless, and
that ifmen would but have it SO, every-
day of the round year might be a day of
thanksgiving. But whether or not this
measure of human perfection shall ever be

THROW OFF THE MASK.
"

The San Francisco Examiner had better
throw off the mask and whollypronounce
for the spoils system. It already proves
that its ante-election pretense of friendship
for civilservice reform was a . mere sham.
This is what itnow has to say :

What do the Democrats understand civil
service reform to mean?" inquires a local con-
temporary. That is a question easily answered.
We understand that, as the abuses and corrup-
tions of the civilservice are altogether of Re-
publican growth, fostered and perpetuated for
partisan purposes through many long years of
uninvaded power, it becomes tho duty of the
Democratic party, as soon as the new Adminis-
tration gets fairly under way,inconformity with
the repeatedly declared pledges of the party, to

reform and rehabilitate a system that in the
indulgent lapse of time has become so thor-
oughly obnoxious and depraved. By accepting

the legacy as they findit.and maintaining it as

they know it tobe, withall its evil and unsav-

ory characteristics, the Democracy wouldvirtu-
ally assume a responsibility which docs not be-
long to them, and which the country is in no

respect inclined to tolerate.

Divested of itsverbiage and partisan sen-
timentality, this simply means: "Ailthe
ins must go but,' and our fellows must take
their places." The Examiner very well
knows that ithas evaded the question of
civilservice reform, which demands in the
public service, for all subordinate posi-
tions, competency and character, and a ten-

ure based whollyupon continued ability,
industry and honesty. That these qual-
ifications, competency and character,
shall be ascertained facts under a system of
examination prior to appointment. That
appointments shall bo male from the class
successful in such examinations. That
neither religion nor party faith shall be
considered inascertaining the fitness of an
applicant or in filling a place, and that
there shall he removals only for causes an-
tagonizing one or more of the original re-
quirements, By this system men can be
had to serve the Government of the people
fearless of party hate, and independent of
party rewards. The Government clerk
who owes his appointment to party, and
whose retention depends upon partisan
whim, cannot serve the Government of the

©pie faithfully,and however sincere his
desire may be to do bo, all his interests
conspire to make him recognize party

bosses first, and duty secondly. Tin- Ex-
aminer even more briefly than this could
have defined civil service reform. It has
failed to do SO. Inst id. it lias dealt in
some generalities, between the lines of
which is as plainlyto be read as ifbranded
there with type, "No-civil service reform
for us." Let it he as honest as Mr.Hen-
dricks and out with it once. It will com-
mand respect as the open enemy of re-

form; but by the use of' such transparent
devices as that quoted, it excites contempt.

Itis not at all surprising that conserva-
tive Democrats should feci alarmed at the
outlook for the coming Administration.
There is reason to believe Governor Cleve-
land to be sincerely in favor of carrying
out and enlarging the civil service reform
measures, Itis known that Mr.Hendricks
is just as bitterly opposed to them, and
that he i- rallying the radical spoils-seek-
ing elements thus early to his side, with it

view of commanding the party policy.
This must result in a split in the party,
unless either Cleveland or Hendricks
yields. That the latter will, no one I>c-
lieves, because, first, he is already a candi-
date for the Presidency in 1888, and be-
cause, secondly, he lias just that vicious
courage that willembolden him to take a

stand against the reform and call to his
support all the spoilsmen with every
chance inhis favor ofenrolling th." solid
South also. Such a combination would
beat Cleveland. He is not probably a

candidate for re-election; he is understood
to oppose second-term ambitions. He can-
no; therefore expect the support of the
mere office-seekers '.vim have nothing t_

hope for from him beyond his single term.
Allthe 100-.' elements of the party, there-
fore, willgo over to Hendricks, who will,
immediately on the formation of the Cabi-
net, flingout the banner "to the victors
belong the spoils," ami under that make a
fight. Governor Cleveland willnot yield
his convictions and so will cause a split.
Unfortunately for the cause of civilservice
reform, it has not yet reached the hearts
of the people. Even where accepted, it is
in a half-hearted way. It really appears
to be in advance of the intelligence of tin;

masses. Apparently they cannot under-
stand whypublic business should be con-
ducted upon the principles that obtain in
the private business world. Civil service
reform, therefore, has a hard battle before
it. It is not improbable that it may go to
the wall. But ifit doe-, it will be but a

temp defeat, for its basic principles
are those of truth, and they must prevail
or civilization and self-government v.ill
prove failures.

absolute ileitis of legislation and formu-
late the general provisions to be enacted.
These would be published by the press and
debated among the people for a month.
The result would be that the legislators
would come op to the Capital prepared, in
most part, at least, to act promptly and
give us a short session, and thus practice
economy [for the .State and give us the
minimum of legislation.

Truckee, November 21th.— What came
near being a fatal accident occurred yester-
day at the works of the Boca Brewery. Joe
Kluge, one of the employes, entered the
manhole of one of the "large receiving
casks, for the purpose ofshellacking the in-
side, as is usual, using an ordinary candle
to give himlight to do his work by. The
work was nearly done, when the air, fouled
with the fumes of the alcohol used in
preparing the shellac, became so oppressive
that he was compelled to put his head out
through the manhole to get his breath. In
another moment the whole inside took fire,
and it is a wonder that the man was not
cremated. The admirable arrangements of
the Boca Brewing Company in case of fire
were put at once in use, and Kluge was
extricated, but not until he had been nearly
roasted. No damage to the works was
done. Kluge is severely burned on the
back and legs.

The Ice Crop— Chinaman Shot.

The Late S.G. McMahon.— The remains
of the late S. O. McMahon, who died hist
Friday evening at bis residence onI'utah
creek, were yesterday brought to the city,
and the funeral took place from the depot
at noon, under the auspices of the Sacra-
mento Association of California Pioneers.
The Woodland Democrat of Sunday had the
followingrelative to the deceased :Mr.Mc-
Mahon crossed the plains from near Boon-
ville,Cooper county, Missouri, in 1841, and
settled on the land that became his perma-
nent home up to the time of his death. At
that early date there was but one other
Anglo-Saxon ranch on Putah creek, and
that belonged to John Wolfskin, near the
present townof Winters, who has also been
a permanent resident from about 1830 or
IMO. Mr. Wolfskill survives his early
friend, with whom he has been a neighbor
for more than forty years. Mr. McMahon,
likemost of the pioneers who came to the
Pacific coast in very early days, possessed a
vigorous body, with an" iron constitution,
which bore him up through allthe priva-
tions and hardships imposed upon those
adventurous spirits who blazed the way for
civilization which has followed to Califor-
nia's present prosperous era, until four or
live years ago bis health began to fail.
Since then, although not at all times seri-
ously ill,he became far less robust, aiTd cge
and infirmitybegan to telluj>on the iron
frame which"had in former years defied all
hardships ami exposures. Mr. McMahon
leaves a, wife and several children, all of
whom are grown to manhood und woman-
hood, and who stillreside inSolano coun-
ty. lie was one of the most genial men in
the community, and enjoyed the highest
esteem of his friends and neighbors, and
through his industry and large executive
skill,had accumulated one of the many
fine estates in Solano county, a great por-
tion ofwhich was composed of the splendid
body of productive hinds that stillsurround
