THE FUTURE OF RIVER PRESER-
VATION.

VATIOK.

The Truckee 11-ymblitan, in reviewing
the hydraulic mining decision of the Su-

prenie Court, is very mach exercised over
the "pitiful"condition

—
as it is pleased to

term it—of the valley residents along the
rivers, it declares with acrimony that
their policy has been suicidal in Btopping
hydraulic mining, and pronounces the liti-
gationnarrow-minded :inci fanatical. When
the Courts of the land have decided that
il;i'litigation is justified by the principles
of law ;iinlequity, this journalistic judg-
ment, which may beassumed t<> reflect the
sentiment of the community whore uttered,
l<, to say the least, unwise and ill-con-
ceived. We have had enough of crimina-
tion. The fanners acted in the line of
self-preservation, and, we do not lse-
liere, with any feelings of resentment
or cruelty. Borne valley paj>crs, it is truo>
have been bo indiscreet as to indulge in in-
vective, which could have no possible ef-
fect other than to hinder and delay a legal
adjustment Our mountain contemporary
misconceives the aim of the valley. The
pc iple would be only too glad to welcome
a system that would absolutely prevent in-
jury to mining interests, while at the Bame
time absolutely and permanently prevent-
ing the destruction of the rivers and low
lands.

'•bviously, unless this can lie ar-

rived at. irreparable injury to the agricult-
oral section must not be countenanced.
The Courts have uniformly held that the
right under which the farmers claim ex-
isted prior to the adoption or the use of
water for mining by the hydraulic process.
The H'publican at great length, and very
bitterly,dwells upon the danger to which
the valleyis now exposed by reason of the
vast accumulation ofmining debris in the
river canyons below the mines, and which,

Hence our persistent
demand' that the Government of the
United States should turn its attention to
permanently barring the way to the de-
scent of these millions of tons of sand and
gravel. •. This willbe done. It is entirely
feasible. The Government willundertake
the task, and itwillaccomplish it. It can-
not avoid its duty iiithis respect, awl the
earlier it enters upon it the easier the task,

Tii<M-deposiU willbe held back and made
'immovable, becoming solid earth once
more.:The :great free highways willbe
preserved Gram destruction. We believe
the time to be very near at hand when this

"

willbe done. Even the HfjmbUcan admits
its faith in the scheme, and declares that
the valleys can •be saved, but holds that

ithe works which willbe erected willinure
to the benefit of hydraulic mining also,
since, if they restrain the descent of
debris, they will hold back the fntura

.'washings of the mines. When that question-
conies up the mining section willhave its
contest with the Government.

\u25a0But there is no need- to .borrow' trouble i

about the matter. It1willbe a serious
'

enough issue when it arises. The Repub-

lican should not forget that no Court has
as yet declared that hydraulic mining
shall not be pursued. What the tribunals
have decided is, that thera must not be
poured into the rivers or their tributaries,
or the natural avenues of discharge into
the streams, miningdebris that willdescend
into the rivers. The question of continu-
ation, in the late decision of the Supreme
(k)urt was directly considered, and it was
held that the decision of the Court did not

go beyond enjoining the commision of a
public nuisance, the Court saying:
Ifitbe possible to permanently impound the

debris, etc., which the Court perpetually en-
joins it from dumping into the American river,
the defendant has the right to adopt such means
as may be within its power for that purpose;
and the right to do so exists independent of the
judgment, and may be exercised at all times,
without reference to it. The perpetual injunc-
tion does not restrain the defeudant from con-
ducting its business in a lawful manner, and
any means adopted to that end are lawful.

As to the possibility of accomplishing
this end, we repeat it is a matter that has
been relegated to the future, and is one,

we believe, that will first make an issue
with the Federal Government, for that
power willsoon begin the work of preserv-
ing the rivers. When it does do so, if
mining debris is sent down to the impair-
ment of that work, the Federal authorities
will lit- as profoundly interested in the
matter 88 are the people of the valley sec-
tions. But, two things have been
definitely settled ;that the navigable rivers
shall not be destroyed by taing made the
carriers of hydraulic mining debris, or

their beds the depository for such matter ;
and that the valley lands have a right,
and must be protected by mandatory de-
crees of Court from injury by the physi-
cal results of hydraulic mining. There
should be entertained no longer bitter feel-
ings because of this decree. It is the law
of the land, it is right, and cannot be over-
thrown, and the duty ofall good citizens Ls
to acquiesce, make the best of the situa-
tion and cease to stir up strife and en-

kindle animosity. We know whereof we
speak, when v,-e aver that the valley citi-
zens of the State do not entertain em-
bittered feelings toward their fellow-citi-
zens of the mountains.

ITS BLUNDER.

The people have adopted the constitu-
tional amendment to Section 10, Article
XI. This simply struck out so much of
the section a.s provided that nopublic work
.should l>e done upon the streets or levees
of a city, the cost of which is chargeable
upon private property, unless the money
assessment is first collected and paid into
the City Treasury. Upon this paragraph
was founded the new street law, known as

the Vroonian Act. The constitutional
provision practically put an end to street
improvement. Referring to this constitu-
tional provision, the San Fitmcisco Bulletin
s:iys:
Itwas intended in good faith to cure an evil

oflons' standing— is to say. the difficulty
sometimes experienced by street contractors in
collecting the money due them, by-reason of
some informalityin theproceedings. Butitwas
proved in this case, as iv many others, that the
obvious is not always the best remedy. It was
seen at once by those who probe deeper inpolit-
ical questions, that the system, even if consist-
ent with the Federal Constitution, was not prac-
ticable, because the exact amount of money re-
quired could in no case be determined before-
hand. The effect was exactly what it was
predicted it would be

—

the expense, of the adjacent property was
brought to a stand-still inevery city and town
inthe State where that principle is ivforce.

The Bulletin holds tiiat, a.s the constitu-
tional substructure i.s now withdrawn, or
will he so soon a^ the declaration of adop-
tion of the amendment is made, we are
either left without a street law, oi- else the
old law i< again in effect. It adds:

The better un<\more general opinion is thatour old street laws will>\u25a0 t once come into force.
The case of the United States bankrupt law is
quoted in the way of analogy, v.'hen that
enactment was passed by Congress itsuperseded
our bankrupt law. Bat when the General Gov-
ernment repealed its law, ours revived without
legislative assistance. in the case under consid-
eration, the Constitution modified our street
law so as to require prepayment on certain
classes of street work. That modification has
been repealed, anilitwould, therefore, seem to
follow that our old system is again in force, or,
rather, willbe, when the vote is declared. Any
other construction willleave us without any
street laws nt all. \u0084

The conclusion of our contemporary is
erroneous. Howit can so sadly blunder in
so plain a matter of ordinary reasoning,
; 5 comprehension. The Vrooman Act,
by >«:-ii,r.i ;;<;. repealed the old stro t laws
absolutely. ''AH Acts and parts of Acts in
conflict with any of the provisions of this
Act are hereby repealed.'' As a conse-
quence there was no knocking the un-

derpinning from the Vrooman Act.
The better reasoning is that the Vrooman
Act stands a., an independent Act of the
Legislature, and so far as itwas within the
power of the Legislature to enact street
taws not inhibited by the Constitution, it
is.\u25a0•til! in force. It is not shown, nor do we

think it can be, that even by the constitu-
tional amendment the Vrooman Ad falls,
since the legislation in that measure would
have been competent without the constitu-
tional provision. Allthat has been done,
then, is to take away the necessity for the
Vrooman Ait,and it is now comjxjteut for
tb"Legislature to give us a new street law
that willenable street work to goon. The
parallel the Bulletin draws between the
ease of the 1nit".!States bankrupt law and
our own, is not applicable. It is not an
analogous ease. The National Bankrupt
Art suspended, but did not repeal the
State insolvency law. When the Federal
Art wa.s withdrawn, the State Act came
again into operation. In the present case
the new street law repealed the old, and
nothing but re-enactnieiH can revivifyit.

Galt's New Church.
The new church of Gait, which was dedi-

cated onSunday, the 23d of November, ia
briefly described as follows by the QateUe:
Ithas an auditorium 43 feet long, 32 feet
wideand 30 feet high internally.

One of them is -al-
ready appropriated for. (bat purpose, with
flicprobability that the other soon willbe.
The windows 'throughout are intended for
lead quarries and stained glass in borders
and beads, for which the contract is already
made.: The rear portion of the auditorium
is seated segmenrally. The . part. next the
pulpit platform Is seated with chairs for
Sunday-school, lecture and other purposes.
The church is :entered through wide doors
and spacious porch above, from whichrises
a bell turret to the bight of 84 feet to the
top vane.''. The interior woodwork is var-
nished and

"
the exterior is \u25a0painted with

three oats in two tints of olivegreen, with
iIm'iar.-red sashes and doors. \u25a0 The general
1 style of the.. building is Gothic, . and the
:whole has been executed under the careful
supervision of John Sawyer, and the work
and materials appear to be inevery respect
substantial and good. I
VThe structure cost $0,545 SO, a considera-
ble portion

of which was contributed. by

citizens of this city.

Bismarck Snubbed in the Reichstag.
Beelin, December 3d.

—
Inthe Reichstag

to-day Dr. Windthorst having replied to
Bismarck, the Chancelor continued his re-
marks against Dr.Windthorst's motion to
repeal the law expelling priests, etc. Bis-
marck declared that the freedom of the
church was nowhere challenged, and that
Prussia's rejection of a papal candidate for
theBishopric ofPosen was simply the exer-
cise of her sovereign rijjhts, and was in
accordance with treaties. Bismarck said
he was rejoiced to hear Dr.Windthorst state
that he was opposed to a parliamentary
Government. Ifit were possible for the
Government quietly to resign, and say to
the majority. "Here are our portfolios;
be good enough to continue the dispatch
of public business," matters would be
even worse than now. Ifa majority, con-
sisting of the Conservatives, the Center,
with its adherents, the new German Libe-
rals and the Volkspartei, and the Social
Democrats, had to reconstruct the Govern-
ment, the result would be a Ministry like
that of England under Mr. Gladstone. He
predicted the breaking up of the Center
party when the Kulturkampf terminated,
and its members would either join the pro-
gressive party or disappear. Bismarck
continued by saying that he was less con-
cerned about the struggle between church
and state than Dr. Windthorst supposed.
The iaw, he contended, was directed against
political agitation, ard not against religious
liberty. Dr. Windthorst's motion to repeal
the lawinquestion was passed

—
217 toi)'S

—
notwithstanding the opposition ofBismarck.

WINES AND WINE MAKING.
Professors Hilgard and Rising Upon Most •

Approved Methods.
San Fkancisco, December 3d.—At the

meeting of the Convention of Viticulmrists
yesterday afternoon, a binocular micro-
scope had been procured, through which a
number of those present took the pains to
Ilookand discover whatmanner ofunknown
monsters findan abiding place inthe dregs
of the wine we drink; that is, during the
period of fermentation. Itwas an interest-
ing exhibition.

Charles A. Wetmore read the report of
Ithe Committee on Resolutions, on the sub-
ject of the tariffnecessary forthe protection
of local raisin producers* as follows:

Baobted, That the reduction of the tariffon
raisins canted, during the last year, serious
harm to California producers, and will, unless
raised hereafter, under similar circumstances,
whenever the crop of Spain is greater than the
usual demand, grievously affect the prosperity of
California.

Raotetd, That the Raisin Comm'ttee appointed
at this Convention be requested to forward to
the Representatives and Senators of this State
inCongress a statement demanding a tariff of 5
cents per pound onimported raisins ofall grades,
except currants and sultanas, on which the
tariffshould be 3 cents per pound.

The report was adopted.
PROCESS OK FEKJIEXTATIOX.

Professor W. B. Rising of the State Uni-
versity lead an interesting paper on fer-
mentation. He dwelt u]>on the difficulty
of following the substance of the grape
through all the changes of the process, and
discover the reason forsuch a change, that
he may afterward be able, by proper com-
binations, to produce effects varying ac-
cording as he shall desire. The paper next
referred to the great benefit to be derived
also from the practical observations of
grape-growers themselves. Too much in-
torniation on the subject could not be ob-
tained, even reports of failure being useful
to the attainment of future success. Fer-
ments were present in almost all fruit
juice, though not always in the same quan-
tity. Alcoholic fermentation may be car-
ried on within a wide range of heat, be-
tween 36 and ISO degrees. In the fermenta-
tion of beer two fermentations have long
been recognized, a top and a bottom, the
one taking place at a high and tho other at
a low degree of*temperature. The same
was the case in wine-making in regard to
fermentation. The speaker advocated that
carried on at a lowtemperature, say 45°.
This wouldnot be as rapidas that at say 90,
but the most rapid fermentation was byno
means sure to produce the best results in
the way of <|iiality. To prevent the forma-
tion of acetic acid

—
vinegar

—
the complete

exclusion ofthe air from the wine waa rec-
ommended as the one necessary precau-
tion. \u25a0>

DISEASES OF WINES. ETC.

J Subsequently Professor Hilgard was in-
troduced to give his reports upon the same
subject of fermentation and the diseases of
wine. He held that itwas absolutely nec-
essary to preserve a uniform temperature
during the process of fermentation, and it
was therefore advisable for the wine to be
contained in something different from a
building which was nothing but a board
shell, since in our climate the temperature
often.varied fortydegrees during the night.
For the same reason he advocated the use
of comparatively small tanks

—
say about

2,000 gallons capacity
—

of the old-
style 10,000-gallon tank, as it was impossi-
ble to control the temperature absolutely
inone of such large size.:In his experi-

They seem to carry with
them the acetic acid, or vinegar spirit, and
whenever they were allowed to approach
wine in process of fermentation the deteri-
oration was sure tobe rapid.' !The keeping
qualities' ofred wine were greatly improved
by a daily agitation during fermentation,
the color being also much (lightened by the
same means. The speaker held that fer-
mentation at a high or irregular tempera-
ture was a fruitful cause 01 many of the
diseases of wines. Me had never found a
Bounder wine, however, than that made by
Mr.Uonzales, of San Jos:?, which was pro-
duced under most reprehensible circum-
stances, having been fermented in an open
basement, merely covered by latticework.
Professor Hilgard instanced this as an ex-
ception, showing what sometimes happened
in a favorable season inspite of the neglect
of allproper precautions. He strongly in-
veighed against any such methods being
followedas a business. He emphatically
indorsed his colleague's views as to the
necessity of more substantial fermenting
buildings being builtand used.

NOT YET PERFECT.

The speaker said that another prominent
source of disappointment in wine-making,"
regarding the quality of the product was
the neglect of sufficient care in picking the
grapes. It was too commonly the custom
to throw everything into the~press, withno
regard to the qualityof the fruit. The Pro-
fessor held that the wine made from Zin-
fandel grapes was not yet perfect, since
everyone who drank it for any length of
time came finally to desire a change, which
circumstance he held was a bad sign.
Therefore one prominent object of this in-
vestigation in wine-making had been the
desire to discover some system of blending
the Zinfandel with other varieties, in order
to further perfect the flavor of the wine.
To those persons who were holding:back
from vineyard planting, through a lack of
sufficiently positive knowledge as to which
varieties were best calculated to resist the
phylloxera, he offered the advice that they
plant resistant vines, and, after a year or
two. graft 'them with whatever kinds may
by that time have been discovered to be
least liable, to injury from the. disease.

Be-

fore closing Professor Hilgard, in reply to
questions, stated that he did not approve
offalse bottoms to hold the pomace vp

—
the

liquid running through— during the fer-
mentation, as they interfere with the hand-
lingof the

"
must." He advocated a grated

top, which would press the pomace to the
bottom, allowing the

"
must" to come up.

Care should be taken that the quantity of
juice above the grate, and consequently ex-
posed to the air, should not be too small, as
it is liable to become flat.

Win.VARIETIES.

Mr.."Wheeler, Secretary of the Viticult-
ural Commission, ,was" introduced, and
read to the Convention the report of the
Experimental Committee/This report
was a formal and particular statement of
experiments made and their results, with
the methods pursued. .Among the many
experiments noted- were two,. which were
rather contradictory in their \u25a0 results— one
seeming to prove that the accepted idea of
the presence of pomace and stems assisting
fermentation was erroneous, while the
second resulted exactly to the contrary.
This, however, was of course but an "acci-
dent ofscience." •
: F. Pohndorff, read a paper upon the var-
ious brands of wine manufactured here and
in Europe. He considered that the man
who was engaged in the endeavor to pro-
duce a light wine, containing the '.cheering
qualities also of the heavier red wines was
a national benefactor.:. He > had a ;high
opinion of what he styled "'our noble Zin-
fandel," but believed that we possess other
varieties of jgrapes capable of being made
into wines equally:as good. :That made
from the Chasselas and Riesling varieties
could, he thought, be greatly improved and
rendered nearly perfect :to their jkind by
blending the fruit withsome Frenah varie-
ties. The product of the same vine |varies
greatly in quality according to the nature
of the soil, in which itgrows. In .Spain,
the wine produced fromgrapes grown in
calciferous soil brings twice what the same
brand can be sold for when the vine from
which the grapes have been picked is grow-
ing in sandy soil. ;: Mr.Pohndorff was of
the opinion that we \possess jhere in Cali-
fornia a number of varieties of grapes from

BEST KIND OF GRAPES, ETC.

Mr.Wetmore addressed the meeting upon
the choice in'varieties of grapes ,to be
planted. People were running .wild over
popular varieties. The immense acreage
already 'planted in jZmfandel was an in-
stances—not !that ,the speaker objected {to
Zinfandel." Grape-raising was carried on
under.difficulties

in \u25a0Europe, there being

bad and good years, the former, as a gen-
eral thing, predominating. The European
product ripened irregularly,- some |grapes
tjeing fully matured while others upon the
same bunch", were ? yet :green, f The same
difficulties were met with, in a less degree,
inCalifornia. lyFrom1 the ;difficulty or-; se-
curing uniform results year by year arose
much of the ;unsatisfactory results of viti-
cultural experiments. The ;speaker \u25a0 then
took up the subject lof fermentation. He
agreed with remarks already made Iduring
the !session,* that • a!substantial • and \well-
builtcellar was the properplace for fermen-
tation to be carried on in,butiwas assured
that this could not be done by the majority

ofCalifornia wine-makers. The question
of cost interfered; hence we must do the
best we can. Ifthe fermenting "must"
cannot be kept sufficiently warm by exter-
nal means, treat it as men treat themselves
when cold and without an overcoat

—
i.c.,

use an internal application ;not of beef-
steak, or other similar substance, but yeast-
germ, which, starting up the fermentation
quickly, would produce the necessary de-
gree of temperature. He gave instances
where experiments with the yeast applica-
tion had produced much better results than
by applying external heat.

GENERAL STATEMENTS.

Inclosing, Mr. Wetniore stated his be-
lief that the finest qualities of wine were
made by small producers. The owner of
the large public winery, being compelled to
buy and use grapes regardless, ina degree
at least, of their condition, cannot, in the
nature of things, look for the same results
attainable by the private manufacturer.
He therefore advised the teaching of the
producers generally to make their own
wine.

Mr.Tortal, ofSanta Clara, thought that
imperfect fermentation arose in some in-
stances from want of care in picking.
Grapes taken from the vine cold, put in
boxes, and afterward crushed before be-
coming warm, would not ferment easily,
and ifhelped on by artilicialmeans the re-
sult was not likely to be satisfactory. This,
at least, was his own experience. He de-
clared his belief that in wine-making
almost everything depended upon perfect
fermentation.
