Frightful Death of a Miner.

Grass Vam.ey. December Bth.—Anacci-
dent occurred in the Kirnire mine at this
place Saturday night, in which Janus K.
Tierney lost his life. The particulars of
the accident are about as follows,as near as
can be learned : Tienuv, alter preparing
a hole for a blast, had gone to the mouth of
the No. 11 drift, where the riant powder
caps and other supplies are left, to get some
powder. The last seen of him he was
standing with a giant powder cartridge in
his hand. Itis supposed that while lilting
the cap to the fuse some gravel was en-
countered inthe cap, which caused the ex-
plosion. Fortunately there were no others
near Tierney at the time, but some men
who were a little distance from him were
knocked senseless by the concussion. As
soon as the smoke had cleared away suffi-
ciently to allow an entrance to be made,
men entered and found Tierney lying on
the bottom of the drift.

One arm was almost severed
from the body, his skull was crushed in by
pieces of rock, and his clothing, from the
waist up, was completely torn off. An-
other ugly wound m the abdomen gave
exit for a portion of bis bowels. When
found he was alive, but only livedtillla-
was taken to tlio surface. How he was
not literally blown to pieces is a mystery,
as all the timbers around him wore blown
to splinters. Tierney lived here with his
parents, he being Hie eldest of a large fam-
ily of children. He was raised here, and
was 25 years of age. He was a steady man,
well liked by all. His funeral, which took
place to-day, was largely attended. The
Empire mine had suspended worksince the
accident tillafter the funeral.

copy of a letter written by Jesus Christ.
The broad sheet is so curious that 1 hava
taken the trouble to have it copied. Itis
illustrated and begins thus:

"Copy of a letter written by Our
Blessed Savior Jesus Christ, ami found
eighteen miles from . leonium, sixty-three 1

years after Our Blessed Savior's crucifix-
ion. Transmitted from the holy city by a
converted Jew. Faithfully translated from
the original copy now inpossession of Lady
Cuba's family in Mesopotamia. The letter
was written by Jesus Christ and found
under a great stone, round and large, at
the foot of the cross. Upon the stone wa»
graven,

'
Blessed is he that shall turn me

over.' Allpeople that saw itprayed God
earnestly and desired that He would make
the writing known unto them and that
they might not attempt in vain to turn the
stone over. In the mean time there came
out a littlechild about C year; of age, and
turned it over without assistance, to the
admiration of every person who was stand-
ingby. It was carried to the city of leo-
nium and there published by \u25a0 person bo-
longing to Lady Cuba's family. On the
letter were written the Commandments of
Jesus Christ, signed by the Angel Gabriel,
seventy years after the birthof our
Savior."

your labor every Saturday in (he after-
noon by 6 o'clock, at which hour tho pre-
parations for the Sabbath begin. Iadvise
you to fast five Fridays in every year, be-
ginning with Good Friday, and continuing,
the four Fridays immediately following,
inmemory of the five wounds which Ire-
ceived for all mankind. You shall dili-
gently and peaceably labor inyour respect-
ive callings, wherein it has pleased God to
call you. Youshall love one another with
brotherly love, and cause them that are
baptized to come to church and receive the
blessed and Holy Sacrament of the Lord's
Supper, and be made members of the

f church in so doing. Iwillgive you a long
life and many blessings, and your land
shall flourish and your cattle bring forth
in abundance, and Iwill give unto you,
yea both unto man and woman,
blessings and comforts in the greatest
temptations; and he that doeth con-
trary shall be unprofitable Iwill also
send hardness of heart, upon them,
till1 see them, but especially upon the
impenitent and unbelievers. ': liethat hath
given to the poor shall not be unprofitable.
Remember to keep holy the Sabbath day,
for the seventh day Ihave taken to rest
myself, and he that hath a copy of this,
my letter, written with my own hand and
