I con-
fess that I was profoundly amazed to find the
matter at once taken up and the libel repro-
duced with all possible exaggeration in every
Democratie paper in hnlmn.x Except from
Lhruc nemibers of the Demoeratic party of that
State, I never heard thet a word of dissent
(vl'dh.;}vhr-v\ al was spoken, while a great many
of the Demoeratic speakers repeated the libeél
from every stump in Indiana \th vituperative
rancor, with gibe and ribald jest. It wasthus
made, so far as any matter of the kind can be
made, an_issue in an exciting political cam-
paign, and the Democrats of That State were
thoroughly poisoned m their minds in regard
to a question to be decided at law. Under such
conditions, it l\ simply impossible that I ean
have a fair trizl, ort I can expect any res it
than that whic h unif ormly attends a political
libel suit growing out of an exciting ¢ ampaign
in this country. Tf 1 were unfair enough to de-
sire a jury composed of my own partisans I
could not have it. A properly constituted
jury in Indiana \\nuld be composed
of members of both political parties in about
equal proportions.
