NEw Yorx, December 17th.—The trial
of the pugilists, Sullivan and Greenfield,
attracted such an enormous crowd to the
Court of Oyer and Terminer this morning
that a platoon of police had to be sent for
to clear the hall and stairways of the
County Court-house. Inside the Court-
room brokers, clubmen and city officers
mingled with bar-tenders, local sparring
celebrities and well-known sporting men.
The ground taken by the lawyers for the
defense proved a genuine surprise to every-
body. Superintendent of Police Walling,
called for the State, admitted in cross-ex-
amination by the prisoners’ counsel that he
had gone to a saloon with friends after the
fight, and given his opinion as to the merits
of the sloggers pretty freely.
