Construction ofFoot-walks.

Foot-walks about house and garden, more
especially inrural villages than on farms,
are often so poor as to cause inconvenience,
severe colds, serious diseases and at times
deaths, through feet and clothing wetted
by walking through grass

—
one of the ex-

ceedingly dangerous things. Board walks
should 1)0 raised from the ground on four-
inch foundations, be at least three feet
wide to keep the skirts dry, for women suf-
fer more from wet clothing in this way
than men do: should be laid with close
joints to prevent grass growin" between
them, and the gra.se and weeds should l>e
kept closely cut on each side. Where
gravel or coal ashes can be procured, spread
tiiree inches thick and rolled firmly, they
make excellent paths. The surface should
l>e rounded to give fall to the water and
proper drains should be made on the sides.
The disadvantage of these walks is that
they will become covered with grass and
weeds if neglected. But a good coating of
cheap salt scattered over them will kill
everything but the coarse crab-grass which
appears in July, and ooilinjj hot brine is
needed for tillsbad weed.

Cement paths are made of various ma-
terials: gravel, t

• •:»1 ashes and broken stone
arc best. The usual way of making good
foot-wslks is as follows: The material is
gathered in a convenient place, and is
hc;iied in a box having a sheet-iron bot-
tom Mid mounted on a lew stones. As the
stuffjfmade hot it is thrown in a heap on

a mixingboard, and melted asphalt or gas
!;tr is boured over it, and the whole well
shovelled over until thoroughly incorpo-
rated, no more tar being used than will
merely coat the material and bo absorbed
by it. The path is properly graded and
dug three or four inches; dry coarse gravel
i< first laid down and the prepared material
i.s spread two inches thick and wellram-
med down. It is smoothed as well as pos-
sible, and then dusted over withdry sand
or tine ashes, and rolled until a hard
smooth surface is made. This soon becomes
like rock, and no weeds or moss willgrow
upon it.

Another way is to make a concrete of
'

water-lime withgravel or allies, or both.
These materials arc put in a heap and
wetted. One barrel of water-lime is
mixed with three barrels of sharp, clean
s.ind. dry. Icing shovelled over back and
forth several limes to get a thorough
mixture. A portion is then mixed with
water into a thin, soft mortar and five
parts of the wet gravel or ashes are well
mixed with it,so that every fragment is
coated with the combining mortar. This
is important for obvious reasons. This
concrete i- spread on the graded walk and
beaten down a rammer until the moisture
gathers on the surface. Some of the dry
sand orcement is then scattered over the
surface to absorb the moisture and the sur-
face i< smoothed over with a plank rubber
having a sloping handle to work it back
and forth with. Ina fewdays this is hard
and becomes harder with time. By mak-
ing divisions of thin strips of wood or
tarred paper the cement may be laid down
in blocks, square or diamond-shaped, and
for extra good walk.- the blocks may be
colored by mixin_r the finish coat with
brown or gray or other colors alternately.—[Exchange.

HOW CONKLING WAS DEFEATED.
Loren Sessions Says He Beat Him and

Tells How Itwas Done.
A Maysville (New York) dispatch says:

Ex-Senator Loren Sessions sat in the
County Clerk's office daring a recess of the
Board of Supervisors of Chsutauqua coun-
ty the other day, and a reporter asked him
what he thought of the talk of Mr.Conk-
lingreturning to the Senate.

'"He won't get there this time," said the
Ctautanqna chief, confidently, "but it was
a matter of only about two minutes be-
tween him and his oldseat at "Washington
when he tried to he returned in 1881. [fa

ancient history now and Idon't mind tell-
ing you how it was. The telegraphic ru-
mor that Conkling and Pratt had resigned
reached Albany on Monday, and. of course,
his partisans and opponents were greatly
excited as to the outcome, iwent up to
the capital to find, if possible, the truth of
the rumor. The Executive Chamber and
State Department were at that time inthe
old capitol. while the Legislature bad
moved into the new building. Imet Ed
Johnson, then Clerk of the Assembly, in
the corridor by the Governor's room, and
asked him ifany official message had been
received, lielaughed at the idea and said
no such message had arrived. He went
into the Governor's room and Iturned
into the room of the Superintendent wf
Public Instruction, and remained there
about an hour talking with Mr. ( rilmour,
who, though a 3trong Stalwart, was an in-
timate friend. Coming out 1 met John-
son just leaving the Governor's room.
"'I guess 1 lied to you a little while

ago,' he said ;;the resignations of < 'onkling
and Platt have arrived, and a message an-

"Itwas evident that ifanything was to
be done it must be done quickly, or Mr.
Conkling, who had the most adherents in
the Legislature, would be returned to light
the administration ofGarfield. It was be-
lieved that Gonkling's and I'hitt's constit-
uencies did not echo this sentiment, and if
time could be gained this fact could be
made known in such unmistakable terms
that many members of the Assembly who
would by persona] choice vote for the re-
turn of the recreant Senators would not
dare do so. The law made it obligatory to
proceed with the election of Senators oil
the second Tuesday after notice of a va-
cancy. This was Monday afternoon. Ifa
message was received at the session that
evening "it must be acted on a week from
the next day. Ifnot received it "ould re-
quire two weeks. 1 thought it over, and
determined that the only way to keep
Roecoe Conkling from an immediate re-
turn was to keep the Governor's message
from being received that evening.
