Itdeclares that the treaty will
be ratified, and says: "Men of all parties
are beginning to see that the timehas come
for the United States to act on this question
of an Isthmus canal. Twenty years ago
the people of the United States were ready-
tomarch 1,000,0)0 men through Mexico, if
need lie, to convince the European nations,

and especially the French Emperor, that
we wouldnot permit the establishment of
any European influence, or any non-repub-
lican

'
Government, contiguous to our

borders. It is incredible that to-day
we shall sit quietly down and
see French people taking possession
ofthe Isthmus of Panama, with the French
Government standing close behind ready
to hoist the.French flag whenever a suffi-
cient amount of French money and a sutli-
cicnt number of French people have been
landed. There is not a particle of justifica-
tion for the statement that Frelinghuysen
ever asked fora corruption fund. Itwas
not he who originated the scheme toappro-
priate $250,000. It probably originated in
the Senate, and if this charge is pressed
upon the Secretary, he may perhaps findit
necessary to respond in a very direct and
convincing way. Equally untrue are all
the statements that any of the $4,000,000
provided for in this treaty as a loan' to
Nicaragua is to go to former American mis-
sionaries. Not a dollar of it can lie so ex-
pended. It must be wholly devoted to
public works. .Every opening for private
speculation has been guarded against in
framing the treaty. The width of the strip
of territory conceded (two and a halfmiles)
is necessary to permit a proper military de-
fense of the canal. The land between the
lake and the Pacific (seventeen miles) will
have to be paid for, but the amount required
cannot be large. The provision for the
Pellas contract simply recognizes an exist-
ing legal obligation formerly held by an
American citizen. The more" the treaty is
inquired about the less open to criticism it
willappear.''

The Earthquake Horror.

A number, of
injured were lying on straw, and many of
them delirious. The Governor has been
on a tour of inspection through the ruined
districts, and has distributed relief to the
sufferers.
