It i- understood that medical scientists
will:: ',; the Legislature to aid the State
Board oi il 'Ith in making chemical
analj as with ;i riew to cx|x>si!::: and pre-
venting adulterations ill food and <irii^rs,
and also to aid it in making crkicalex-

unination of the mineral waters of the
State. This is well and in a right direc-
tion. So, too. it is expected that the
Bureau of State Mineralogy will desire
means to enable it to make chemical
analyses of mineral deposits, to aid discov-
ery and investment, and thus add to ma-

terial industries and wealth. This is also
well, and in a right direction. Again,
chemical analyst- it is expected willhe

necessary fox the Viticultnral Board in
aid of the vitieultural interest generally.
For enrh of these, and i'»r others, a lalx-r-
--atory will be needed, fitted in a manner to

render the work thorough. No laboratory
for the purpose can In' established short of
an expenditure of from $5,000 to $8,000
for each. Then, too, special chemists
must be employed, and this will augment
the <' -:. N'iff, instead of having three or
four separate laboratories and three or lour

salaried - iicm'^ts, it appears to us that the
work can be accomplished at the State
University. At that point all theseneeded
-.;iintificresearches fan be besi iondui ted.
There the State already has a sufficient
laboratory, whir!; would need but slight
reinforcement for tin- purposes named. At

the University i^ a gpmpetent salaried
chemist whowillonlyneed tobe styled the
State Analyst Tin;- there will !•._• no
new offices created, no new salaries estab-
lished, ii"money laid out lor laboratories,
and no dissipation "i' energy "!\u25a0 division of
!.:' r. As a pure matter of economy, the
proposition must commend itself. I'.ut
above this consideration is i\\U other, that
the State University i- the proper place
for the conduct of these ixaminations. It

DOMESTIC NEWS.

United Sttites Senate.
Washhtgtox. January 12th.—The Chair I

laidbefore the Senate a resolution hereto-
fore offered by Hawley, calling on the
President fora copy of the historic state-
uent concerning the public policy of the
Executive Department of the Confederate
States, filed at the "War Department by
3enera] Sherman.

Harris said that if Hawley thought any
action ofthe Senate was proper with regard
to the paper or papers referred to,he would
not object to the call, but if no such action
wns to be taken, Harris could see no object
in the call for the papers. They were in
the possession of the War Department, and
would appear in the rebellion record. Har-
ris bad examined the papers at the AVar
Department. They consisted of a somewhat
voluminous argument by General Sherman
of bis side of the personal issue made
through the newspapers between himself
and Jefferson I'avis.

Hawleysaid he presumed that the papers
would find their way into publicity, and he
had desired a complete and not a partial
edition published.

Harris had not the slightest objection to
the broadesi publication of the papers, hut
saw no reason why they should be sent to

the Senate, to he merely printed as an
executive document and then slumber
there.

Hawley said the papers related to the
last yearofthe war. and would not prob-
ably be published in the rebellion record
for a couple of years to conn 1.

Harris doubted the propriety of calling
for the papers.

Vest regretted the inboduction of the
resolution, not that he would oppose the
largest publication of the history of the
Confederate States, but because the Senate
wouldbe making itself, indirectly at least,
.iparty to acontroversy linii has been going
on in the publicpress. Hisfcclingstoward
General Sherman were ofthe kindest char-
acter, and lie believed that he was his"per-
sonal friend.

The debate onHawley's resolution grew
warm before it ended, Conger, Ingalls and
Sherman characterizing Davis as a con-
spirator and traitor, while Lamar and
Ueorge said he \v;is no more so than a num-
ber ofSeuati rs on the floor.

The matter went overtill to-morrow.
A.mongthe petitions presented was one

by Hoar from -Mrs. Belva A. Lockw 1.
praying Congress to see that the votes cast
for her in the late Presidential election be
counted.

Van Wyck, from the Committee on Pub-
lic Lan I>.' reported favorably, with amend-
ments, the House billto prevent the unlaw-
ful occupancy of public lands. The princi-
pal amondment proposed is to authorize
the President to use civilain't military force
to remove and destroy ilk-gal fences.

The ( 'hair laid formally before the Senate
unfinished legislative business, being the
interstate commerce bill,but this yielded
to a motion for the consideration of execu-
tive business.

The naval bill,just passed by the House,
\u25a0\

- first, however, laid before the Senate
ami referred to the Committee on Appro-
priations.

A j"i;;t resolution, providing for the
meeting of both houses in joint convention
February 11th to coant the electoral vote,
u-a- also laid before the Senate and re-
ferred to the Committee on Privileges and
Elections.
