CALIFORNIA BE CREDIT-

ABLY REPRESENTED?

Remarks of Colonel A. A. Andrews,
State Commissioner, in the Assem-
bly Chamber Last Evening.

In obedience
to the request, Colonel Andrews appeared
last evening in the
Assembly Chamber. The meéting was
called to order by W. H. Parks, who intro-
duced the speaker of the evening.

Colonel Andrews said he felt highly com-
plimented for the courteous invitation he

had received from the Assembly to address
them upon a proper showing of the prod-
ucts, wealth and importance of this great
State at the }_'n‘;xl exhibition at \u\'()r-
leans. He said he had been a resident of
the State for upwards of Il.vrl.-tnc vears,
but he wo uni frankly admit that he knew
but little of the diversity, importance and
vastness of her resources, until since his
appointn u nt as State Comaissioner. He
received lis appointment, signed by the
authorities at Washington. It looked well,
was neatly written, and bore the large seal.
This, however, was all he had. He did
not have a cent of money with which to
commence operations. His first step was
to call upon the railroad -people and see
what arrangements could be made

FOR THE TRANSPORTATION OF EXHHIBITS.

After a few days they informed him they
would deliver all freight at New Orleans,
charging full freight rates, but would, at
the close of the exposition, bring them
back free of charge. This, the Colonel
told them. would be no concession, Most
