EUREKA BAL MASQUE.

AXMAL MASQUERADE OF THE

EUREKA SOCIAL CLUB.

Armory Hall Filled to Overflow-
ing—Some of the Features-

Names of Maskers, Etc.

The Kureka Social Club of this city gave

their twelfth annual ball at ArmoryHall
last evening. The attendance was quite
large, and variously estimated at from 1,100
to 1,400. The hall never looked so well;in
fact the decorator, Boyne, seems to have
surpassed all of his previous efforts. The
north end of the hall was completely cov-
ered with a grotto scene, in which was a
profusion of shell-work that glittered in

the strong gaslight. At both ends of the
scene were representations of Turkish
temples, that were finished up inthe high-

est style of scenic art. The judges" stand
was located in the center of the south end
of the hall, and represented a hand-
some boudoir. Lone streamers, looued
up to the ceiling, radiated from
the center of the hall in every
direction. Flags and the coat-of-arms of
allnations were hung inprofusion on the
walls, while the gallery was handsomely
draped with lace curtains. The seating
room I'orspectators consisted of six rows of
raised scats, extended the entire distance
around tlie hall, covered with white mus-
lin. The spectators began to arrive at an
early hour, and all the seats were taken be-
fore the Lour for the grand march. The
music was furnished by the Hussar band—
eighteen pieces, During the time the
maskers wen? assembling the band took a
position in the center of the hall and dis-
coursed the following in excellent style,
each piece being loudly applauded :Grand
march.

county of Sacramento do ordain as follows :

Article 1.
Section I. A Road Poll Tax ofTwofollars

is hereby levied on every mala person over the
age of twenty-one and under the ape of filty-
tive years found inevery Road District in the
county of Sacramento during the year 1885.

It shall be the duty of the Road
Overseer ofeach Road District Inthe county of
Sacramento, provided ifthere be noqnalifled
Road overseer, it shall be tin- duty of the Road
Commissioner of said Road District to collect
the road poll tux ofhis district between the
first day of February, ISBS, and the first day of
January, l.vsti.

Section 3. Each Road Overseer inthe county
of Sacramento shall pay all moneys collected
by him into his road district fund, less his per-
centage allowed byhr.v, and the same shall bo
expended on the roads iu the district inwhich
it was collected.
