Sacramento, Oakland or Los
Angeles don't support their criminals at
their own expense; they send them to San
Quentin or Folsom, and the State at large
supports them.” The House of Correction
cost $130,000 to build in 1875, and it has
cost rrom $40,000 to $50,000 a year to main-
tain it since that time. In all, the estab-
lishment has cost San Francisco $500,000.
