The lire is supposed to have been started
by the electric wires used inlighting the
hall.

The first

discovery that a fire was in progress was
that a few large sparks were seen to fall
upon the floor of the House from the roof
above, which in a moment increased to
quite a shower. The new Representatives
in the hall, and the officers and pages
rushed for the doors, and for a moment
they seemed to expect an explosion, and
see'a repetition of Saturday's scone in the
British House of Parliament. There was
no water, and no way of getting at the fire
except up the step- of a narrow iron stair-
case, upon which two men cannot pass
eaeli other. After some delay, however,
buckets of water were passed up, and what
came dangerously near proving a serious
conflagration was averted. In the
room to which the fire was confined
were stored the records of the first session
ofCongress, with all the original reports of
committees, of the proceedings of the
House and reports of the various heads of
departments, including some valuable re-
ports dated 17!HJ. The close proximity of
the fire to these volumes rendered it most
miraculous that they were not burned.
They could never have been replaced, and
their loss would have been a great mis-
fortune. Members of Congress expressed
surprise and uneasiness that there should
be such alack of means of extinguishing a
tire breaking out in this way. The fire is
suppose Itohave been started by electricity,
a.s a number of wires used in lighting the
hall pass the point where the fire began.

.Cunningham, who was arrested at the
Tower, would have a hearing to-day at the
Thames Police Court. The report"caused
the Court and streets in the vicinityto be
crowded with excited citizens. Extra police
wire placed on duty to keep order. The
feeling against Cunningham was bitter. If
the crowdonce got their hands on himhe
would be lynched. Shortly alter noon i:
was learned that detectives had arrested an-
other man in connection with the explo-
sions, and he and Cunningham wouldbe
arraigned together at the Bow-street Police
Court. I!., people in the vicinity ot the
Thames Court then tell in the direction oi
the Bow-street Court.
PRECAUTIONS AGAINST FCRTHKB EXPLOSIONS.

The- letter received by the police yester-
day is now believed to be a very important
document In addition to other valuable
information itstates that St. Paul's Cathe-
dral and the "Hire of the Pally Tdegraph
are among the buildings which the dyna-
miters threaten to blowup. Westminster
Halland the Tower were closed to-day t<>
every one except Government officials en-
gaged in inspecting the structures. >i:;:iy
persons carrying parcels on the streets to-
day have been stopped by the police and
the parcels examined. Approaches to all
public buildings are being rigidly guarded.
Nobody is ailowed toenter. without submit-
ting to the closest scrutiny. The Tower
and the Parliament Houses are surrounded
with sentries. Colonel Majcmlie is mi-
nutely examining the scenes of the explo-
sions. Immense crowds of people are at-
tracted to the vicinity of the Tower and
Westminster. The two policemen. Cox
and Cole, injured by the explosion at West-
minster Hall, are making favorable \r:.>-
gress. and hope is entertained of their re-
covery.

CUNNINGHAM IN THE TOLICE COCKT.
. London, January 26th.— Cunningham
was conveyed to the l!ow-street Police
Court to-day by a strong guard of police.
He was charged on suspicion with com-
plicity in the explosion at theTowerof
London. The prisoner is 25 years of age.
ofmedium hight, dark hair and eyes, sharp
features, sinister expression. He smilingly
surveyed the Court'and crowd which con-
gregated within toget aglimpse of the al-
leged dynamiter. Inspector Abberline de-
Posed thai he examined the prisoner at the
Tower; that he the prisoner was con-
fused, and gave contradictory answers to
questions ropounded. The prisoner, the
Inspector said, first gave a address ss
to his placi if abode. Then he stated that
he livedin Scarboro street, Whitecl :
bad worked in the docks at Liverpool until
tho beginning of the year, when be came
toLiKidon,*to try and betti himself. He
formerly resided in America, and had made
vovajres on the steamship Adriatic, of the
White Star Line. Tho Inspector further
deposed that the sonei was V nown at
his lodgin in Whitechapel as Dalton.

Abox and bag belonging to the prisoner
had beoii seized by the police, but the con-
tents have not yet been made mown. In
quiry by telegraph reveals the fact that
Cunningham is unknown at hi- alleged
lodgings inLiverpool. They remember no
such . an as the one described as Cunning-
ham. The prisoner's hands are horny, in-
dicating that he i- used to hard work.
In speaking be has a strong Irish-Ameri-
can accent. He admitted that the consta
ble was correct in his deposition, but
refused to say anything further. He was
remanded until ruesday. February 3d.
