The Academy
without its collections in its ownbuilding
would be placed at a great disadvantage
and its usefulness seriously impaired. The
effort to found a museum in Sacra-
mento will not have bo early a success
as that of .San Francisco, nevertheless
the tentific association recently formed
here for the cultivatio i tastes ofthe
people for study and research, and the

il collectio i i ;-. has started
out upon the right path, and has every-
thing to encourage it. Museums may be
end iv ed and speedily built up, or they
may mow, and, by gradual accumulation
and persistent effort, be made important

in popular education. In either
case there is required great labor, careful
judgment and much self-sacrifice. The

As amended the lullrends as follows:
Be it enacted, etc.. that until .Inly 1,

1885, United States trade dollars, if notde-
faced, mutilated or stamped, shall he re-
ceived at the office of the Treasurer or any
Assistant Treasurer of the United States for
a like amount, dollar for dollar, of the
standard silver dollars of the United States.

Section 2. That the trade dollars received
by the Treasurer or any Assistant Treas-
urer of the United States shall no; be paid
out. or in any other manner i-.-ued, hut. at
the expense of theUnited States, shall be
transmitted to the coinage mints and re-
coined into standard silver dollars.

Section •:. That trade dollars received at
the coinage niiuta shall be regarded and
treated a- silver bullion, and at their bull-
ion value >h:iil be deducted from the
amount ofbullionrequired ;\u25a0> be purchased
and coined by the Act oi February 28,
IST.s. and shall be recoined into standard
silver dollars according to the provisions of
>:ii'lAct :provided the amount to be so de-
ducted, ;i> provided in this section, shall
not exceed $500,000 ::iany one month.

Section 1. That all laws and parts of laws
authorizing the coinage and issuance of
Onited States trade dollars are hereby re-
pealed.

Section D. That the President is hereby
authorized to renew negotiations with the
States of the

"
Latin Union," and with

other foreign Powers, for the purposeof
making treaties with them in order to
secure such co-operation as may enable the
nations agreeing thereto to open their re-
spei tive mints to the free coinage of s'lver,
with fulllegal tender power, at an agreed
ratio to gold.

Section G. Thai in case no such treaties as
aforesaid shall be made and ratifiedprior
to August 1. 1886, then and thereafter so
much of the Act of February 28, 1878, as
authorizes and directs the Secretary of the
Treasury to purchase from time to time
silver bullion at the market price thereof
at not if.-- i!i.in §2,ooo,ooo worth per month,
nor more than £1,000,000 per month, and
cause the same to be coined in standard
dollars monthly as fast as so purchased.

Xo attention was paid the
challenge, and the two parties marched
away t tgethcr until they had passed a few
hundreds yards into Lower California.
Instructions are asked as to
dealing with the Government of
Lower Calilornia, and the party who
crossed the line at Indian Wells;but Mc-
Donald is very indignant at the conduct of
the Iiovernor, and protests strongly against
turning the prisoners over to him."
