The various types ofproducts which
may be aimed at, with reasonable hopes of at-
taining excellence ineach in the particular lo-
cality under consideration.

Third—The variety or varieties of vines neces-
sary to produce each of such types.

Fourth—The association of iliilerent varieties
suitable to blend together either during or after
fermentation, ifintended for wine.

Fifth— time of ripening when several are
intended for blending in fermentation.

Sixth

The varieties best suited toimprove the
products of vines already planted.

Seventh
—

varieties most needed in each
trict to in'prove the products of other vine-

yards already planted alter they are purchased
by the wine makers, jrdealers, in order to sap-
ply Local deficiencies.

Eighth—The apparent deficiencies as to type
or quality of the pioducts of the State offeredin
the general market, and the tendencies towards

Those who have vineyards already planted
should study v c produel of the State, both in
experimental lotsandcommonst ks, and deter-
mine, as soon as possible, to what extent the
valneoftheir vintages may fee improved by
grafting in cen proportions of varietii uot
now cultivated by them.

The problems :irupract'cally the same for the
vinegrower, wl iexteets to sell his grapes to
wine makers, as for those whomake wine them-
selves, because the value ol the vintages will
.soon depend uikiii the results obtained from
them by the purchaser. Wine makers willsoon
be tible todiscriminate in favor of those, vine-
yards from which the>roost valuable wines are
made.
