Tlie Secretary read reports from the so-
ciety's reprea ntatives at the New Orleans
Exposition, W. G. Kleeand W. H.Jessup.
Mr. K':ec reported that his collection of
California trees and plants arrived in good
condition, not one in two hundred being
injured, lie reported it as the general
opinion ot visitors that the exhibit does
credit to the Slate.

W. H. Jessup's communication was long
and contained comments on nearly every-
thing connected with the Exposition. The
fruitfrom this State was attracting much
attention and was keeping remarkably
well,samples three months from picking
werestill bright and sound and beautiful.

The Committee on Overland Freight
Rates on Fruit reported by submitting the
memorial which had been sent to the rail-
way managers. This report was outlined
inyourcolumns two weeks ago. The com-
mittee still lias the subject init- charge and
reported progress.

A. D. Pryalreported that an apple which
he had presented as a new variety at a pre-
vious meeting he bad since discovered to
l>e a Swaar. The appearance was much
changed by the .-took on winch it had been
grafted, but careful study disclosed the
identity of the variety.

The Committee on the Pulped Plums,
imported from England and shown at the
last meeting, reported that the fruit was in
good condition, also thai fruitoi the same
kind can he produced in any amount by
our canning establishments,

Mr.Blackwoodremarked that itappeared
to the committee that as our own establish-
ments could produce such fruit there was
no especial advantage in patronizing the
secrei process claimed by the English.

Professor Hilgard toldof a new German
process which produced pulped fruit dried.
The fruit w.i-cooked, forced through sieves
and the skin-; and pits remove.!, and the
resulting pulp then dried on liat surfaces,
producing a dried fruit in sheets.

Profess ir Hilgard exhibited samples of
dates produce! in Lower California. The
trees were grown from seeds from the dates
of commerce, and as si idlings the' fruits
differed greatly, one box \u25a0 te fine
ami another inferior. Professor Hilgard
