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- Most interesting \\1 11 be their n(‘.crmg of cut-
tings from imported rare varicgies which haye
been prepagated by gra g in 1883, upon nM
vines. As they require to use most of these stocks
in future for theirown plantings, the opportunity
to obtain them now should not be negiected by
those who expect to need them, or who
wish to test their values, Those who have old
vines requiring improvement by grafting may
make useful e rperiments and so determine rap-
idly whicn varieties are best suited to their

wants. The State University has done this year
a valuable work in making experimental fer-
mentations from the fruit (-1 these grafts, which
will aid in determining their true values. They
were, however, not selected at random, but
comprise the best known in different parts of
France, Spain, Pmug.xl and Madeira. W nen
suitably located in Calitornia we may expeet
them to prove as satisfactory to our vihe-grow-
ers as they are in Europe.

Other Stocks.

I have in my own narseries a limited supply
of very choice vines, and kave engaged otgem
elsewhere. Also, the clover leafed Japanese
dwarf orange (suitable for hedges—very thorny
and hardy), seedling black walnuts (California
and Eastern), seedling pecans, Carolina poplars
and diamond willows (said to make wood dur-
able for fence posts). Vine-growers needing
other trees for orchards or avenues can procure
them also lmeﬁh me, as I have made arrange-
ments to fill such orders at reliable nurseries.
