THE CROSS BILL AGAIN.

A protesi comes to us fromold hydraulic
miners, who are now engaged in drift, ra-
vine and other mining, against the passage
of the Cross bill. Iireally appears to l;c
;i billin the interest of v few large hy-
draulic mining corporations. It appears
tlmt the plan-; for such a scheme wire pat
afoot ~ix months ago, and that n desperate
cfli>rt willlie made to pass the bill. No

such measure, fraught with so much of
grave interest, should be hastily consid-
ered. Ijionit there hinges, possibly, the
integrity of the rivers and the occupancy
of tin1 bottom lands. It would appear to
be destructive of the interests of the small
miners of the creek, ravine and drift, and
to a large extent, tin1 quartz mines. In
all the muling counties is a large number
of creek, drift and ravine mines. Their
aggregate industry is a most important
total. It is rapidly augmenting, and
promises to open up new sources of wealth
to the State. These interests are to be
mortgaged to the hydraulic miners, bound
and delivered over to them. The Cross
bill invests those- having appropriated
water for mining purposes with power to
form strong corporations, to select, con-
demn and occupy as dumps and debris
reservoirs any ravines, water drains, creeks
or gulches. Now nearly every ditch com-
pany is interested in or owns hydraulic-
mining ground. In most of the ravines
and along creeks where hydraulic
miners may desire to store debris, are

small miners. The bill gives the water
and hydraulic corporations power to seize
and condemn their claims. Their
value cannot be accurately ascertained,
and damages to be awarded willonly be
such as will cover laud value, notwith-
standing that the prospective or mining
value may be very great. In very many
debris-charged ravines. and creeks, miners
are also seeking to work out the millionsof
-old in the detritus. They are also seek-
ing io L,ro down upon these places to the
original placer deposits, great numbers of
which, it i.- believed, have not been
touched, and many of them have onlybeeti
skimmed, because hydraulic mining flow
ha- heretofore appropriated them and
filled them up. On ravin;* Bides are tnanv
miners working by comparatively harm-
less processes. Under tin- < Yo-, 1 ii!.tin -<\u25a0

men may be driven out ami their ground
filled in to their ruin. Practically all the
water ;<> !\u25a0\u25a0\u25a0 used for hydraulic or other
mining has l>een appropriated, and hence
the companies owning will possess the
power, under tin- new hill, to shut off'all
the c!;i" of miner- referred to. wherever
acreek, river tributary, ravine, gulch or
canyon i- desired lor a debris repository.
It is developing that the mining communi-
ties arc by no means a unit in favor oi the
Crossbill. Thegreat hydraulicand water
companies favor it.but outside of these the
miner- are opposing it for the reasons, in
part, which we have enumerated. Practi-
cally, then, the billputs it in ill,, power
oi a few,to check or destroy the industry
of the many, and put a stop to mineral
development to a very great extent.

A FLAT DENIAL.

To those San Francisco journals that
have spared no words to denounce the
drainage claims a- fraudulent, and the bill
for their payment a fraud, we^muneml the
protest of claimants elsewhere printed in
this paper. These men speak out very
flatly. They ask equity and justice. They

deny, and with justifiable indignation, that
they are robbers, have put up any job, or
have defrauded the State of a dollar. They
point out that not more than $10,000 of
the claims have ever been sold; but we
fail to see how that fact affects the ques-
tion. If .a claim is an hone-: debt, ii
makes no sort of difference who holds it.
These claimants very squarely resent the
abuse that has been heaped upon them. In
good faith, under an Act of the Legislature
of their^tate, one they hail reason to be-
lieve to be a lawful Act, they worked for
the State or furnished itwith materials.
We print a list of claimiheld hv the orig-
inal owners, aggregating nearly {5223,000.
This is the first list we have seen, though
as all the records of the Drainage
CommL-siun are open lor examina-
tion, they might have long since
been ascertained. We have not
thought, however, that the persona] hold-
ing of the claims cut any figure in the
case, nor do we think so now. The only
things to be considered are: Was the work
done? Is the Mini asked according to
the contracts made? Were these contracts
free from fraud? Did the Legislature au-
thorize the work to liedone? [fso, there
is no plea in equity to be set up in resist
ance of these j/jst demands. Tin State
should set an example of honest dealing,
keep it*contract! withits citizens, ami not
force them to lone the money and labnr
they put into the structures ordered by the
State, Jt has surprmid us not a little that
I'm-;, so rudely and jjj>jiLstly denouncing
the c!ami;-:i;.- have t*jt followed up the
attack by mailing ntdb of the press a.-
urge the equity of the daima tod advise
their payment, It would be in.order, ac-
cording to the methods adopted by these
opponents, to charge that the journalistic
friends of the bill have been hon^bt and

The Anti-Foreign Contract Labor Hill.

Washington, February LBth.—Following
is the text of the House anti-foreign con-
tract labor bill,as amended and passe 1 to-
day by the Senate :

Be it enacted, etc., that from and niter the
passage of thin Act, it shall be unlawful for any
person, company, partnership or corporation, to
in any way assist or encourage the Importation
or migration "'

any alien or aliens, any for-
eigner or foreigners, into the United States, its
Teiritories or the District of Columbia, under
contract or agreement, parole or special, express
or implied, made previous to the importation or
migration of such alien or alien.", ipreigner or
foreigners, to perform labor or service "! any
kind in the United States, its Territories or the
District of Columbia.

Section J. That all contracts or agreements,
express or implied, parole orspecial, which may
hereafter be made by and between any person",
company, partnership or corporation, and any
foreigner or foreigners, alien or aliens, to per-
form labor or service, or having reference to the
performance oflabor or service, by any pcr-on
inthe United States, its Territories or the Dis-
trictof Columbia, previous to the migration or
importation of the person or persons whose
labor or service Iscontracted for,into the United
Stales, shall be utterly void, \u25a0 id \u25a0\u25a0: no effect.

Section:!. '1hat lorevery violation of any of
the provisions ofSection 1 of this Act. the per-
son, partnership, com puny orcorporation violat-
ing ttie same, oy knowingly assisting, encour-
aging or soliciting the migration or importation
oi any alien or aliens, any foreigner or foreign-
era, into the United states, its tributaries or the
District ofColumbia^ to perform labor or service
of any kind under contract or agreement, ex-
press or implied, parole or special, with such
aliens, or aliens, foreigner or foreigners, previous
to becoming residents or citizens of the United
States, shall fortelt and pay for every Mich of-
fense £1,000, » hich may be ny '1 for and recov-
ered by the United Suites, or by any person who
shall first bring his action therefor, including
any such alien or foreigner whomay be a part]
toany such contract or agreement, as debts oi

!like amount are now recovered in the Circuit
Courts of the United States, the proceeds to bo
paid into the Treasury of the United states, and
separate suits may be brought foreach alien or
foreigner beluga part} to such contract or agree-
ment aforesaid, and it shall lie the duty or the
District Attorney ofthe proper district to prose-
cute every such suit at the expense ol the I.:•'\u25a0 l]
states.

Views of a Veteran Journalist.

The Ida Darragh
has just arrived from the Arkansas river
with L'lll bales of cotton and 4,000 sacks
of seed, which was lost. Insured in local
companies, The steamer was a littleover
two wars old. and was valued at $20,000 ;
insured for 812,000. The City of Helena
was owned by the Anchor Line Company
of St. Louis, and was valued at $00,000;
uninsured. Her cargo consisted of 7"»>
barrels of oil,valued at $15,000; fully in-
sured in Thomas Wellford's agency of
Memphis.
