Hoard ofEducation.

The regular monthly meeting of the
City Board oi Education was held last
evening, all the members present except
Mr. Stevens.

The pay-roll of the teachers and janitors
for the month of February, amounting to
(7,025, was ordered paid ;also, bills as fol-
lows.

The Board then -proceeded to elect a City

The sum of $7,500 from the city school
tax was set apart by resolution, for main-
tenance ofthe High School for the ensuing
year.

Applications from Miss Clara E. Vander-
cook and Miss Manuela G. Salcido for posi-
tions as teachers, and ofMiss Josie Jacobs
forposition as janitress were received and
placed on file. The application of Mrs.
Edward Yorke for recommendation to the
State Board ofEducation for a life diploma
was received and referred to the City Su-
perintendent.

Upon motion, the action of the Hoard
taken at the last meeting, by which th •

prindpalship of the school at TWenty-
fourth and N streets was taken from Mrs.
Munsford, and her salary reduced $15
permonth, through grading of the school,
was reconsidered, and she was reinstated ;
with same powers and salary as before.

Mr.Chadderdon thereupon moved that
the position of Supervising Principal be
done away with, ami that the fifth grade
teacher in each building of the primary
schools be made principal of such school,
with salary fixed at $85 per month. This
motion, he said, was made as a matter of
consistency, and to place all the primary
schools upon an equal basis.

Coroner Clark,
being unable to go np to Folsom Prison
yesterday to hold an inquest in the case of
the prisoaei who was killed in trying to
escape Saturday, deputized Justice Sturgis.
of l*"1!ils-< mi, to act, and the jury returned
the.foliowingverdict :

"
We, the jury, im-

paneled before Justice Sturgis, of Granite
Township, Sacramento county, Cal., to in-
quire into the death and causes thereof of
a man at the .State Prison at Folsom, find
that the deceased was named Joseph Wil-
ham. a native of Pennsylvania, aged _'.'
years, a prisoner serving a term of three
years under sentence from the Superior
Court of San Francisco from the 3d day of
February. 1885; that he came to his death
from the effect of two gunshot wounds, in-
flicted by guards at the prison, but by
whichparticular guards we arc unable to
determine. We find-he was endeavoring
t.i make his escape, and was shot while
running past the guard line; that lie was
repeatedly called on by the guards to halt,
and that shots were tired in front ofhim to
intimidate him, and that.it then became
necessary to shoot at'him to cause him to
stop. We find that the guards who fired
were perfectly' justifiable, and acting in
accordance with the raw and the rules of
tlie prison.".. . .. r.il"! .n

Victim.—Some time ago items

were published in the city papers relative
to the allegation that George 11. Holton, of
this city, after having seduced a young
girlnamed Barbara Zwickel, who had been
employed by his mother, and kept her for
some time, here and in San Francisco,
finally deserted her, leaving her virtually
penniless inSan Francisco, and at a time
when she was soon to become a mother.
He left the State, and probably has not re-
turned. The girl claimed that she was
married to liim privately, and had faith
that he would return to her after a while;
but his friends declared that there never
was a marriage. Yesterday itwas reported
in Sacramento that the unfortunate girl
died last Sunday in a hospital at the Bar
after childbirth, the childsurviving. Prior
to her death she told her father, who had
been called to her bedside, thru until re-
cently she believed she had been legally
married, ami "that a married woman of
Sacramento could testify to it;also, thai for
a whileshe had a certificate to that effect,
but Holton took it from her. Latterly.
however, she had arrived at the conclusion
that the supposed marriage was a fraud.

OUR BONDED INDEBTEDNESS.
A Letter from Judge H.O. Beatty Which

Should be Carefully Considered.

Eds. Record-Union: The litigation in
regard to city bonds and the revenue that
must be applied to their liquidation is now
drawing towards a conclusion, and itwould
be well to look at the situation and see
what is best to be done. There are out-

standing in the bands of the bondholders :

If the Funded Debt Commission is legis-.

lated out ofoffice, then this willbe about
our condition: "With 55 per cent, of
the property tax, 55 per cent, of
the gross income of the Water Works,
and the 55 per cent, of fines, license*, etc.,
now paid into the sinking and interest
funds, we willbe able to pay about $100,-
--000 per annum on this debt, thus taking
about twenty-three years topay it.provided
we have no compound interest to pay. If
the Court holds that only 55 per cent, of
the net proceeds of the water-works go into
the sinking fund, it willtakeabout twenty-
eight years to pay off the debt. But iftbe
Fund Commissioners are allowed to go on
and use the interest fund, now at their dis-
posal, they will be able within ten years
to buy up all the delinquent coupons, ami
about $320,000 of bonds. This willleave the
debt in1895 only about $750,000 in bonds,
with no overdue coupons. Without the
assistance of the Commission, the outstand-
ing bonds and overdue coupons in1895 will
be about $12,000, making a clear saving to
the city in ten years of about $150,000 by
the Commission. The cost of running this
Commission for the ten years would not be
cue cent out of the pockets of the taxpay-
ers. The whole would come out of the ac-
cumulated interest fund, which would be
entirely lost by abolishing the Commission.
Itseems to me Sacramento is hardly rich
enough to throw away $450,000 without any
compensation in return.

Rut from the start there has been a per-
sistent opposition to tbe Sinking Fund
Commissioners; apparently for no other
reason than that they were paying off the
city debt too fast. Had the billcreating
the Commission been passed in the Senate
as it came from the lower house, to-day
Sacramento would have been out of debt.
The rate of taxation for the last thirteen
years need not have been higher than ithas
been. What was paid to the Fund Com-
missioners might have been made up by
economy in other directions, and the in-
creased value of ourproperty which would
have resulted from a rapid liquidation of
the city debt. The Fund Commissioners
with th"c trifling amount of $214,000, have
redeemed over one-third the debt. Before
the end of this year they will have about
two-fifths of the whole debt, unless they
are hindred ami obstructed by the action of
the Trustees of the city. ."";;'

In1*72, at several public meetings of the
citizens. Ipropose*.!, if a certain law was
passed giving to the Fund Commission
about $650,000 in eleven annual install-
ments, we would reduce the city indebted-
ness to $200,000 or $300,000 with the money.
A law was passed, under which we got i

hardly one-third the amount stipulated
for. We have got in more than a third of
the whole debt. In ten years more, with-
out further taxes, we will",if let alone', have
from three-fourths to four-fifths of the debt
in our hands, for the city, without further
taxation for this fund.
Ithink Imore than fulfilled my prom-

ise for the Fund Commissioners under the
Act of 72. I now make this further
promise: That if the citizens atthe com-
ing election willelect an intelligent Third
Trustee, who willuse his best exertions to
settle all remaining litigation with bond-
holders without further delay, pay over
to the Fund Commissioners the money in
the city treasury belonging to them for
the city—they will reduce the .••.mount of
the funded indebtedness now outstanding
at least one-half within ten years, and not
colli ta single cent of taxes, but make the
whole reduction out of their interest fund.
Or, if the people would prefer to pay a
small tax, say ten to fifteen cents on "the
$100 annually, into the Commissioners'
fund, we willreduce the outstanding debt
one-half in six to eight years. Of course
all those figure's and proposals are given on
the theory that the city does not have to
pay interest on the overdue coupons, nor
on the bonds after all coupons arc removeel.
if we must pay interest on these amounts,
it will take much longer to pay the debt,
but the Sinking Fund Commissioners will
be much more needed than ifwe did not
have to pay compound interest.

The Weather.— Sergeant Barwick re-
ports that the brisk to high winds that held
high carnival with the dust yesterday
traveled over and through this city at the
rate of fromsixteen to thirty-one mites per
hour, according to the Signal Service self-
registering anemometer, or wind instru-
ment. Thirty-one miles an hour produces
a pressure of four pounds and eighty hun-
dredths on one square foot of surface ex-
posed to the progress of the wind. The
moisture inthe air also decreased rapidly,
falling to only forty per cent, of complete
saturation, while yesterday morning itwas
sr; per cent. During the last twenty-four
hours there has been a sprinkle of rain at
San Diego, while at 8 p. m. last night it was
raining at Fort Canby, with a southerly
wind traveling eleven miles per hour, while
the swell ol* the ocean was light from the
west. Theiweather was generally clear
along the Pacific slope, with a barometer
inclined to fall;wind calm or southerly in
Oregon, whileit was northerly in Califor-
nia, blowing nowhere ,more* than eight
mill'sper hour, except at Cape Mendocino,
Red Bluff and Sacramento, Itwas blowing j
twenty-three miles per hour nt the former
place, thirteen miles at the latter place, and
twelve miles per hour at Red Bluff..
