May God save our young men from suf-
fering, as Ihave done", by the accursed vice
of gambling.

BOARD OF TRUSTEES.
Condition of the Treasury— for an

Election March lOtb.

The Board of City Trustees met in regu-

lar session at 10 a. m. yesterday, ail the
members present.

The followingcommunication, signed by

a number of bankers and prominent busi-
ness men of this city, was read and placed
on file:

"
'Whereas, the undersigned are

informed that the Amador Canal and Min-

ing Company has proposed to furnish this

city with pure, clear water from the Mo-
quelumnes river and Blue Lakes, with
sufficient head to insure a pressure of six'
pounds to the square inch at all times; and
whereas, we think itis desirable to obtain
a full supply of clear water for this city,
werespectfully recommend such a contract
be entered into that would not materially
increase ourpresent cost of water supply ;
and we think sixty pounds pressure inour
water mains should be the basis of supply
as the standard, so as to protect the people
against excessive charges for water used by
reason of the extra pressure when a less
pressure is desirable for domestic purposes.
We also think the year 1884 should be the
basis, as to quantity, for all purposes for
which water was used, and the present pop-
ulation should be the basis forall the pres-

\u25a0 cut uses of water. Any net revenue col-
lected for the sale of water for power to be
equally divided between the city and said
company."

Grove" L. Johnson, on behalf of R. S.
Carey ASons, introduced a new ordinance
giving them the right to lay street railroad
track through different streets, and operate
the same, Itcovers the same streets now
being operated by the same company.
They arc now operating under four differ-
entcharters, and the proposed ordinance is
to simplify the same, and get them all into
one.

Between half-past 5 and 6
