The laxity of divorce legislation is one
cause of tiie breaking up of families, but
the increase goes on where the law is un-
changed. Comparatively few divorces arc
granted to foreigners in New England,
whilein Western States allare foreigners.
In the rural districts the rate is as high as
in the cities. Bigamists inNew England
are said to be as numerous as divorces.
Woman's rights and the destruction of the
old idea that a family had a head are doing
much to uproot and sever old marriage re-
lations. Said Dr. Prime, "Itis impossible
for a family to be run by a committee of
two."

The local Legislature passed a billen-
titledan Act to prevent the immigration _\u25a0!
Chinese, which is to come into fori imme-
diately upon the close of the present session
and impose upon any Chinamen, except
those who can prove themselves to have
been bona fide residents of the provinces,
who hereafter shall come toBritish Colum-
bia, a penalty of$50, and in default of pay-
ment six months' imprisonment at Ban-
labor. Any person, also, who shall assist
in any way any Chinese coming info the
province, will,under the Act, have to for-
feit the sum of $200, or, in default. six
months' imprisonment. The early date,
probably a fortnight, at which the Act be-'
comes a law, willenable its enforcement
during the interval which must elapse be-
fore the possible disallowance by the Do-
minion Government arrives.
