The Mound-Builders.
At the annual meeting of the Boston

Society of Natural History, a highly in-
tere_ti-.g statement was made by Professor
F. W. Putnam, Curator of the Peabody
Museum of Harvard University, concern-
ing iris recent explorations of certain
mounds in the Ohio valley. The subject
was illustrated by drawings bung upon the
wall,and by photographs. These explor-
ations, inwhich he was assisted by Dr. C.
L.Metz, of .Miitlis'tivillc, (_>., were made
last year, and were restricted to one par-
ticular mound, fieldor tract upon the bor-
ders of the LittleMiamiriver,inMadison-
ville,about twenty miles from Cincinnati.
Itis to be regarded its one of the felicities
of the event for (lie work and its
results .constitute an event in the full
significance of the word that, being
situated so near to one of the great
cities of the land, it has happened that no
person, impelled by mere idle curiosity
have hitherto dug into these mounds in a
random way,and thus practically destroyed
them inrespect to their special value to
the arclm-ologist. The excavations now
made were conducted on tin- most approved
methods of science. Nothing worthy of
notice lias escaped observation and record,
and every relic has been carefully pre-
served for scientific purposes. Inthe brief
discussion which followed the Professor's
statement, one of the members of the So-
ciety declared the results thus reached to
be the most important discovery yet made
in American archaeology. Several of
these mounds were - what are called
"altar mounds," and in these the valu-
able and instructive relics were found.
These, in number and variety, were suf-
ficient in themselves, ifnone others had'
ever been found, to give a very distinct—

might almost be said comprehensive-
idea of the civilization of the social state
of the ancient mound builders. Among
other things found werearticles of personal
adornment, such as ear-rings of piari and
bracelets of metal. The precise advance
of the art of working metal is thus dis-
closed. The metals had been wrought
by hammering the ore. Molten work
was beyond the skill, or rather the
knowledge of the artificer. The metals
were iron, copper, silver and gold. This
is the first time gold has been found in
the mounds. The gold, and in some in-
stances the silver, was used lor plating
an inferior metal, being hammered thin
and clinched at the edges. Most signi-
ficant of all, perhaps, was a little statu-
ette, which not only presented the
human form in a shapely —it might also
be said artistic contour, hut showed also,
the earrings ami the drapery of the waist
which were fashionable in the American
prehistoric times. Some of these relics
mi__t originallyhave come fromthe Florida
coast, from Lake Superior and from the
Rocky Mountains, indicating thus either
extensive migration or intercommunica-
tion. The indications arc that the crema-
tion of the dead was practiced by these na-
tives, and that an altar mound issignifi-
cant of some groat sacrificial ceremony,
and that these trinkets and relies, some of
which pertained to the useful arts, repre-
sented an offering on the part of these peo-
ple, equivalent, in comparison with our
scale of values, to hundreds of thousands
of dollars.

A case has recently been decided
in New York, just-lying llo* right of a
tenant to vacate a house and refuse to pay
rent on the ground of unsanitary condi-
tion.*. The ease was: "Ina suit for rent
claimed to be due from a tenant of a suite
ot

- rooms in an apartment house, it ap-
-1 eared that the tenant's wife and servants

were taken sick by inhaling a malaria] or
poisonous. gas in the apartments occupied
ny tliem; that ti.l.unhealthy condition of
the apartments was owing to a defective
condition of the general plumbing work of
the house* of which the landlord was noti-
fiedby orders from the Board of Health,
requiring him to have changes made in
the plumbing work, and which unhealthy
condition could have been removed ifhe
had complied with these orders; that the
defendant waited for two weeks, and find-
ing that nothing was done on the pari of
the landlord, left under the apprehension
that lie was imperiling the health of him-
self and familyby remaining.'' The case
was Appealed to a higher Court and con-
firmed. It is to he hoped the practice will
become general. —[California Architect
and Builder.

'J lie general practice is to cut the roots back
near the bass before planting, and to prune the
tons to one short spur with twobuds.

Inplanting seed-ing resistant vines It .*> best
to trim offall the lateral roots for a space of
about three inches below the crown, SO as to de-
velop a good main root to graft into, and to
avoid waste of root development, which must
be cut away ingrafting.

Stocks of the Natoma Vineyard.
During the last two seasons the Natrona Water

and Mining Company has planted with great
Care about two thousand acres of the choicest
vines in the State. It was their intention to
plant one thousand acres more during the com-
ing season, and for this purpose a largo nursery
»established. Owing to a postponement of
further planting these nursery stocks are offered
through me for sale. This opportunity for ob-
tainingdesirable rooted vines, from a nursery
made invirginsoil, fiee from vine pests, all the
cuttings having also been carefully disinfected
before planting, is a fortunate one formany new
planters, especially lor those in the interior of
the Stale who may d.sire vines acclimated to
their peculiar conditions.

This company offers also a stock of cuttings of
similar varieties, all of which willbe put up
carefu'.lv by experienced men.

Most interesting willbe their offering ot cut-
tings from imported rare varieties which have
bein propagated by grafting in ISS-, upon old
vines. As they require to use most of these stocks
infuture fortheir ownplantings, the opportunity
toobtain them now should not be neglected by
those who expect to need them, or who
wish to test their values. Those who have old
vines requiring improvement by grafting may
make useful experiments and ec determine rap-
idly whlcn varieties are best suited to their
wants. The State University has done this year
a valuable work in making experimental fer-
mentations from the fruitof these grafts, which
willaid indetermining their true values. They
were, however, not selected at random, but
comprise the best known in different parts of
France, Spain, Portugal and Madeira. When
suitably located in California we may expect
them to prove as satisfactory to our vine-grow-
ers as they are inEurope.
