McCarthy vs. Leake.—The case of Ed-
ward E. Leake, of the Dixon Tribune,
charged withlibelingJ. W. McCarthy, Clerk
of the Supreme Court, was taken up Satur-
day inJudge Lawler's Court, San Francis-
co. A motion was made by the Prosecut-
ing Attorney to dismiss the -case on the
ground \u25a0 'want of jurisdiction. He con-
tended that under Section 9 of ArticleI.of
the Constitution, the prosecution shout'
have been made in the county where the
journal was published or in the county
where th lomplainant resided at the time of
the alleged publication of the libel.

Sjiecial counsel for the prosecution
maintained in opposition that the trial
could take place in any county where the
paper was circulated. The matter was con-
tinue . by Judge Lawler tillto-morrow.

Letme make but a brief reply. You ask
for results of woman's suffrage inthis Ter-
ritory. Woman's suffrage has been the occa-
sion and cause of a general spread of .-. nti-

itthroiiithoutthe Territory in(avorofht -r
suffrage. It has provoked universal dis-
cussion, in which, ofcourse, good sense and
fairness have had on their side the best
arguments. We are pretty unanimously,
not onlypersuaded, but convinced, that to
woman ofnatural right and justice belongs
the ballot, and that the interest, not of her-
self alone, but also of man, and particularly
ofchildren, demands that she have it. Iter
exercise of ithas awakened increased pub-
licattention to the extent and modes, in
which political action practically affects the
peace and good order ofsociety, and espe-
cially lias brought the home forward toward
its proper prominence as a social factor or
estate vitally and tnosl sensitively affected
by municipal legislation and administra-
tion. We have already, lam sure, clearer,
sounder and more efficient administration
than ever before in the history of the Ter-
ritory. Experience thus far justifies the
hopes of the suffragists. But the great re-
sults for which the hopeful look are, of
course, not to be harvested or reckoned up
as yet. There should follow an expansion
ot the manhood of man and the woman-
hood of woman, to be en and admired by
and by, the copious bloom and fruitage
whereof willbe for posterity to enjoy.

The Salmon Industry.
Although a small number of salmon are

caught daily by the fishermen, the regular
spring run willnot commence untilabout
the middle of March. This industry seems
to have been overdone in this State, ami
canners are consequently discouraged. Tho
catch last year was almost a failure. The
Contra Costa Gazette says: "There were 1,200
to 1,300 boats engaged in the business last
year between San Francisco and the upper
waters of the Sacramento. This year the
number ofboats willbe diminished by at
least 200. Booth, one of our prominent
canners, will send many of bis boats to
Ala-La. Itis presumed that the runs this
year will be far better thai, last year, but
cannery men will not pay the prices for-
merly paid, as canned salmon never
brought so low a price as at present. This
is the natural result of injudicious canning.
The market has not been overstocked; ex-
actly, but the poor ii.-b sent abroad has
brought the trade intodisrepute. In Alaska
there are several varieties of salmon, onlya
few of which are marketable. But ihe can-
ners, in their greed, have put up and ex-
ported poor varieties, thus bringingcanned
salmon intodisrepute. To make matters
worse, San Francisco canners during the
season put up fish that was partiallyde-
composed and utterly unlit to eat. Rep-
utable canners have suffered inconsequence
along with theirguilty brethren in trade.
The salmon industry is of too much value
to the coast to be thus injured, and canners
who put ii]) none but the best fish should
take necessary steps to protect themselves.
The canneries that formerly supplied boats
and nets to fishermen, and' shoe thread for
making nets, will not do so this year. At
least one-half of the canneries that run last
year willdo nothing during the present
year. Another great drawback to tin
salmon trade along the straits and rivers
oft California is the fact that salmon can I."I
procured in Alaska for from ten to fifteen
cents ear ii. The salmon interests arc of
.-•real value to this State and should be pro-
tected by proper legislation."— •—•

Difficultyof Procuring Trout Eggs.
The State Fish Commissioners have long

complained of their inabilityto Qrocure a
sufficient number of trout eggs from the
United States fishery on the McCloud river
for the purpose of restocking the streams of
this State. The custom has prevailed of
sending nearly all the eggs East, for distri-
bution among the streams and preserves
back then-. Some 400,000 young trout, or
eggs, are annually sent out of the State,
whileour Fish Commission has been un-
able to secure more than a few thousand
for home use.
