There were two pictures at the Capitol—
one in the Senate chamber, the other on
the east front of the building, where the
inaugural address was delivered and the
1•.;!h oi oliice taken.

The Senate, which was in session all
night, took a short recess this morning,
during which time the preparations for
Cleveland's reception were made. Large,
high-back, leather-covered chairs were
placed against the Clerk's desk, facing the
tjeuate, mi 1 luxurious sofas and easy chairs
were arranged in a semi-circle facing the
President's desk. Mefore the first row of
Senatorial desks every a able inch of
rot/in on the floor was occupied by little
camp chairs, and this seating capacity was
then unequal to the demands of persons
entitled to the tloor.

Freight*.
Chicago, March 4th. The Times this

morning says: Chicago merchants are
anxiously awaiting the outcome of the pro-
posed reduction in freight rates to the Pa-
cific coast, which was announced in the
Time* nearly a week ago. Ithas already

been stated that the Central Pacific people
have not concurred on the resolution to re-
duce rates, which was adopted by tin- other
lines in the Transcontinental Association;

The Sunset route oftheCentral Pa-
cific (via New Orleans) has persisently re-
fused to pool its business with the trunk
lines, nor will itbe a party to any kind of
agreement to maintain rates by cutting
the tariff on California freight, which
it can do profitably on account of
its steamer line from New York
to Xew Orleans. Jt has been enabled

• tosecure a large proportion of the through
Itrafficbetween ,New York and San Fran-
cisco. The all-raillines have endured this
icondition of things as long as they will,and
jitcan be accepted as settled that the resolu-
tion toreduce rates from Chicago to San

!Francisco willbe earned into effect within
a few days. Aprominent transcontinental
manager was asked yesterday what effect
the Central Pacific action would have. "I;

is safe to assume," said he, "that i: will
not thwart the proposed reduction inrates
from Chicago to the Pacific.

The Chinese in New York.
Ni:w York,March lib.— li'oiMsays:

Itis now twelve years since the first three-
card monte Chinaman planted his game in

j the quiet little corner of the Sixth Ward,
known as Mott street. From Chatham
Square to Pell street Chinamen were rent-
ingstores, renting floors, and some hired
whole bouses, never stopping to count the
cost. Tin's community has become dis-
tinctly Chinese. One of the most intelli-
gent and enterprising Chinamen owns two
nouses, and is a Deputy Sheriff. About
one-half a block of property on the west-
ern end of the street belonged to the estates

|of the Moravian Brotherhood. The prop-
!erty was partly occupied by Chinese. The
)Moravian Brotherhood had tried to sell the
Iproperty, but found it impossible to realize
Ianything '.ike a fair figure upon it. Upon

investigation it was found that the pres-
ence of the Chinese had depreciated the
property. The Chinese were then cleared
out of the Moravian property occupied by
them, and new leases wore made which
forbade sub-letting to Chinese. This en-
abled the owners to sell the property at a
fairprice. The Chinese have been endeav-
oring to recover possession. Their greatest
enemy has been the Roman Catholic
Church ofthe Transfiguration. The near a]

-
proach of the Ist of May developed a
strong Chinese movement to oust the Cath-
olics from the house occupied as a Young
Men's Association. "While this was going
on it was learned that a Chinese broker had
offered the owner of, tbe house $750 more
rent than the Association paid. This
caused a commotion in the Mott-street col-
ony. The police intimated that an exten-
sive sranibhiig-bouse is projected by rich
Chinamen from San Francisco, who intend
fightingall the small gambling-bouses in
the vicinity. This brought on a meeting
several days ago in Mot( street, and it
was resolved to boycott the new lesseeof
the building now rented by the Catholic
Young Men's Association. Expressions of
sympathy and good feeling toward the
young men are made, iiis the intention
of the Chinamen who are now trying the
exorbitant rents scheme to refuse to pay
them after the expiration of their leases,
an throw the property back into the hands
of their landlords, and compel them to
take lower rents. It is curious to note that
there is not a laundry on the block. From
other sources itwas learned that the house
had been rented, and the Catholic Associ-
ation must go May Ist.
