The
report if W. B. Ferral, Health Officer, for
the month of February, was read, showing
that he had examined into 305 nuisances.
.1. N. Herndou, Superintendent of the City
Cemetery, reported that there were thirty-
four deaths in the city during February,
Dr. Parkinson, City and Dispensary Physi-
cian, reported that he treated 138 cases
during the month as such officer. 11. W.
Decker presented an application for ap-
pointment as inspector of Plumbing under
an Act of the present Legislature. The
Board discussed the matter, and placed the
application' on file without further action.
The question of water supply for the city
was introduced and discussed at length,
audit was the unanimous opinion of the
Board that a pure and clear supply should
be obtained from some source; any im-
provement on the present supply was
deemed desirable, and it was believed by
the Board that the city would be justified
in incurring any reasonable expense for
this purpose.

The Hop Market.
| But little if any business in hops has
been transact* inSacramento for the past
two weeks. Large quantities are stored
here, and nearly all belongs to growers.
Cochran's Hop Circular, issued in San
Francisco, on Friday last said: The mar-
ket for the past week has been very quiet.'
There arc orders here from London to buy,
but the prices named are such that fail to
draw am- attention. A late cable from
there reports that market quiet and prices
firm, especially on Californians. New
York market is wired dull no business
and offerings nominal. Prices remain
steady. How long this state of affairs will
hist is the all-absorbing topic among grow-'
ers :it is a question hard to answer, yet we
have no fear as to the ultimate outcome of
the whole business. Thai the world at
large is short of hops for the season of
1884-85, no one willdare to dispute, and
we have it fromold and wise hop factors
in London that the demand must come,
with higher prices. Meanwhile specula-
tive dealers are still pursuing the policy of
trying to convince growers that they can-
not afford to buy unless at lower prices,
and it lias been so all during the season.
When they could buy and did buy at
twenty cents, they lowered their bids, 'and
si. on they have continued up to the pres-
ent time, lowering their bids as fast as con-
cessions were made ; and to-day, if a man
wants tosell and the dealer finds out he
willsell at a certain price, then that i- too
high, and they cannot afford to pay it.
What is their "object? They want to de-
moralize the growers and cause them to
throw their stocks on the market, with
positive orders tosell at any price. That's
what they want, and they are all the more
exasperated to .-in,; that growers as a rule
refuse to submit to such treatment and are
standing firm. Their firmness will he re-warded, and that at no very distant day.
for it takes hops to make beer, and neither
dealers nor brewers have any amount on
hand worth mentioning. Prices here are
nominal. Receipts for the week. none.
