Showers are promised this
afternoon.' They will insure a copious
yield from stalk", vine and tree, unless a
burning heal should come in the summer.
Even* year the grain acreage in Alameda
county is decreased, and every year the
acreage in fruit is increased. This year the
fruit has increased almost 15 per cent, and
lie grain has decreased correspondingly.

Napa, March 10th.—Thirty-fivethousand

four hundred acres wereplanted to grain in
Napa county last year, and each year the
acreage sown togra'n isgradually becoming
less, owing to the low price of wheat and
the adaptability of the soil to fruit-grow-
ing. Very littlegrain was planted in this
county previous to the December rains, and
the late north wind has dried the ground so
that rain is. greatly needed. Stock men say
thai pasturage -getting short, but that a
good rain now would assure plenty of feed.

Sew orchards and vineyards are being set
out throughout the county, and fruit-grow-
ing will likely lie the chief industry ofj
Nana county a few years hence. The vine-
yard men generally have pruned their
vines.

Sonoma County.

Pctamtma, March 10th.—If any doubts
were entertained as to the crop outcome in

this section, they have now been set at
rest by the glorious .rain which set in be-
tween 10 and 11 a.m. to-day, in heavy,
warm showers.. The growing grain had
not yet suffered here from the continued
dry weather, but, on the other hand, never
looked finer, and the rain comes just in the
nick oftime to keep itin a flourishing con-
dition, and to start the later sown. The
season lias notbeen favorable to early sow-
ing, owing to the first rains coming late,
and being long continued, rendering the
lowlands unlit for plowing for weeks after
the fall. As a consequence, there is ade-
crease in the acreage sown ofprobably one-
fourth, as compared withlast year. Owing
to the favoring rains, barley may yet be
sown, and wheat in some localities. The
falling off in the grain crop willbe com-
pensated for by the increased hay crop.

Solano County.
Vallejo, March 10th.— The long-con-

tinued dry spell is causing much anxiety

among farmers. The grain that is up looks
well, and isnot suffering yet, but there is
much land seeded within the past month
where the grain has not yet started. In
some portions of the county the acreage of
barley and wheat is about the same as last
year. In the majority of sections it is not
so large, and in tlielowerend of the county

the most liberalestimates place the acreage
at less than one-half of what it was last
year. With favorable weather Solano can
be depended upon for at least three-fourths
ofher yield of last year.

Stanislaus County.

Modesto, March 10th.—During the past
ten day.* there has been a remarkably hot
sun for March, and frequent hot north
win. which have sapped the moisture,
from the face of the earth, and caused the
growth of vegetation to cease. This has
caused a. scarcity of green feed. Much of
the wheat sown since the middle of Febru-
ary has not appeared above theground, and
has created a nervousness among the farm-
ers. That which was sown earlier looks
weak, and has not suffered materially from
the continued dry weather of the past two
months. The prospects fora crop are fair,
provided we have rain within the next ten
day.*, sufficient to moisten the surface of
the ground. The area sown to wheat and
barley inthis county is not as great as that
of last year by fully 2-5 per ien',., but (here
is an increase in the acreage of summer
fallowed. At this hour there are strong in-
dications of rain,although the wind is from
the noitliand the barometer low. A ma-
jorityof the farmers arc stillhopeful.

Tehama County.

Red i'.nn-. March 10th. -Considering
the present prospects with oast years at this
season, we have no reason to believe but
that this county willkeep up its usual place
inthe ranks, if not push ahead. Seeding
is about finished, and considerable land is
still being summer-fallowed. The grain
has sprouted well, so far, and the fields are
beautiful to a farmer's eye. A large acreage
of new land has again been broken this
year and seeded. So. ii" the season is pro-
pitious, a very large yield willresult. There
is some littlecomplaint of dryness, but at
the present writing the indications point
to rain. in fact, we had a light sprinkle
this afternoon. A large amount of orchard
land has been set out with an equally large
proportion to vines.-

Tulare County.

V—ALIA, March 10th".—The acreage in
crops in -this county this year is much
larger than that of any previous year, there
being probably 300,000 acres already sown.
The abundant early rain- contributed to
this result and gave promise ofan immense
harvest. The dry weather, which has now
continued for several weeks, is beginning
toshow its unfavorable influence upon the
crops sown on the plain lands, and unless
itshall rain again soon much of it willbe
seriously injured. But timely rains now
would insure an unprecedented yield.

* Yuba, ami Sutter Counties.
Marysville, March loth.— pros-

pects for crops in Yuba and Sutter counties
is fair for this season. The summer-fallow
win at is doing well. Rain would be a ben-
efit to the winter sown. The season was
very unfavorable for planting wheat, and
inconsequence a greater proportion of bar-
ley was sown than usual. There is still
some ground prepared, which willbe sown
inbarley if rain comes soon, which is now
probable. The acreage in wheat will fall
below that of last year by from 30 to 40 per
cent., whilethat of barley willbe consider-
ably in advance of last year. Heavy dews
fall nightly, which is of great benefit to
crops, inasmuch as there has been eleven
days of continuous north wind, and no
rain. The wind changed on Sunday to the
southeast, and the sky is threatening.

Yolo County.

Woodland, March 10th.
—

The condition
and prospects of the cereal crops in Yolo
county are excellent at this time, notwith-
standing the fact that wo have had scarcely
any rain in the last month, bul north
winds most of the time. The winds were
mostly light and cool, and hence did little
lama-"'. The summer-fallowed wheat
never looked better. The early winter-
sown also looks well, but some of that
lately put in requires rain to give it a good
start. The same may be said of barley.
Wheat and barley arc almost the only ce-
reals raised i". Ibis county. The areaof
grain sown is larger than that of last year,
the early rains having put the ground in
good condition, and the fine weather fol-
lowing being generally availed of. We
now have south winds and heavy dews,
with some indications ol rain. Should we
be favored with the usual spring storms
Yolo maybe expected to yield immense
crops. Fruit also promises an abundant
yield.

SUICIDE IS A SAX FRANCISCO
LAW OFFICE.

General Jail Delivery Frustrated—
Deaths ofProminent Citizens—Murder anil Robbery.

Suicide in a Lawyer's Office.
Sax Fkakcisco, March 10th.

AlfredM,

Sayre was found dead to-day in the law
office of Royce itCammins, 507 Montgoiu-
ery street, where he had up to February,
IS'SI, been a law student. Deceased was
lying upon the floorin front of the desk,
with a revolver upon the table, which told
the tale of how death had been caused.
Ion leaving the office of Royce & (.'mil-

iums, the young man obtained a situation
in the land department of the Southern
Pacific Railroad, where he was vet em-
ployed and receiving a good salary." When
he left the law office, in February, 1884,
Sayre retained the pass-key to the door,
and thus it was that lie gained admission
some time during the night. He must
have been sitting in the chair in front of
the desk when he fired the suicidal shot ut
his brains, the bullet crashing the frontal
bone and entering at the right corner over
the eye. Sayre dropped forward then, ac-
counting for the pistol on the table in a
pool ofblood and brains, which had flowed
and oozed out of the wound as the bead
rested on the desk. As the rigor mortis set
in.and perhaps inhis dying struggle, the
body slid off the chair and fell upon the
floorin the position that it was found this
morning. The deceased was a native of
Pennsylvania, aged 27. His mother is in
Paris. One uncle, named (1. M.Meylert,
lives at Janesville, California, and another
is somewhere in the Fast. The revolver
with which he committed suicide was a
new Smith & Wesson's, of 40 caliber, and
with the latest improvements. The de-
ceased had evidently contemplated suicide,
.-having bis

ire clean and putting on clean

clothes, lie was considered
''

kind of light
in the head and flighty," and always com-
plained of being

"
hard-tip'! in money

matters. Aside from these reasons, no one
imagines any cause fs»r the suicide. Sayre
