Svakiy, March 19th.—The whole force
started at 7 o'clock this morning in the di-
rection of Hasheen. Fach man had a day’s
rations and 100 rounds of ammunition.
The “lhil)\ at 10 o’clock were three miles
from the city. Cavalry has been sentto
beat up the enemy, and ftighting is ex-
pected at any moment.

2 TO HASHEEN.

Svaknt, March 10t h—Noon.—General
Graham inspected all the troops this morn-
ing except the \h.n sshire, Berkshire and
Surrey reziments. Five hundred of the
enemy were seen on the hills near Hasheen.

assessments for improving streets are collected;
