ITS QUALITY COMSIDERED BY
THE MEDICAL FRATERNITY.

Is the Water Snpplied to Sacra-
mento Healthful and Sauitable

for Domestic Use ?

The annual mecting of the Sacramento
Society for Medical Improvement was held
last Tuesday evening. At cach meeting of
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Philadelphia eomplains of the pollution of
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Washington] reports that recently,
streteh of a few iles, not far from

were found floating in the stream.

The Sanitary Fagineer of New York suggests
that the State authorities of New Jersey might
just as well permit the discharge of the sewage
of Tremton into the gutters of that town as to
permit the State Lunatic Asylum to discharge
1ts sewage into the Delaware river a short dis-
gance above the in-take of the Trenton Wster
Works. (A somewhat parallel case with our
.State authorities and the Folsom I'rison.)

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Toronto found that her source of supply was
being polluted by sewage, &nd was forced to ex-
tend a pipe a distance of more than 2,000 feet
into Lake Ontario. 47 :

The English Royal Commission, reporting ou
the pollution of the Mersey, as long ago as 1570,
stated that “sewage discharged in running
water is not materially changed for many
hours by oxidation, and there is not a river in
England long enough to dispose of a moderate
amount of sewage through oxidation.” 2

Professor Rudo'ph Vircho, a German sanita-
rian, savs he considers the introduction of feecal
matter into water courses in all cases of doubt-
ful admissibility, and the pouring into rivers of
these and domestic waters generally, endanger
public health. He does not believe that the
movement of water destroyed the living organ-
isms in drainage liquid. 3 :

The English Cominission on pollution of riv-
ers is strongly opposed to any water used for
household purposes containing nitrates, nitrites
or ammonia. =

Professor Forster thinks that incholera epi-
demics any human rejections finding their way
into water used by cities for drinking pur-
poses is liable to spread the disease, and objects
to the use of water {from any river into which
human excrements or animal organisms find

and this should continue until ‘the city would
be able financially to cbtain purer water from
the mountains. Subsequent to that time, in
answer to the published recommendation of
one of the City Trustees to obtain our water
supply from springs in Lake “ Como,” between
G and I streets, I recommended, through the
daily press, that the ecity reserve the surplus
revenue from the sale of water until the
amount (£25,000 or $:0,000 per year) would justify
the city, by Act of the Legislature, to issue
bonds, due in twenty or thirty years, with the
accumulated revenue, sufficient to bring pure
water from the mountains. The bonds should
not exceed an amount, the interest on which
could npot be met by the surplus revenue from
water rents, with a emall sinking fund with
which to liquidate the bonds at maturity. This
would supply the city with clear, wholesome
water in a few yvears, the cost of which would
not be felt by anyone.

Stated in effect: If a dilution of the sewage of
Redding, Chico, Red Bluff, Marysville, and Fol-
som with its erowded prison, be innocuous; if a
solution charged with the results of vegetable
and of animal decompositions—as the sipage
water of foul sioughs and enormous tracts of
tule lands certainly must_be—is a fit water sup-
ply for a large city, then it would be difficult to
tind running water anywhere that could not be
so used with perfect safety. That the water
now dispensed, teeming as it surely is with
germ lite and puatrescent matter, is an open
menace to the sanitary welfare of Sacramento,
is self-evident. In the light of facts set forth
this evening, further argument would be little
better than a waste of words,

our financial welfare as well. And I was grati-
fied a few evenings since, when, at a meeting of
the Board of Health, the essayist of the evening
briefly outlined the position he proposed taking
upon the “ water question.” Hisviews, in my
opinion, are sound, and it has occurred to me
that we should discuss subjects of thischaracter,
subjeets ot a gereral or public nature, more
frequently than we do, and not enly discuss
thewm, but also give the results of our deliber-
ations to the press for publication. FEspecially
should we do this in connection with sanitary
matters, for although doctors are proverbially
an impracticable sct of men and generally in-
competent to deal with business matters as
ediciently as those who are educated in such
affairs in the hard school of daily experience,
vet there are certain departments of business
life so intimately blended with the physician’'s
vocation regardi which his opinions and
counsel are of ore value than those of any
other class of men. We should, therefore. be
ever ready and willing to express our opinions
freely npon such subjects, and we should not
hide them under a bushel, as we do to a great
extent when we publish them in medical jour-
nals. Such a subject is the one under discus
sion this evening. and I have been induced to
offer these preliminary observations because of
the fact that some of our members objected to
the publication of anything which might be
said here this evening inany other tHan through
the usual channels, ;

But let us return to the question—our water
supply. There are three things especially es-
sential for the maintenance of the health of a
commuuity ; are, pure air, pure and
healthy food and pure and unaduiterated water.
Given these three, and we know that the health,
happiness and prosperity of the people must
almost of necessity follow. DBut let our climate
be ever so favorahble and our food ever so whole-
some and abvndant, it is certain that sicknoess
and prematurc death must speedily follow if
our water be insufliceient in guanti y or impure
in guality. Our su as every one knows,
has 1ts source in the ent mountains, and if
it reached us in its ne condition would be
unsurpassed in pu adaptability to our
requirements. But what is the true state of
aftairs? Inall countries and in all ages rivers
and streams of water are and have been the
natural sewers of a countr Legislate as you
may, enact the most stringent laws possible !
the maintenance of our water-conrses in a pure
and healthful condition, fence them in if you
choose and place watchmen upon their banks
at every mile of their course and yet the amount
of filth and nastiness that will gain access to
them will e incalculable.

In our own case, hthat portion of terri-
tory through which our water flows before it
reaches us is but sparsely settled, yet the amount
of filth emptied into it daily from the time it
takes its faint beginnings in the farther regions
of the Sierras until it reaches our doors, will
surprise aay of you if you but endeavor to form
an estimate. Add to this the various tributaries
of the Sa ento, Feather, Yuba and Ameri-
can rivers; consider the number of people liv-
ing upon and adjicent to these streams, the cat-
tle, horses, hogs, sheep, dogs, cats, and the Lord
knows what no e fiith deposited from the
various steamers and crafts sailing upoa the
navigable portion of the Sacramento, and reflect
upon the fact that the waste matter, that which
is cast off as being of no further use. 1s all, or
nearly all, directly or ingirectly, emptied into
these streams and carried to ourdoors, and there
pumped into our hydrants, and then, without
the slightest attempt at purification, nsed for
drinking and all other domestic purposes. But
we are told that it comes to us so largely diluted
that any deleterious properties it may contain
are reduced to the minimum. Nevertheless, it
comes to us, and it is impregnated with the
character of filth referred to, together with an
occasional corpse and the carcasses of thou-
sands of dead and decomposing animals, and
vet we drink and use it daily, aud without re-
flection or protest. And has it ever occurred to
you, Mr. President. that several hundred prison-
ers, many of whom are the offscourings of the
earth, diseased with syphilis and other constitu-
tional and communicable diseases, are daily
casting all of their filth into the American river
about twenty miles above the suction pipes
which supply us with water? And believing as
I do in the germ theory of disease, and knowing
water to be one of the best carriers of many of
the deleterious germs, I am convineed that from
this source » we are in great danger.

A small ehan-
nel should be on the upper side of the diteh at
all points, with stone aqueduets at suitable
places over or under the diteh to prevent the
catchment water entering the diteh at every
rain. This catchment water is from the wash-
ings and drainage of the land, most of which is
pastured by sheep and cattle, including drain-
ace from farms, barnyards and houses. Without
this precantion the water weuld be mere or less
impure, and, though clear, may be unwhelesome.
Some years ago, when the Board of Health, of
which I was a member, had under considera-
tion the water supply of this city. we recom-
mended that the supply pipe of the
water-works be extended to a point aboye the
mouth of the American river—the water of
which is far more turbid than that of the Sac-
ramento—which during much ot every vear is
almost free from clay avd mica in suspension, !

* Pifferent milkmen,” said he, “supply the two
sets of houses, and I am confident if you but
profit judiciously by this information you will
readily ascertain the cause of this epidemic.”
The dairy from which the milk was supplied to
the sick fumilies was soon reached, and was
found to be ® mode! of neatness and cleanli-
ness ; the water which supplied it was clear as

¢ vy palatable, but, by the merest
decided to examine it carefully

as far as its source, in the hills several miles dis-
tant. Throughout its whole length the stream
maintained its clear and linpid appearance, but
near its source a defective privy, whose ligquid
contents coul ry readily gain access to the
streamn, was ob ed upon the hillside. Upon
inquiry as to whether or not the family using
this privy had recently had typhoid fever, a
negative reply was at first received, but, upon
refiection, they recoliected that a few months
previously & young lady from Birmingham had
visited them, and was taken ill of that disease
and died from its eflfects. The problem was
soived, and there was nothing sterious
1y was, of
course changed until the defective privy had
been removed and all its emanations obliter-
ated, and not a wew ease of typhoid fever
occurred during that season. Could a more
dircet relation between canse and effect be more
clearly demonstrated, or does any one doubt
that the germs of the disease in this instance
were conveyed in the manner stated by means
of the water to the dairy, where all the pans
were cleansed with it and the milk diluted with
it before being brought to the city for sale? and
many other similar cases could be eited were it
necessary or did thwe permit. They are of fre-

i quent oceurrence.

In view, therefore, of all these facts it §s not
probable at least that we, who drink of the Sac-
ramento river water and use o other for any
purpose, are in constant danger. I have no
doubt of it, Mr. President, and I am unquali-
fiedly of the opinion that, from a sanitary point
of view, we should abandon our present supply
and obtain that which is pure and clear as soon
as possible.

But there is an economic side to the question,
and we are told that it will cost about §25,000
annually in excess of our present expenditure.
While I doubt the correctness of this statement,
let it be granted that this is & fair estimate of
the additional cost to our eitizens for an equally
abundant surpl_\‘ of jpure and clear, instead of
that which 13 now supplied of fiRthy disease

say our political economists; and if my proposi-
tion be correct regarding the unhealthfulness of
our water, surely no one will consider the addi-
tional expense excessive, provided it will pur-
chase a pure and healthful supply. I venture
the assertion that this amount is annually paid
to doctors alone in execess of what they would
otherwise receive were our water free from dis-
ease-breeding germs. And this is but a moiety of
the unnecessary e nse with which our citizens
are annually taxed because of our impure water,
for if you add to this the druggists’ and nurses’
bills, and the numerous other items incident to
sickness, such as loss of time and waste of labor,
the amount will be found to surpass all expecta-
tion, even if you exclude the greatest expendi-
ture of all, the unnecessary waste of life. And
who that has ever paid a plumber's bill but
knows that a large percentage of it was attribu-
table to the injury done his faucets and pipes by
the sand and grit in the water. Insteng, there-
fore, of finding fault with our plumbers for the
exorbitance of their bills, it occurs to me that
our impure water should first come in for its
proportion of malediction. Again, who that
owns a buggy or vehicle of any kind but has
annually or biennially realized that the item of
{)aiuting and varnishing would be materially

essened were the water used for cleansing them
free from sand and earthy materials.

it was only this morning that a gentleman
who keeps a small stable and a few horses and
vehicles informed me that if the water he used
could be freed from sand. he could dispense
with the services of one man, thus saving him
annually ten times the amount now paid for
water. Another keeping a large stable informed
me that he could likewise dispense with one of
his men, and, besides, would save $1.000 an-
nually in wear and tear. The opinion of several
others is also to the same effect. And if you
consider the esthetic side of the question, or
consider the damage done to our moral
natures by  being eompelled to drink
and use such foul disease-breeding
stuff,who ean form any estimate of the exper.se?
There are those who may ridicule this aspect of
the question, but it is an important factor in the
problem, and one deserving serious considera-
tion.. The truth is, Mr. President, that we have
=0 long been accustomed 1o regard our water as
being pure and healthful, because it comes from
the eternal snows of the mountains within sight
of our doors, that we never take into considera-
tion the impurities it contains, or the danger to
the health of those who use it.

I had intended referring briefly to the benefits
that would of necessity follow the introduction
of a purer and clearer supply, but have already
occupied too much of your time. But aside
from this, I believe that self-preservation de-
mands that a radical change should be made,
and I am glad that the alarm-bell has been
sounded, and trust it will continue to ring in
the ears of our city fathers until they will fully
appreciate itsmeani nd give us an abundant
supply of pure and clear water.
