THE WAR AGAINST THEM AT
LOS ANGELES.

Important Meeting of the Fruit-
growers of Los Angeles County

I'dr Organization.

A very important meeting of the I'm

growers ot Los Angeles county was held at

Los Angeles last Saturday, in pursuance of
a published call. The necessity for a sys-

tematic ami persistent effort against the
insect pests, which are so seriously and in-
creasingly affecting the fruit products of

tli*? State, and which necessity has for
years been urged and insisted upon by the
Record-Cniok, has become appreciated by
loses already Sustained, and the meeting at

Los Angeles is the lirst general movement

on the part of any comity oijlocalityfor a
united and aggressive warfare against the
destructive enemies of the insect world. It
seems strange that any class of intelligent
men should need to be urged to act for self-
preservation ,* to the protection of their
ownproperty and interests; and yet in the
case of fruit-growers with but limited
exceptions —when the damages are ap-
parent on every hand, and the success
of remedial

"
measures are as-

sured, the utmost indifference and
culpable negligence is manifested.
The efforts of a fruit-grower here an
there, to overcome the pest invasion, can
only lie partiallysuccessful so long as his
neighbors permit their orchards and vine-
yards to remain as unmolested breeding
and recruiting grounds for all insect life.
The initial movement, therefore, at Los
Angeles, of an entire community engaging
unitedly in the common cause against the
destructive pests, marks a departure in th
line of awakened common .sense whicli
should be followed throughout the entire
State, and which, ifproperly carried out,
willinsure success, and a return of liv
hundred fold for the trouble and outlay.

WORK "I' Till*CONVENTION.

The Convention on Saturday was largely
attended by the leading fruit-growers from
allparts of" the county. HiramHamilton,
of Orange, was elected Chairman, and J.
I.Peabody Secretary. 'Tin- Chair stated
alio object of the meeting to be to take
measures for protection of the fruit inter-
ests of the county against the ravages ofin-
sect pests, lie called especial attention to
the white cottony cushion scale, which is
doing much damage to citrus trees am
fruits, and asked for expression of views
upon the work inhand.

11. M. LELO-V'.;

Spoke at length, givinghis experience and
result of his observations. The white cot-
tony cushion scale, he said, first appeared
on the oldGarey place in Los Angeles, am
subsequently spread through various por-
tions of the county, lie alluded to tin
action of the San Gabriel Fruitgrowers'
Association, which has been very success-
lul in eradicating the pest, and gave an in-
teresting report of the result of his own
experiments. The white scale attacks
both the orange and vine, but the method
of destruction is different. Tiie wood and
leaves of the orange are affected, but tin
insect does not disturb the fruit, although
occasionally thecalix is destroyed. One or
twobugs on a single tree will in a season
produce mynai's. The pest is spreading
rapidly, and not only are the trees infected
but also the vines, shrubs and even 11n
weeds. The white scale is to be found in
the public parks of the city on the grass
and trees. Itis hardly necessary to discuss
remedies. They are- known to exist, and ilis
only a question of dollars and- cents with
fruftg-rowers. A single spraying is not
sufficient to ridan orchard ofthe nests. It
may lake a year or more. Bandages are
required to keep the insects from crawling
up the tree when they are knocked down,
and many other precaution- are required.
The black scale only breeds once a year,
while the while scale breeds ail the year
round, Iti- possible that th.- black scale
may breed at different periods, hotonlyone
brood is raised in a year, while the white
scale has a numerous progeny. Of reme-
dies, a mixture of potash, tobacco and coal
oilhas proved the most satisfactory. There
are numberless applications recommended,
but many of .he-.-, while they killthe in-
sects, greatly injur.' and even killthe trees.

Mr.Lelong strongly condemned d prepa-
ration advocated by the State Inspect of
Horticulture, stating it was both injurious
to th, trees ami dangerous to tlie user. '

~-\
Mr. Lelong slated that recently he had
had considerable correspondence with par-
ties in South Africa, where orange-growing
has been tried, but proved a failure, owing
to the white scale's \u25a0.'.lining a footing inthe
orchards and ruining the tries. They
made no use of remedies, and the scale not
only destroyed the foliage of the trees, but
infested the plants and vines, even devour-
ing the potatoes under ground. .

A vigorous and united movement upon
'

the part oftiie people Ol Los Angeles he re-
garded necessary at the present time, and
was certain such' aneffort wouldbe suecess-
fill.

GEORGE BICE, j
Who some time since, as be stated, re- j

ceived a,' nimission as bug inspector from
the slate Board, spoke of his experience j
under the oldlaw. He looked up the law.

he said, anil consulted with Judge Bran- .
son, but found that little could be done.
With the assistance of Mr.Lelong the in-
fected trees in the Fisher-Richardson
nursery had been kept out of the market. I
but inone case where he went toan orchard
which was badly infected, the owner re-
fused to doanything, and be sent to the
Stat, Hoard for instructions. The reply
came that he could use no legal process, as
the law then stood, but must depend upon
moral suasion. He had observed great

recklessness among orchardists, and they
even told him they did not care bow much
the pest spread in their orchards, as they
were

fixingup to sell. Mr.Rice said that

he was glad licit Los Angeles has a Hoard
of Supervisors that were not afraid to en-
force the new law. lie spoke on the ne-
cessity of harmonious action, and stated
that a general law is needed to awaken peo-
ple to their duty. What good would itdo
ifOrange quarantined and Santa Ana did
nothing, or ifPassadena took vigorous ac-
tion to eradicate the pest and Los Angeles
was indilfereut?

DR. o. 11. COXGAB
Said he had no faith in the use of the law
in such matt, Technicalities would lie
raised, hi his opinion, all laws for the
purpose of eradicating the scale would
prove a failure. He had more faith in in-
dividualefforts. The result of numerous
experiments on his own place bad been
satisfactory, and he thought by pruning,
scraping and taking all the other precau-
tions, an orchard could be cleaned at a very
moderate expense. lieadvocated sulphate
of lime, through a sprayer, although itlet
marks upon the fruit, liesaid that brash
and bushes inwhich birds nest should be
destroyed, as they are a means of carrying
the scale pest into the orchards. With ii
simple "remedy.these evils could be obvi-ated, but it no one liocs anything no relict
willbe obtained. All should unite in a
general effort ol extinction.

JOEI I'M.
< IfOrange, concurred with the last speaker
in some respects, hut believed that alter all
a .strong law is necessary, and could be en-
forced. What good is it tor one man to
clean up bis place, when his neighbor re-
fuses to do anything? Let us ascertain
the best remedies and methods, and thensee that the law is enforced, so 'as to have
tiie entire section cleansed at the same time.

I was
called upon to come here on short notice,

and have not had an opportunity to read
the call for your meeting, nor heart
statements of any of the gentlemen pres-
ent. However, in regard to the law pass
at the last session of the Legislature, and
which has just been read by your Secre-
tary, 1 will say that if properly adminis-
tered it will be ofgreat service to the enter-
[\u25a0rising fruit-growers of this State. . liis
true that the law as passed is not as perfect
is ii might have been made. It is one o
its shortcomings that it might in some
cases be made what is commonly termed a
'cinch bill." To guard against this the

administration of the law must be placed
in the hands of fearless men

—
who will or-

der the orchardists to clean their trees, am
insist on the work being done by all

—

by no act of theirs to appear as persecutors.
Ibelieve that .with proper care the admin-
strati, of the law can be so arranged that

everything willbe harmonious.
THE LAW WILL' TAKE EFFECT

In the 9th day of May next, the portions
applying to the transportation of nursery
stock within the State and the importation
if fruit, etc., from other States and Ter-

ritories and foreign countries, willthen be
in force. The portion relating to
eradicating the insect pests fromorchards
willnot be in force until April 1,1866,1
in other words, the orchardists have until
hat time to clear their orchards without a

penally being attached. Put I be-
lieve .it to be the best course
for a fruit-grower to pursue, irrespective
of the demands of the laws enacted,
to iradicate insect pests appearing on
lis trees, as soon as he discovers them, as

procrastination is an expensive experiment.

the. industries in which they are engaged
ban any oilier class of men. 1 congratu-

late the horticulturists of Los Angeles

A STEP IN' THE BIGHT DIKECTIOX.

The capitalists meet in the marts, th
merchants and bankers at their respective
exchanges, then why -should the cultiva-
tors ofthe soil deprive themselves of th
benefits that can he derived from such
meetings as this, where every opportunity
is offered for an interchange of opinio!
and where the foundation maybe laid foi
a unity of action for the extermination ol
such species of injurious insects as in-
fest their property. You have been
accustomed to work from daylight
in the morning until dark in th
evening

—
in the summer season some six-

en hours for one day's work;whilethose
imaged in the mechanical industries were

only required to work ten hours. The line
of action you pursued by allowing other
people to do your thinking gave you the
opportunity of performing the labor neces-
sary, while others availed themselves o
securing the profits of your industry. In

leaking to you of these matters 1 wish to
be distinctly understood that 1 do not in
tend any of my remarks as personal, but
merely as a statement of existing facts

—
they appear to me.

FINANCIAL I'KIXCiri.E.-* APPLIED.

Permit no- to give you an illustration ol
my experience with some fruit-growers, in
a financial point of view, in comparison
with the business man. Were Ito go to
any business man inLos Angeles and dli .-.
him where he could invest $5,000 that
would return a gain 0f55,000 insix months,
or at the rate of 200 per cent, perannum; he
would have no hesitation in procuring the
funds to invest in such an enterprise. On
the other hand, if J go to the fruit-grower
(it must be remembered there are excep-
tions I, and show him where or how he can
invest a sum of money on his premises, in
the eradication ofofinsect pests, which will
net returns of at least 200 per cent, per an-
num, he willdecline to take advantage of
the information given him. On what
grounds? Because he could not get the
profits first, topay the principal afterwards.

Youmay reasonably make the inquiry,
can' yon offerany proofs that such invest-
ments willpay a profit on the capital ex-
pended? 1 willanswer by referring you to
the expenditure of four thousand dollars at
Oak Shad- Orchard, near Davisville, Yolo
county, in I--I. for the ruination of
insect pests. 'Ihe results: A large increase
of the income from choice marketable
fruit.-suitable for the Eastern market. Mr.
Treat, the superintendent ofthe orchard;
will indorse the sentiment : "It pays well
to fight the hugs."

PESTS IN Kos ANGELES.
In Los Angeles county there is 11 large

field for work. Last July and August I
visited many of the orange groves in this
county, and found a majority of them se-
verely infested with the black scale, es-
pecially in the vicinity of Los Angeles and
that portion of the county located south of
the city. It is no exaggeration for me to
say that the black smut on the leaves, in
some instances, was nearly one quarter of
an inch in thickness, Such trees should
be cleaned without fail. Within the city
limitssome orchards' or orange groves are
infested by the cottony cushion scale,
which is the most dangerous of the scale
insects. This pest ha- no particular food-
plant. It lives upon all citrus and decidu-
ous trees, plants, shrubs, forest trees and
weeds. Its presence on the banks of the
irrigating ditches threatens the orange
groves of Vernon and other districts south
of the city. lam informed that some of
the worst infested property is owned by
parties who bought the property for build-
ing pin-poses, and an- therefore careless as
to the presence- and spread of this pest.
The law should be enforced, and cause
them to abate the nuisance at the earliest
moment.

The medicine
when fully compounded for such class of
persons, may be 'only water and chalk.
When such prescriptions are handed to a
druggist, 1 understand it is termed a shot-
gun prescription.

Such a prescription as Bulletin Xo. 2. al-
though administered under a persuasive
policy, willnot eradicate the scale bug, es-
pecially the cottony cushion scale.

REMEDIES KNOWN TO HE KFKECTIVE.

Mr.Parker

What solution do you re-
commend ?

Mr. Cooke— For the black scale and
black smut Iwould use as follow: Whale
oilor other soft-soap, 10 pounds; sulphur,
2-i or pounds; water, 17 gallons; coal
oil,Igallon. Applyby spraying. Ifthor-
oughly used it will destroy the black
scale, red scale, soft orange scale, and the
cottony cushion scale. The sulphur is
inly to he used when the black snmt is no

present. When

the sulphur is not used

only apply fifteen gallons of water;

How do you mix the coal

oil with ihe oilieringredients?
Mr.Cooke—ln one gallon of water put

one-half pound ofbrown -. soap, or any
other kind of soap; boiluntil tlie soap is
dissolved. In this pour two !gallons of
coal oil; then place a pump in the mi
tures anil pump itthrough the pump
md hose for say two minutes; this will

form a cream which will mix freely with
water. One gallon and a half of this mix-
ture willbe equal to one gallon of coal oil.
There is no danger of being blown up in
his process.

QUERIES AND REPLIES.

Mr. Rice
—
Iwould like to ask Mr.

Cooke ifthe black on the foliage and fruit
if the orange and -lemon tree is caused by
the black scale?

Mr.Cooke
— Yes, sir; the black scale, win

voting,deposits an exudation on tlie Upper
side of the foliage and fruit, which, coming
in contact with the air, forms a fungi
commonly known as black smut. The
young of the cottony cushion scale arc
also the cause of tha black smut on tret
infested by them.

I),-. Conga!— l would like to know ifa
saturated- solution of lime would nt
answer as an insecticide?

Mr.Cooke Limeofitself is not an in-
secticide, as understood in connection wit
scale insects, but combined with sulphur,
iv boiling, they form the liver of sulphur,
which willprevent some insects from at-
tacking plants, etc.

Mr.Kinney—
How much coal oil can be

safely used in a gallon ofthe remedies usu-
ally employed .'

Mr.Cooke— -One-half pint to each gallon
willnot destroy or injure the foliage, but
willdestroy the scale insects. '-.*-.-'.-

Mr.Parker— What is the best kind of
soap to Use.

Mr.Cooke ln the application for seal
insects itmatters littlewhether the soap is
made from whale oil or other greasy
matter. In these cases the soap is used to
spread the potash (of which the soap is
made) and the coal oil over the foliage, etc

Jut in cases where the solution is to be
used against moths and other nocturnal in-
sects, the whale-oil soap is preferable, as it
is mote fetidand overcomes the odor aris-
ing from the tree or fruit, which attract
such insects. Let me say to you that in a
warfare against insect pests, in some cases
sacrifices have to be made. For instance
ornamental trees may have to he cut down

ower gardens may have to be despoiled
for the present ;some three years ago my
friend McKinlaydug out about one mil"
and a half of willow wind-brake, which
was infesting his orchard with the willow-
scale. But you may rest assured in a large
majority of cases "such sacrifices, when
found absolutely necessary, well repay.

W. If.Aitken, Commissioner for ('id for
nia to the World's Pair at New Orleans
ami also a member of the State Horticult-
ural Society, who was present, in response
to the Chairman's invitation addressed the

pleased to learn from Mr.Cooke that he
had learned its natural history, and had
found remedies: that would at leas; prevent
its spread^

I
devoted considerable time i.i the investiga-
tion of this pest last summer, and con-
cluded that I was only encouraging a sys
tematic imposition on the goodnature of
the people by furnishing information for
nothing for which work the State was pay-
in.' its thousands in salaries to officers.

Mr. belong showed about fifty or sixty
letters he had received from Dr. Chapiii,
and added that ifa man were to try the
remedies recommended in these bulletins
his life wouldbe indanger.

'JA*LETTER TO HORTICULTURISTS.
An Associated Press dispatch was at this

point handed to the President, who turn, d
it over to the Secretary to read to the I''in-
vention. The dispatch was as follows:

San Francisco. Mnrch -.'lst.— S. G. Chapin,
State Inspector of Fruit Pests, has written a let-
ter to the fruit-growers of California," Inwhich
he calls their attention to the fact that at the
i.,-1 -.-.--;.. ofthe Legislature an Act was passed
entitled ''an Act toprevent the spreading of
fruit and fruit-tree pests and diseases, and to
provide for their extirpation." Mr.Chapin in-
vites the fruit-grower *ofthis State to Call meet-
ings in their various fruit localities and make
selections of suitable persons to act as Quaran-
tine Guardians, an provided by the new law. He
adds that on sending the names of these per-
sons to hi*,office at San Jose they willbe duly
considered and appoint made therefrom".

LOCAL OfARDIA.VS NOMINATED.

George Rice moved that, in accordance
withthe State Inspectors suggestions, Local
Guardians be nominated for each district.

Mr.Li-Long raised theinquiry whether the
tlifState Inspector had the appointment of
the Guardians, and Mr. Cooke explained
that the inspector had a right to appoint if
the duty was not performed by the State
Poartl. \u25a0•..". '7.-;'•

Mr. Rice's motion was then carried, and
the followingnominations were made :For
Pomona, Charles Weile; Pasadena. B. 0.
Clark ;Orange, A.J. Wood: Tustin, U.K.
Snow; San Gabriel, John D.Dobbins; Du-
arte, 11. §. Daniels ; Lo's Angeles. Milton
Thomas; Highland Park, George Pice;
Vernon, S. McKinley. The districts not
represented were requested to scud in their
nominations to the Secretary.

IX CONCLUSION.
A vote of thanks was unanimously ten-

dered toMr.Cooke for his address anil the
information furnished.! A vote of thanks
was also adopted to the delegates who had
come from remote parts of the county, for
their attendance, and th,- Convention ad-
journed to meet again in three weeks.

Tim work thus began in Los Angeles
county should at once be taken up in a
similar manner in every fruit-growing
county in the State. Meetings should be
held, the new law discussed and under-
stood, and systematic plans adopted and
entered upon withoutdelay for the exter-
mination of the insect pests as effectively
and quickly us possible.

Sew Law for Extirpation of Fruit Pests._ The billpassed at the recent session of
the Legislature, toaid the fruit-growers in
'1.:- work, is given, in lull below. Itwas
approved by the Governor \u25a0on March 9,
1885, and willnot be in effect untilthe ex-
piration ofsixty days from thatdate:
An Act to prevent the spreading of fruit and

fruit-tree justs an.! diseases, an ito provide
for their extirpation.
Section 1. Itshall he the dutyofevery owner,

possessor, oroccupier ofan orchard, nursery, or
land. where fruit trees lire grown within" this
Sta'C, to disinfect all trees grown on such land
infested « ith any Insect or inset is. or the germs
thereof, or Infested by any contagious disease
known t«. be Injurious to fruitor fruit tret -. be-
fore the removal of tlie same from such premises
for sale, gift, distribution

from such premises
sale. gill, distribution or transporatlon

Kruitboxes which have been used forth!]
frl!itto any destination are hereby required to
be disinfected previous to their betmragain used
forany purpose ;all boxes returned to any or-
chard, storeroom, salesroom; or any place used
or to In-used for Storage, shipping, or any other
purpose, must be disinfected withinthree days
alter their return :and any and all persons fail-
ing to amply with the re-piircmcnts of this sec-
tion shall he guilty of a misdemeanor. IAll
packages, known as free packages, roust la- de-
stroyed or disinfected before being again used.

Section 2. It shall be the duty ofthe owner,
lessee or occupier ol an}* orchard within the
State to gather all fruit infested by the insects
kiin-vn as the eodliu moth, peach moth, red
spider, plum weevil and kindred noxious in-
sects, their larva- or.pupa-, which has' fallen
from the tree or tret"**,as often as once a week,
and dispose of or destroy the same in such a
manner as to effectually destroy all such in-

'

sects, their larva: or pupic.

Itshall be the duty

of the Inspector of Fruit Pests, or the Quaran-. tine Guardian, to inspect fruitpackages and all
, trees and plants, cuttings, grafts and scions
known orbelieved to be infested by any insect
or insects, or the germs thereof, or their eggs,
larva! or pupic, injurious to fruit or fruit trees,
or infested with any disease liable to spread

1contagion, imported orbrought into this State
from any foreign country, or from any of the
United States or Territories, and if, upon in-
spection, such fruitor fruitpackages are found
to be infested or infected, it shall be a misde-
meanor to offer the same for sale, gilt,distribu-
tion or transportation, unless they shall be-first
disinfected. \u25a0

Section 3. Every person shipping fruit trees,
scions, cuttings "or plants from any orchard.
nursery, or other place where they were grown
or produced, shall place upon or securely at-

-1 tach to each h,,x, package, or parcel containing
such fruit trees, scions, cuttings, or plants, a
distinct mark orlabel, show ingthe name of the
owner or shipper, and the locality where pro-
duced- Andany person who shall cause to be
shipped,' transported, or removed from any lo-
cality declared by the State Hoard of Horti-
culture to be infested with fruit tree ororchard
pests, or infested with contagious diseases in-
jurious to trees, plants or fruits, unless the
same shall have been previously disinfected,
shall be guilty of a misdemeanor." Disinfection
shall be to the satisfaction of the State Board of
Horticulture, or the Inspector ot Fruit Pests.
When disinfected, the fact shall be stamped
upon each box, package, or separate parcel of
frnt trees, scions, cuttings, or plants ;and any
person whoshall cause to be shipped, transported
or removed, any such box, parcel, or package,
from a quarantine district or locality, not bear-
ing such stamp, shall be guilty of a misde-
meanor, and may be punished by tine, as pro-
vided by Section 6of this Act. Anyperson who
shall falsely cause such stump to be used, or
shall imitate orcounterfeit any stamp or device
used forsuch purpose, shall be guilty of a mis-
demeanor.

Section I.Itshall be the special duty ofeach
member of the State Board of Horticulture to
see that the provisions of this Act are carried
out within his respective horticultural district,
and all offenders duly punished.

Section 5. All fruit trees infested by any in-
sect or Insects, theirgerms, lame or pupa*,or in-
fected hy disease known to he injurious to fruit,
or fruit trees, ami liable to spread contagion,
must be cleaned ordisinfected before «be first
,lay of April, 1885, and on or before the first
day of April ot every succeeding year there-
after. All owners or occupants of land on

j which fruit trees are grown, failing to comply
Iwith the provisions of this section, shall he
j guilty ofa misdemeanor, and fined us provided
lor in section six oi this Act. Allfruit,pack-
ages, trees, plants, cuttings, grafts and scions
that shall not he disinfected within twenty-tour
hours after notice by-, the Inspector of l-'ruit
Tests, or a duly appointed Quarantine Guardian,
orany member of the Board of Horticulture,
shall be li.hie to be proceeded against as a pub-
licnuisance.

Section 6. Any person or corporation violat-
ingnny of the provisions of this Act, shall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and shall, on
conviction thereof, bo punishable by a fine of
not less than 825 nor more than 8100 ,forevery
offense.

I.The Congo dialect, peculiar to the
pure-blood African ami his immediate de-
scendants. The negro clown always excels
in this dialect.

5. The. Louisiana dialect, peculiar to
the negroes who hare been in the posses-
sion' of the French. Itis of difficult ac-
cent.

*i. The river dialect, peculiar to negro
iboatmen, fishermen, etc., and which can-
not be written to any advantage, but
which, learned for the stage", would ac-
quire great celebrity".
