the gentlemen most largely interested in
the proposition to the city, knowing their
standing inbusiness and society, Icould
not understand how the} could themselves
be so deceived., or that it was possible for
them to attempt so bold a deception upon
the people; and this last mure r-;>-dally
as, by lue terms of the contract £>> be en-
tered into, they were to receive nothing
from the city until the water should be de-
livered through the pipes and sufficient
time had transpired for its thorough test-
ing in all the respects needed, and then the
contract to be void if there should be any
failure whatever.

of the gentlemen in interest, and '.he mat-
ter was quickly and satisfactorily explained
and si Lied. 'J'he water my friend had in
mindis not the water which it is proposed
to give us. Tin water, the supply, the
canal and tin; company, that he was charac-
terizing, were none of tliem identical with
those now before us in connection with
Sacramento. I moreover learned some
things in regard to this propose 1 water sup-
ply which have not only confirmed me in
my desire for the Truestees to at once enter
into contract with the Amador company,
but has made me enthusiastic.'

The city of San Francisco, in the year
JS7t>, appointed si water commission to ex-
amine tin' various sources of water supply
intin's State, withreference to securing the
best for that city.

Mr. Scouden, a most eminent hydraulic
engineer and water expert, was nought
from Louisville, Kentucky, and was ap-
pointed the engineer, and he conducted a
most thorough investigation, testing the
water analytically, making surveys, etc.
lie reported in favor of the Blue Lake
water.. Colonel Mendell was the successor
of Mr.Scouden. He went over the whole
ground and arrived at the same conclusion.
Upwards of$100,000 was expended in these
scientific, engineering and practical investi-
gations, with the result that this water was
selected, and Governor Ilaight was ap-
pointed on behall ofjthe city ofSan Fran-
cisco to draw up the contract by which that
city was to pay to tin's very company
$700,000 for the right to take this very
water, up to one hundred millions of gal-
lons daily, the city to be to all the expense
ofgetting the water down to San Francisco.
The only reason whySan Francisco is not
to-day using this water isthat, just as the
contract was to be signed, th then City
Attorney, Mr. Burnett, decided that the
city had no power to go beyond the penin-
sula for its water supply.

In Colonel Mendell's report, published
in 1577. which Iexamined by > urtesy of
the gentleman called upon by me, on pages
M and 15, the altitude of the highest of
the three Blue Lakes is given at 8,1(0 feet,
some 2,000 feet higher than LakeTahoe.
The area of this one lake is 2.".0 acres, and
the water is supplied by melting snow. By
the plan proposed the water wouldcome to
our homes here in Sacramento in from
forty-eight tosixty hours, direct from these
lakes. The capacity of the lakes is esti-
mated by Colonel Mendell to be 0,3t:2.000,-
--000 gallons.

As to the effect upon this water of con-
ducting it in a canal to the point ofpiping
it to this city, weneed be in no doubt, as io
willbe the same as that now supplied to
Jackson, Sutter Creek, Arnador and Plym-
outh, than which there is nobetter orpurer
water furnished to any towns or cities on
the globe.

But were we without this evidence, still
the city would be taking no chances ; for,
as Ihave said, unless the water, when de-
livered through the citymains, comes up
to the requirements of the contract in all
respects, the contract is void, the city sim-
plyresumes the pumping of the river water
as now, and the company is out or injured
to the extent of the half millionand more
dollars expended in our midst.

This is not the water supplied to Placer-
ville. Itdoes not pass within forty miles
ofthat place, - .- .
