Wasnincron, April 2d.—The Senate, at
the close of a long executive session, ad-
journed this afternoon without ds The
President is now at liberty to make such
official changes as he sees fit, without con-
sidering the wishes of the Senate. What
that body will do next December in rela-
tion to appeintments during the recess is
uncertain, but the action ot the majority
to-day mtimates that it will not permit Re-
publicans to be thrown out of oftice before
their commissions expire, simply to make
room for Democratic successors. The
President several days ago announced dis-
tinetly that he would not remove ofiicers
having fixed terms, excepting for cause,
until the expiration of their commissions.
The consular oflicers have no fixed term.
They can be removed at the pleasure of the
President, with the consent of the Senate,
and not without it. When the present
incumbents of consular offices have not
resigned, or adequate cause for their re-
movals is not produced. the Republican
Senators have decided not to contirm their
Democratic successors.

FRANCE AND CHINA.

ACCEPTANCE OF CHINA CONFIRMED.

Beruiy, April 2d.—It is stated that the
Chinese legation here confirms the report
that China has accepted the peace proposals
made by Ferry, notwithstanding the recent
Chinese victories.

A STRONG DEFENSIVE POSITION.

Paris, April 2d.—A dispatch from Ton-
quin reports that Colonel Herbinger reached
Kep and Chu unmolested, and has taken a
stroug defensive pesitiong
ANOTHER SCENE IN THE CHAMBER OF DEPU-

TIES.

Parts, April 2d.—A scene of tamuituous
excitement accompanied this afternoon’s
sitting of the Chamber of Deputies. M.
Jollibois in a strong speech accused the
proprietors of the Parisian newspaper, lLe
Paris, of having published yesterday even-
ing, for speculative purposes, a report that
China had accepted peace proposals which
had been made by M. Ferry. M. Jollibois
denounced in unmeasured terms this con-
duct, which he pronounced a scandal of so
erave a character as to be beyond tolera-
tion by the French people. He urged the
immediate impeachment of the Ministers,
and moved that M. Henri Brisson, Presi-
dent of the Chamber, be appointed a con-
mittee to go to President Grevy and ask
him to cflicially appoint a commission to
transact the business of state pending the
formation of anew Ministry. The motion
was rejected by a vote of 438 to 77. The
Chamber of Deputies and the Senate this
evening both adjourned until Saturday.

PEACE PROPOSALS.

Parss, April 2d.—Le Paris reasserts that
China has accepted the ¥rench peace pro-
posals, and declares that Mr. Campbell
conducted the negotiations on behalf of
Sir Robert Hart, Inspector-General of Chi-
nese Maritime Customs, who was autho-
rized by the Chinese Government to carry
on the negotiations with France. The
paper says China decided to accept the
treaty of Tientsin, together with the treaty
of commerce, provided that a month’s
armistice had been granted. and that the
war indemnity demanded by France be
abandoned. M. Ferry considered the terms
acceptable, with a few modifications. The
French defeat at Langson occurred before-
hand, yet Mr. Campbe!l on Tuesday even-
ing imparted to M. Ferry the Chinese
reply, which was favorable, China only
reserving certain details in regard to the
date and manner of the evacuation of Ton-
quin by the Chinese troops.
THE EVACUATION OF LANGSON

HURRIED.”

Paris, April 2d.—General de Lisle tele-
graphs as follows from Hanoi, under date
of Wednesday :

General Negrier is making favorable progress
toward recovery. He has no feverish symp-
toms. The evacuation of Langson seems to
have been slightly hurried, especially after a
seeeess of our counter attack, which was made
without serious ¢ss. The French brigade has
twenty days’ ammunition and provisions, and is
able to await convoys. No further reason is
given in regard to the very rapid evacu-
ation of Dong Dang. The Chinese so far
ouly appear desirous of occupying their former
positions to the northward of Doquen and Deo-
vana. The situation is better than the over-
drawn accounts of the past fourdays had led ove
to believe. Colonel Desbordes to-day assumed
command of the Chu brigade.

TRANSPORT DIFFICULTIES.
2d.—The Government is
much embarrassed with transport difficul-
ties. The Government has been treating
with a German steamship company, which
offers to provide transports for 30,000 men
to Tonquin at a fortnight's notice.

CHU REACHED IN GOOD ORDER.

Paris, April 2d.—General Briere de Lisle
telegraphs, under date of Wednesday even-
ing: * The second brigade reached Chu at
noonin good order. It was in contact with
the enemy until 2 o'clock Tuesday after-
noon. Our losses are trifling. The enemy's
pursuit is slow.”

A FRENCH VICTORY.

HoxGgroxG, April 2d.—The French on
Monday began an attack on Phengo Hoo,
or Fisher's Islands, situated in and com-
manding the channel between Formosa
and the China mainland.

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CENTRAL AMERICA.

DETAILS OF THE RECENT BATTLE.

Say Fraxcisco, April 2d.—Special de-
tails received this morning of last Mon-
ay's battle between the Guatemala and
San Salvador troops are that Barrios, with
a force of 15,000 Guatemalans, attacked the
Salvadorian force of 11,000 on the plains of
Santa Ana near the frontier. After ten
hours desperate fighting, in which quarter
was neither asked nor given, the Guatema-
{ lans were completely routed, leaving 1,500
dead and wounded on the field. Barrios
retreated across the frontier.

MESSAGE OF TIE PRESIDENT OF MEXICO.

Crry or Mexrco (via Galveston), April
2d.—Congress opened last evening, and
President Diaz, in his message, says: *In
regard to the attempt of General Barrios
against the independence of the Central
American States, there are special duties
imposed on Mexico by its honor and senti-
ments of justice, its neighborhood to the
belligerents and its secular relation with
the aggressor. I answered General Barrios,
frankly condemning his act. The Mexican
people have approved my action. Grave
without doubt are the difficulties which this
international emergency may produce, on
account of the crisis which now afilicts the
public treasury. Nevertheless, the execcu-
tive is resolved to sustain an attitude betit-
ting the national honor, and counts on
patriotic co-operation of Congress to main-
tain intact the natipnal honor and in-
terests.”

THE BURNING OF ASPINWALL,

PaxayA (via Galveston) April 2d.—The
particulars of the battle at Colon and the
burning of that city are still meagerly re-
ported. The attack upon the rebel chief
Prestan by the Colombian troops was led
by Colonel Ulloas. Prestan’s troops were
utterly routed after a severe engagement.
As soon as Prestan became convinced that
it would be impossible for him to maintain
his position, he set fire to the city in vari-
ous places and then made his escape. Only
a few of his followers succeeded in getting
away with him. The city is almost a com-
plete ruin, enly three houses being left
standing. Much distress prevails among
the people. Evervthing is quiet here at
Panama, and there is no serious apprehen-
sion of an attack from the insurgents.
STATES SOLDIERS TO BE SENT TO

ASPINWALL,

UNITED

WasHiNGTON, April 2d.—In answer to a
telegram sent last night by Secretary Whit-
ney to the President of the Pacific Mail
Steamship Company, at New York, rel-
ative to the number of men the company's
vessels can take to Aspinwall without de-
lay, the following reply was received this
morning : “ We can carry 200 men in the
City ol P’ara to-morrow at noon, and 600 in
the Acapuleo next Monday.”

Secretary Whitney replied: * We will
ship 200 men by your steamer to-morrow
with tents and camp equipage.”

ANOTHER WAR VESSEL WANTED.

In reply to a telegram to Commander
Kuane, of the Galena, the following was re-
ceived : * Transit is closed. The steamship
property is safe and in my possession. Also
the railroad property at the north end of
the island. It is advisable to send another
vessel.”

AMERICAN INTERESTS TO BE PROTECTED,

When it was learned in the Nayy Depart-
ment this morning that the Secretary had
determined to protect American interests
on the isthmus by force, there was con-
siderable excitement among the naval offi-
cers on duty here. A number of them im-
mediately volunteered their services to go
to Aspinwall. The selection of officers,
however, has been left to the Board of
Detail, which convened at 11:30 o'clock. It
is understood that Major Charles Haywood,
of the Marine Corps, who is in charge of
the marine barracks at Brooklyn, will have
imniediate command of the marines. Naval
officers of rank, however, will probably be
detailed to command the expedition.

MARINES OFF FOR PANANA.

Porrsyovrun (N. H.), April 2d.—A dis-
patch was received from Secretary Whit-
ney to-day, ordering ninety marines to
Brooklyn for Panama. They left by the
first train.

THE INSURRECTION
EIGNERS,

New York, April 2d.—Colombian Con-
sul Calderon said last might that the chief
of the Insurrectionists in Colon is a noto-
rious criminal named Preston. The men
who forni his party are not Colombians,
but foreigners—banditti from Peru, Chile
and Jamaica, with many negroes. They
have no political principles and only aim
at plunder. It is an entirely social dis-
turbance in Aspinwall as well as in
Panama.

CLAIMS FOR DAMAGES TO BE MADE.

New Yorx, April 2d.—Penfield, Secre-
tary of the Panama Company, when inter-
viewed said : ** Who is going to pay us for
our losses I do not know; but T am sure
that a claim for damages will be made. not
only by us but by other companies whose
property has been injured.”

THE SEIZURE OF MUNITIONS OF WAR.

New York, April 2d.—The Sun says:
The ammunition seized on the steamship
Colon at Aspinwall by the revolutionists
was not intended for that port. De Castro
& Co. shipped 250,000 cartridges to San Sal-
vador, but they sent no arms. Muanoz &
Espriella sent about 200,000 cartridges to
Nicaragua, but no arms. Hoadley & Co.
sent both arms and ammunition, but de-
cline to say to whom, but said the arms
were not going to Central America, though
the ammunition was shipped to Costa
Rica. Barrios’ agents in this city have
made several shipments of armsand am-
munition to Guatemala, and it is expected
that all the States of Central A:merica will
call for more.

MAIL MATTER LOST IN THE ASPINWALL FIRE.

New York, April 2d.—Cable advices from
Aspinwall received by Postmaster Pearson
report a serious loss of mail matter in the
destruction of the city by fire on the Ist
instant. The entire mail for the South
Pacific dispatched from New York on the
21st ult. by the steamer Colon, was de-
stroyed, and also the registered mail and
ordinary paper mail for Aspinwall sent by
the same steamer. The letter mail was
nearly all delivered before the fire brake
out. As accurately as can now be stated,
the mail for Central America and the Pa-
cific coast of South America was burned,
and consisted of 150 packages of registered
mail, 10 sacks of ordinary letters and 53
sacks of papers.

VIEW.

THE hKEVOLUTICN IN PANAMA,

Mail Advices in Regard to the Insurrec-
tion.

The steamship San Jose, which arrived
at San Francisco from Panama yesterday
morning, brings no news which has not
been received by telegraph. It was so hot,
so sickly and so “ revolutionary™ at Pa-
nama, that the purser was glad to get away
without obtaining more than one-half of
the usual number of papers which he is
accustomed to bring.

The United States steamer Galena, Com-
mander Kane, at Aspinwall, is what is
termed a third-rate. Sheis a vessel of 1,900
tons displacement, and carries a battery of
eight heavy guns—one S-inch rifle pivot,
throwing a projectile of 180 pounds; one
60-pound rifle on forecastle, and six broad-
side guns, 9-inch smooth-bore Dalghrens
90-pounders. She has also a Gatling gun
and boat howitzers. Her complement of
officers and men is nearly 200. Her land-
ing party would be about 125 men.

In some quarters of army and navy
circles here the opinion is, in the absence
of any known reason to prevent the Galena
from acting, that Commander Kane has
lost a chance for promotion which it will
be difficuit for him to agzain find. But
among some naval men, itis thought that
that there may be the best reasons for the
refusal of the commander of the Galena to
act. As far as they can see, he could not
have prevented the destruction of the
town by firing into it, and causing the loss
of life. They therefore asked for a suspen-
sion of judgment until all the facts are
known.

The destruction of the town of Aspin-
wall, however, is not so serious a matter as
might be supposed at first, as it does not
appear that the railroad, steamship and
canal property was injured. That portion
of the town destroved was doubtless that
inhabited by the negro and native inhabit-
ants, and consists of dirty and tumble-
down shanties and huts made of bamboo or
other light material. The money value of
the destroyed property, if it is of the above
character, is small, and the fire may prove
a benefit in disguise, by destroving places
about as fiithy as a Chinege lodging-house.
The steamship wharf and warehouses and
the railroad buildings were, a few years
ago, so situated that they would hardly be
in danger of a conflagration in the town
proper. The town itself is filthy in the
extreme, and is located amid stagnant
pools, which breed disease and death. Some
of these pestilentical lagoons have been
filled up, but Aspinwall is yet, probably,
in about the worst sanitary condition that
can be imagined. The bronze group,
representing Columbus presenting America
to the old world, given by Queen Victoria
to the town, was placed with its back to a
stagnant, green-coated lagoon, and facing
the railroad track, near the railroad sheds.
It was apparently as much out of placeas a
belle in full dress would be in a Chinese
den.

TwesTY YEARS Aco.—Twenty years ago
this morning Richmond and Petersburg
were evacuated by General Lee and his
armies, and General Grant at the head of
the victorious Union forces took possession
and commenced the pursuit of the fleeing
Confederate army, which was finally
headed off and brought to terms of surren-
der at Appomattox, about seventy-five
miles west of Richmond, on the 9th, six
days later. General Grant was then not
quite 43 years of age and in the prime and
vigor of life, and now on the 20th anniver-
sary of the second greatest event in impro-
tance of his life—the capture of Richmond
and the retreat of Lee—the great victorious
General lies at the pointof death, surround-
ed by his anxious fumily and devoted
friends.

- -

Co-0PERATIVE Socreries—The growth
of co-operation in England was illustrated
at the “silver wedding” of a Working-
men’s (‘o-operative Seciety at Bradford a
few weeks ago. In 1861 this Seciety had
a capital of £300, sales to the amount of
£800, and a grand total profit of £33.
Last year its capital was £71,600, its sales

nearly £142000, and its profits about
£18,000. The profits from all English

societies of the kind are said to be consid-
erably over £2,000,000 yearly. The latest
development in this effort to bring the
consumer into direct trade with the pro-
ducer is said by the Z7mes to be a combina-
tion of breeders and graziers to organize
the retail sale of meat and farm produce so
as t0o do away with the exorbitant proiits
of butchers and other middlemen, and to
compel a reduction in railroad charges.
