Aimaal Conference of tlifMormons.
Logan, April ith —In accordance with

the published notice of the Presidency of
the Church, the general annual Conference
of the Mormon Church convened at the
Tabernacle lure this morning, instead ofat
Salt Lake, the customary place. Neither
of the three first Presidents of the Church
was present. Apostle Richardson preside d,
assisted by four other Apostles. Anumber
of leading Bishops and prominent Elders•it other parts of Utah, Idaho and Colorado
were present, hut altogether the attendance
was moderate. There was a feeling ofcon-
fidence that the present opposition would
ultimately result to the good of the Church.
The speakers conveyed this impression, and
predicted a final deliverance from their
present trials. They had nothing to sayagainst those oj posing the Church by
harassing prosecutions, hut claimed that
there was nothing offered that they would
exchange for Mormoniam. There was do
intimation that revolution or anything of
an unusual nature would be advanced bj
the Conference.
