GENERAL GRANT AND THE NEWS
REPORTERS.

If the statements of the attending phy-
sicians are to be read between the lines, it
is clear that notwithstanding the improved
condition of General Grant, they have
littleifany hope of his ultimate recovery.
The total alwence of encouraging words,
the failure to even express belief in a pos-
sible permanent change for the better, in-
dicates their belief that recovery i- itn;Ki3-
sible, and dentil liable to occur at any
hour. Inone respect the lingering illncts
of the (ieneral i- not cause for regret,
for it gives. to him the opportunity to
learn the true place he fills in the hearts
of the people. It is evident that this
knowledge is a great solace to him,
smooths the rouj^h passage to the inevita-
hie and fast approaching end, and compen-
sates largely for the physical iflering he
endures. While the nation holds the
hands of its great chieftain and pityingly
notes his decline, there are those who
offend the sensibilities ami >h«n.-k all decent
people by speculations concerning the
after death hours. For instance, dispatches
have been sent across the continent stating
how many days after death willelapse l>c-
fore the funeral will take place; where
the General will !..• buried ;what cera-
monies willbe observed, and other Jcjual-
ly offensively and ghoulitll data. The
demands of ordinary respect for the
family of General Grant; the
requirements of common decency, to say
nothing of the tender regard duo to a sick
man. should stay the hands that indite
such "enterprising" news. It is bad
enough, good knows, iiprint the obit-
uary of the General prior to his death, as
was ime by our evening contemporary,
and to divert attention from which,
it chattered in reply to critici=m
about the "history" of the General's

IRRIGATION BILLS.

THOSE RECENTLY BEFORE THE
LEGISLATURE.

letter from Senator Cross Review-
ing Them and Stating His

Objections to Them.

The followingletter, received from Sena-
tor C. W.-Cross, criticising the billsrecently

before the Legislature upon the subject of
irrigation, willbe read with interest, as this
is the most important question now before
the people of the State, and by criticism
and proper discussion of measures proposed

S willthe most feasible solution of the con-
| flictinginterests arising out ofthe different
!phases of the subject be reached. Senator
|i'ross says :
| The press of the State, and especially the
| best elements of the country press, has paid
;much attention to the question of irriga-
!tion as presented at the last session of the
jLegislature. The action of those members
:of the Legislature who opposed the passage
iof the Fresno Convention bills has Deen

somewhat, though Ibelieve nearly always
decently, criticised. Neither the friends
nor opponents of these bills, so far as 1 am

;aware, have, through the Dress, analyzed or

jcriticised the provisions of these bills. '1he
provisions ofSenator Whitney's bill(Senate

;JJill No. 50), and the Wijlginiuii bill, being

iSenate KillNo. i'lo. and Assembly Hill,No.
410 (the two last as originallyintroduced

jbeing identical), were fullydiscussed in the
iSenate, and the discussions, Ibelieve, were
j fairly and quite fullypresented by the prin-
!cipal daily papers of the State.

But the principal irrigation bills, those
Iprepared and represented by Hon. J. Do

IBarth Shorb, Mr.Green and others, were
put through the Assembly quite hastily,
under the previous question, and presented
to the Senate, but owing to the brevity of
the session, the fact that there were so
many oilier bills ahead of them in the

jorder of business, and other facts which
have been more or less animadverted upon,
the bills wen- never reached in the Senate;
consequently were little examined and

: never publicly discussed.
These bills were three innumber. They

were not discussed upon their merits, either
in the Assembly or Senate. I think it has
been quite generally supposed that these
bills were irrigation bills; that i-. that their
purpi se was solely to furnish means of

! irrigation, and that upon that hypothesis a
j veiy iirge element of the public sentiment
lof the State, concerning the passing ol

these bills, was based, llit bad been un-
derstood that these bills forced into the
most extensive and expensive litigation
every water claimant in the state, author
ized the taking of water rights from those
who bad acquired and held them according
•., law imuiemorially, and bestowing them
upon those who bad never acquired or

claimed any right to them whatever, itis
ihardly conceivable that these nieas-
!on -\u25a0 could become popular measures.

These billspresented to the Legislature
by the committi f the Fresno Conven-
tion grew directly out of litigationbetween
claimant- of water in Kern, Tulare and
Fresno •\u25a0 runties. The parties to thesosuita
were few. but the expenses of the litigation
were enormous, and the decision of the
Supreme! 'ourt disastrous toMessrs. Efaggin
•v Tevis, who bad expended very large
sums of money intheconstruction ofcanals
toirrigntca very lame territory of Icsert
lands, and was equally disastrous to those
who had bought lands at a )ji:-!i price, ex-
pecting to obtain water from these canals
for irrigation.

--cause there has been a law suit between
parties of wealth and influence about a
water ri^ht, and both sides didn't win it.

At the present time there is as. little
trouble and litigationabout water rights, as
about any other species ofproperty of equal
value. Most of the rights claimed are
established by possession for the period of
the statute of limitations;and to foist upon
our people all of this litigation would be
littlebetter than malicious. There is more
in this adjudication bill which is interest-
ing, but itmight occur to a plain man that
it is more ofa litigation billthan an irriga-
tion bill,and would do a great deal more
for the lawyers than it would for the
farmers. And yet 1have even heard it in-
timated that the Bar generally favor these
irrigation bills.

But let us pass on to the third bill,com-
monly called the "District bill." It is a
very lengthy bill, and it willbe sufficient
to discuss afew of the moraimportant feat-
ures.
Itprovides forthe division of the State

into water districts, and the election of
three Water Commissioners in each, who
shall draw salaries and appoint a Secretary
and employ engineers and attorneys. Su-
perintendents and assistants, all of whom
draw salaries, and who are to do a great
many things and require a great many
things; for instance :

"To inspect the channels and canals
within their district at least once a year,
and report to the State Engineer the condi-
tion ofsuch channels and canals and water
supply." etc.

"Torequire all divertora and users of
water within the district to make to them
an annual accounting ofthe amount of all
waters diverted and used by them and the
number of acres irrigated thereby.""

To establish upon all the streams
* * *

a water gauge," etc.
Bat the billalso provides for dividing

these water districts up into irrigation dis-
tricts, each of which is to have a board of
trustees, a secretary, engineers, attorneys,
water overseers, all of whom, of course,"

must live." These trustees have power
to

"
look after the water," to purchase and

construct ditches, canals, etc., and after the
proper authority is granted by vote of the
district, to issue and sell bonds to pay for
such works. The trustees and commission-
ers have power to adopt rules and regula-
tions concerning the reception, use, waste.

It isesti-
mated that the construction of the main
works for irrigation, under favor-
able circumstances, cost from £10
to $15 per acre. These works, it'
constructed by tho public, with all the
officers, employes and attorneys pi
i'>r in this bill,would, with the lesser works
requisite, average probably 525 per acre.
This wouldcreate an enormons bonded in-
debtedness, and would in many districts
exceed thecosl ifgood farms already under
irrigation byprivate enterprise. And these
taxes must be borne not merely by those
vho use the waters for irrigation, and are
directly benefited, but by all property in
the district. The residents of towns,
whether they irrigate or not, whether they
own factories, labor bytheday or ::-' on
their interest, must bear their .-liar.- of this
burden of taxation, anil whether '\u25a0• mefited
by ii "rnot.

STATE BOARD OF AGRICULTURE.
Revision ol Ihe Premium List—A Siieed

Programme Adopted.

A meeting oftheState Board ofAgricult-
ure was held in this city yesterday. Pres-
ent—Directors Green, Carr, Sbaftcr, Han-
cock, Newton, Shippee, Chase and Finigan.

The premium list was considered and
revised considerably. The principal feat-
ores were as follows:A separutejrold medal
for horses, and another for live .stuck
other than horses. A separate pre-
mium i- ::\>'i offered for Aberdeen
Angus cattle. The usual premium
on Cotewold sheep was stricken uiu

and the premiums on Southdowps, Leices-
tershire, Lincolnshire and Shropshire were
increased. The premiums in the poultry
department were increased $100. A premi-
um of $250 is offered for the best steam
plow exhibited and operated on the
grounds ofthe Society for three days. The
sum of$1,500 was set apart for county ex-
hibits, to be divided as follows: first pre-
mium, ij 00; the remaining 51,000 to be
divided pro rata among the other exhibit-
ors according to merit. This makes $3,000
for county exhibits for two years. The
State Grange asked for $5,000, but owing to
the heavy indebtedness of the Society, the
Directors thought it coulJ not be done at
present, but would be in the near future.
One thousand dollars was Bet apart for
premiums in the Art Department. The
society oilers a *pi'eial gold medal fur the
most meritorious display in the Pavilion.
Three hundred dollars was set aparc lor the
ladies' tournament. After considering other
matters relative to change-, inthe premium
list in many minor respects, the following
speed programme was adopted :
