THE BROKEN DISPATCH COMPLETED.

Loxpox. April 9th.—Later in the day the
surmise of the Government in relation to
the movements of Sir Peter Lumsden was
substantiated by the receipt of a telegram
from him at Gulran. The telegram, dated
April 1st, completes the broken dispatch.
It states oflicially that the Russians at-
tacked the Afghans intrenched at Penjdeh,
and slaughte red 200 of the garrison. Sev-
enty thousand British and Indian soldiers
are now stationed along or near the north-
ern Indian frontier, and may, it is thought,
reach Herat in time to prevent the capture
of that nn}nu.. nt point by the Russians.

Loxpox, April 9th.—Gladstone,
House of Commons this evening, in an-
swer to interrogatories, said that on Satur-
day the Cabinet considered Russia’s reply
to England’s proposal to limit the zone of
survey to the debatable points. Russia's
reply was an agreement todo this, provided
the zone of survey, as marked out by Eng-
land, extended southward so as to include
the Parapamissam range of mountains,
I'he Government considered that the reply
did not advance the question towards a con-
clusion, and was dissatisfied with it. Within
the past iwenty-four hours, however, said
the Premier, a subsequent communication
has been received from Russia, .x'nl this
appeared. in the H['lnll\nl of the Govern-
ment, place the matt in a more
hopeful position. Being asked what
nature thissubsequent communication was,
Gladstone said it would be impossible
at present for the Government to make any
further statement concerning the lnn«!.m.

STATEMENT QUALIFIED,

Later in the evening Gladstone, replyving
to a question by Sir Richard Cross, said the
Government had reccived another telegram
from Sir Peter Lumsden, which te mlw! to
qualify the statement by him (Gladstone)
in reply to Sir Stafford Northeote, which
based on Sir Peter Lumsden’s
statement that the Afghans had made no
advance either befure or after March 17th.
‘Nir Peter Lumsden now says,” continued
Gladsione, “ that when the Russians threat-
ened an attack on the Afghans’ position by
an advance in force on Aktep, the Afghans
threw out a vidette and extended their
pickets to Palikhisti, on the left hank of
Kushk river, and gradually strengthened
this ]w.ﬂm»n until, on March 30th, the bulk
of their force had heen transferred across
the river. Sir Peter Lumsden is of the
opinion that the movement does not consti-
tute an actual advance on the part of the
Afghans, but merely the occupation of a
more advantageous military position.

WHAT ENGLAND WILL DEMAND—ANOTHER
BATTLE REPORTED.

April 9th.—England will at
once demand of Russia an explanation of
Russian conduct in forcing a battle upon
the Afghans. This demand will, it is un-
derstood, be coupled with a demand for the
withdrawal of the Russian forces to the
north of Sarakhs.

A letter received from Meshed, whence it
was dated on the 7th of March, states that
it was at that time rumored that recently
the Afghans had sent a force out from He-
rat, and that this force had attacked the
Russian troops in the Zuifikar Pass, and
compelled them to retreat from the pass.
The letter added that the rout of the Rus-
sians on this occasion was so complete that
forty of their soldiers and two oflicers were
driven to seek refuge on the Persian side of
Hemirood river.

The immediate recall of General
Komarofl, and the retirement of the Rus-
sians from all the positions in Afghanistan
they have lately occupied, will perhaps re-
pair the mischief. Theduty imposed upon
us will not be undertaken in a spirit of lev-

ity, but is one that England is up.lhle of
fulfilling, and we will not flinch until it is
fultilled.”
