THE CHOLERA.
The rumored outbreak of cholera in

Spain was not unexpected. If the disease
is true to its history it willclingto south-
ern Europe two years longer, and willcross
the Atlantic this year. It is the one dis-
ease of all others concerning which medi-
cal science has not made material advance-
ment inrecent years. Allthat really has
been accomplished in the effort to stay its
ravages has been done by sanitary science.
That science has demonstrated that the
pest may be obstructed in its march, and
the terror of its advance greatly mitigated
by strict cleanliness and by a proper ob-
servance of certain sanitary regulations
relative to fouling the soil, the water and
the atmosphere of cities. The one thing
upon which the physicians of all schools
are agreed in relation to cholera i-, that
these sanitary regulations are wise and
should he enforced in every community.
Ipon that there is no dissentient voice
among well-informed men. But it hap-
pens that allmen are not well informed.
Ihere are some in every community to

whom the words
"

sanitary science" are
an offense. The jealousy of ignorance
leads them to icoff at scientific knowledge
and treat its conclusions as folly. These
are ofthe old fogy class, who believe, or
assume to believe, that the old way is the
best way, and that another discovery is
but ill departure from past methods.
.Still another class :i,-(. the wholly
brutal and selfish, who care noth-
ing for the health and lives of
the people, so long as they can avoid the
taxation and cost necessary to the enforce-
ment of sanitary regulations. Both these
classes willhe on hand very early to ob-
struct allefforts to purify our cities. They
\u25a0will urge procrastination, cry out loudly
against the cost of new drains and the
cleansing of old ones, and willsuddenly be-
come concerned about the gOOd appear-
ance of their towns being marred by the
erection of ventilating pipes from tilthpit-.
They will "stand ofT" the .Sanitary In-
spectors, and in the face ofevidence patent
to the senses willinsist that their premises
are sweet and clean. This kind of men
i- not wanting in Sacramento, and they
do not hesitate to exercise such influence
as they may have to obstruct, delay and
prevent, ifpossible, any sanitary reforms.
A wise people will prepare against the
hour ofdanger. Whatever is done in the
war of cleansing this city and its suburbs,
should be begun at once. It is possible for
it-, by the exercise of a broad public spirit
and municipal anil personal liberality of
expenditure, to .sot anexample to our sister
cities that, in case of Invasion by the
cholera, willbe writtendown to our credit
throughout the whole country. Itis poe-
sible to so thoroughly cleanse this city as
to render any assault by cholera compara-
tively unimj>ortant. We say compara-
tively, for it is not to be denied that our
system of .!\u25a0-; . .-:\u25a0 loffilthis neb as \u0084 en-
courage vicious diseases to conic and to re-
main. We cannot wholly remove the
effects of this system in a single season, but
we can begin tin work, and it should be

entered upon now, and without the delay

of a single day.

MIND-READING.

Mind-reading, so called, lias been and
remains a puzzling subject. It has «li-
vided the scientific world in opinion,
while the theologians have handled it in
a noncommittal fashion. The latest ex-
ploiter in the mysterious depths of the
\u25a0abject is WilliamA. Borer, an editor of
the Electrical Rtricv. He has been giving
much attention to the mind-road ing phe-
nomena, and has applied many tests of a
severe character to detect fraud on the
part of those claiming the power. His

comparative ignorance. He holds that in

mind-rciding we have ascertained certain
facts vus proven by certain phenomena, but j

of mind-reading to

practical or useful purposes. He believes,
however, that we willin time see our way
clearly in the matter, and inthe light of

the cause and the law the mysterious will
vanish.

ifto the time of Ilie passage of the
Act of 18:20, fixing the term of office at

four years, there was in practical operation
:x civil service reform principle ; that ol

permanency in the service, and it con-
tributed most largely to excellence in the
service.

Under this
law the disagreeableness of removal is
largely lifted from the ahouldersof an Ad-
mistration. But the civilservice reform
laws now in force operate in a direction
directly opposite to that of the four-years-
term Act,and neutralizes it inlarge degree.
Itdoes not, however, check the operation
of the law, except as to some minor offices.
Ifcivilservice reform in the United States
attains fullgrowth, it willcrowd out and
kill oil' the four-years-term law and the
tenure of office Acts, and until it does it
willnot have worked out its fullpossibili-
ties.

The Augusta (Ga.) Chronicle .says the
Democracy favor an economical adminis-
tration, hut not too cheap a one. This is a
distinction well made. The Government
of the United States is well-to-do, and par-
simony willillbecome it. the times
are hard, especially should a broad degree

of liberalityof expenditure prevail. Those
able to spend money should be the last to
economize in tight times. Such times
should be to them special occasions for
money-spending. What is true of individ-
uals in this respect is true of Governments.

While Dr. Douglas
was writing the first bulletinin the library
at 0:30 a. m., the General walked into the
room and sat down near the physician.
When the bulletin was finished Dr.Douglas
read itto General Grant and said:"Is that
right, General?" "Yes. that's right," re-
sponded the. sick man. He brightened
with the morning hours,' and at one time
remarked that he felt better than he had in
two weeks.

A DECIDES IMfROVEXEXT.

New York, April14th.—This morning,
Boon after Dr. Douglas had issued his tirst
bulletin, and while Mrs. Grant was in the
adjoining room, the General bade the ser-
vant bring hima pad of writingpaper, and |
on ithe made a bulletin as follows: "The
doctor tells meIam better this morning. 1
am better than Ihave been in two weeks.
U. S. Grant." Having so written, the Gen-
eral handed his bulletin to the servant, and
told him that he should carry it toMis.
Grant, who was sitting in the library, al-
most within sight of her husband. Mrs.
Grant read it, showed itto Dr.Douglas, and
with a laugh entered the sick-room, where
pleasantries passed, the General joining
with a smile. This evening Colonel Grant
remarked that his father had walked more
during the day than for several days. Dur-
ing the day he had signed a business pa-
per, hut this evening he was a trifle less
bright, because of the fatigue resulting
from his activity through the day.,

A gentleman who is thoroughly convers-
ant with Grant's ailment, said' to-night :
The marvelous improvement in the Gen-
eral's condition is. not at all surprising to
me. liemay live two or three weeks, and
he may live two or three months. Ifhe sur-
vives tillthe early part ofsummer, he will
be taken out of the city, to the mountains
probably, as 1 do not" think the sea air
wouldagree withhim. Ifhe had strength
enough, Ithink he would liketo go toCali-
fornia. Ifhe improves inthe same ratio
during the next four days, he willbe rid-
ing in the park this week. He does not
require so much morphia now. Only six
drops of the solution were injected to-night,
instead of the customary ten drops. He par-
took of three varieties of nourishment to-
day, and the General, being ina facetious
mood, alluded to the food as his three
courses.

MIDNIGHT BULLETIN.

New Yokk, April14th— Midnight.—Gen.
Grant, during the afternooH and evening,
walked several times from his bedroom to
his library, and enjoyed the company of
different members of his family. At 10
o'clock he retired, and since that time has
been sleeping in his chair. His cough is
not troublesome, and the secretion of
mucus is slight. His pulse and tempera-
ture are unchanged, and there is at present
a promise for him of a quiet night.

Two Rogues in Jail.
New Yokk, April14th.—Fish, theMarine

Bank President, who was denied bail yes-
terday, is. probably, like his colleague in
infamy, Ferdinand "Ward, safer in the
Ludlow-street jail than out, although his
counsel willrenew the application before
the Court in bank next month. Creditors
are furious over the developments of the
trial, and are clamorous for the possession
at least of his property, which includes
several buildings assigned by him after
the bank collapsed. Among the claimants,
besides the mechanics' liens of .-mall
tradesmen, are some of the largest building
material houses, while two Connecticut
banks have prior claims on a mortgage of
$100,000. In the meantime. Ward is held
in the Ludlow-streut jail on two orders of
arrest

— comprehending $300,000 and
another $45,000. There are also two bench
warrants out against Ward, issued in the
United States Circuit Court, charging fraud-
ulent proceedings, also inciting and coun-
seling Fish tomisapply the funds ofthe Ma-
rine Bank. The demand i- made by the
United States Marshal through the Courts
upon Warden Kieman to giveup Ward to
the United States authorities for arraign-
ment oncriminal charges. Whenever Ward
gets through with the civilcauses, he will
finda long account to render of himself to
the United States. Fish is very bitter
against Ward. He declares that he was
completely imposed upon.

Malicious Charges Ably Answered.
New York, April 14th.

—
A communica-

tion appears in the Commercial Bulletin this
morning, answering the charges made in
California that the Southern Pacific Com-
pany lease is a scheme to cheat that State
out of the right to tax and control her rail-
roads. The writer, evidently speaking by
authority, says that the control being in
the hands of a foreign corporation signifies
nothing. The State can only tax and legis-
late on property and traffic within its bor-
ders, not on interstate traffic. This can be
done now, under the lease to tin1 new com-
pany, the same as heretofore. There is
nothing very dreadful about a corporation
organized in one State doing business in
another. The insurance companies are do-
ing so all the time. The Pennsylvania
Company controls roads in several States
east of Pittsburg. The Oregon
Transcontinental controls thousands of
miles east of that State, and no-
body has found anything to complain of.
Itis a fair supposition that the owners of
the Southern Pacific in California, Arizona,
New Mexico and the different companies
across Texas and Louisiana, desiring to fix
a perpetuate unity of the different links
into one through line, SO that they might
no longer be at the mercy of any one of
their number, have asked State authority
to make of them a new corporation, with
power to hold and control their respective
property. This is what has been done;
but in no wise changes the relations of the
roads to the State that they are in.or to the
public, which willbe better served by deal-
ing with a single responsible concern ; and
ifthe stockholders of the various companies

/

have been satisfied, it is not fornewspaper'
critics to anticipate any wrong to the public.

Ocean Steamship Traffic
New York. April llth.

—
since the re-

ports of trouble between England and
Kcssia, rumors have been livingaround
Wall street to the effect that the Pacific
Mail Steamship Company intend taking
the steamers off the San Francisco service,
and plying them between New York and
Liverpool. The steamships City of Tokio
and City ofPeking were mentioned in this
connection. A representative of the com-
pany said this morning: "Allthese ru-
mors are the veriest bosh. The Pacific
Mailsteamers are taxed to their utmost to
carry the freight sent in now. Where
would the benefit be in sending them to
Liverpool? It would only leave the coast
clear for the Union and Central Pacific.
Another rumor, which seems to have more
foundation, i- that the American line of
steamers of Philadelphia, under the same
ownership as the Red Star line, are the
subject of' negotiations, to be run in con-
nection with the Northern Pacific Railroad.
As the flag under which they float would
be neutral, the occurrence of war wouldno
doubt have an important influence in the
question of the future employment of
these vessels. Superintendent Wright, of
the Red Star line, will neither affirm nor
deny the rumor this morning. Me said if
any negotiations have been made they
emanated from the Philadelphia office.
.1. B. Williams, of the Northern Pacific
Company, said : "If war occurs between
England and Russia, English bottoms are
going to be weak, especially on the Pacific
coast. American ships may be preferred
by the tea trade, who have "large interests
at stake, and if they desire to make con-
function with the Northern IPacific I'm :
sure we shan't object. 1 know of no ;
authority for this rumor, though."

In view of the many complaints received on
this subject, it is hereby announced tothe em-
ployes of this Department that they arc expected
to pay their just debts. While the Department
willnot permit itself to be used as a collection
agency, and declines to take action in cases
where illegal interest is charged, or here the
indebtedness was incurred before the employe
entered the service of the Department, neither
willit harbor any one who contracts a debt on
the strength of his official position, and then,
without sutjicient excuse, neglects tomake pay-
ment; and generally, it may be said, where a
case has been tried and judgment -rendered,
it is too late todeny the justness or correctness
of the amount of the judgment. Hereafter com-
plaints willbe sent to the proper chiefs of thebureaus, who will be expected to take such
action as may be necessary, and if it should
appear that the employe is using his official
position as a shield to avoid the payment of his
debts, and inviolationof this circular, he will
be recommended for discharge.

J. Woodruff, of Oakland, Cal., a brother of
editor Woodruff, of the Xew Haven Union,
who arrived here recently and represented
himself as possessed of fabulous wealth,
has disappeared, and with his disappear-
ance the eolden fabric which he lias woven
in the minds of his relatives, has passed
away like a vision. It is thought that
Woodruff is insane. He left this city in
1855, and tin years laterhe was heard from
inCalifornia. He was always regarded as
a man 6i integrity, and when he returned
a few weeks ago and related to his relatives
the stories of his vast wealth and asked
them to share itwith him in the West, they
accepted his statements as true. His con-
versation recently became so extravagant
that his brother suspected that something
was wrong, and suggested that certain
moneys be turned over to him to nice; the
immediate expense of removal. This
Woodruff readily agreed to do, and the
time and place for the transfer were ap-
pointed. Some of Woodruff's relatives sold
out their business, and ail bad prepared for
removal, when the painful fact was real-
ized that Woodruff's wealth was purely
imaginary, and that, infact, he was a pen-
niless crank. On the day appointed to
hand over a few hundred thousand dollars
to his brother he disappeared, and it is
thought lie went to New York.

ADDITIONALPARTICULARS.

St. Louis, April 14th.—Maxwell is de-
scribed as a very girlish-looking, blonde
young man, wearing a dark woolly cuta-
way suit of English Stuff, face clean shaven,
and wore his hair banged, not parting itat
all. He was frequently seen in company
with a dark-looking gentleman, about live
feet ten inches tall. The latter wore a dark
mustache, \u25a0 and had dark hair. This
gentleman - registered as C. Arthur
i'reller, London, England, and was as-
signed :room

'
184. Foul- days after

Maxwellhad registered, a telegram was re-
ceived from I'reller. asking whether Max-
well was a guest of the house. It was an-
swered in the affirmative, and he soon
came on. and was assigned to a room.
Both men occupied room IS4 in common a
considerable part of the time. Each called
for the key, and the clerk gave it toeach in-
discriminately, as they seemed good friends
and intimate acquaintances. The men were
remarked much about, around the hotel,
for their dudish appearance and dandified
airs. Maxwell left the hotel a week ago
Sunday night, but had paid a. full week's
board promptly, and itwas supposed would
return any day. No suspicion attached to
his absence untila horrible smell called at-
ticin to his room, and led to the opening of
the trunk. When the trunk which con-
tained the body was opened, itwas found
to contain the remains of a middle-aged
man. face and breast up, and the body so
doubled about the hips and knees that it
filled the receptacle. On the side of the
trunk, over the head of the corpse,
was printed, in large letters, the ;
words, "So perish all traitors to the great
cause." The trunk and itsghastly contents
were immediately hurried to the Four
Courts. The remains, as they appeared in
the trunk, presented a horrible aspect. The
face and parts of the body were uncovered,
the only garment being a pair of drawers,
reaching just to the knees, which were en-
tirely black, and showed advanced decom-
position. I'reller trunks are of a much
better quality than Maxwell's, being made
of fine leather. The personal effects in
them indicate that the owner was a gentle-
man of means and culture. The trunks
have on them labels of the Canard Steam-
ship Company, and the Continental Hotel,
Philadelphia, where he occupied room 180
on March 26th. He had also been at the
Rossin House, Toronto Following is a
description ofMaxwell,given by a person
who saw and conversed with 'him daily
while he was at the Southern Hotel:He
was about 5 feet 9£ inches in bight,
weighed about 140 pounds, with a
well-proportioned and rather good fig-
ure. His face was of the English
type, and clearly shaven ;eyes light blue,
l'think, or at least they were not dark in
color; hair of a light sandy color. He
wore it cut very short behind, and rather
bushy in front without any parting, and
hanged like a girls. He was generally
dressed in a brown tweed suit ofEnglish
cut. a Newmarket overcoat and high Derby
hat. In his manners he was very effimin-
ate. He even carried this so far as to walk
with a short mincing step, like a woman.
This afternoon the body of I'reller was ex-
posed on a slab in the Morgue, for further
identification, with the following descrip-
tion, given by Superintendent Ryan :

"
De-

ceased was about 5 ieet 9 inches in height ;
weighing about 150 pounds; black hair:
eyes ofdark color; wore whiteknit drawers;
no other clothing come with the body he
was about 22 or 33 years of age; body very
much decomposed ;has been dead ten or
twelve days; tongue protruding; large
blisters on both legs: cross cut into the
llesh on the breast." The following tele-
gram, found among the papers of I'reller,
is the best cine to the relations of Preller
and Maxwell:

\v. ii.Lennox Maxwell.
From letters from the steamship com-

pany it is inferred that Preller sailed from
England for this country on the Cephalo-
nia, January 21, 1885, on a commercial
tour of this country and Australia. The
telegram given above would indicate that
Maxwell agreed to accompany him to Aus-
tralia. Among the letters found inPrell-
ers trunk was the following:

Preller, of London, Ene., known to us by several
visits he has paid to New York. Hoping you

Among many other things inMaxwell's
trunks were found some prescription
blanks from Fernon's drug stoic, corner of
Fifth and Market streets, this city. On be-
ing questioned, Fernon said this afternoon
that he knew Maxwell : that the latter had
been in bis store often;that lie saw him
last on Easter Sunday, when he called
about 1o'clock and got four ounces of chlo-
roform. About Io'clock he came in and
got two ounces more. He seemed to be in
a hurry, but not excited. A partly-filled
bottle of chloroform was found in Max-
well's trunk to-day. It has also been
learned that on the Monday following
Easter Sunday Maxwellwent to Hickman's
barber shop, corner of Fifthand Chestnut
streets, and had the beard which he wore
reduced toamustache and imperial, and on
the same day he purchased a snuff-colored
slouch hat, with crease crown, marked on
the inside

"
Harold Harlatid Duff." Put-

ting these things together, it is believed by
those who have studied the case most
closely, that Maxwell chloroformed and
killedPreller on Sunday, April sth, and it
is known that he has not been seen in the
city since Monday, April Cth. Some de-
tectives were at first inclined to
believe that the body had been
placed in the trunk by some medical
students, with views of playing a ghastly
joke on the community; but this theory
has now been abandoned by all.

Chief of detectives Burke said to a re-
porter: "It is a foul murder, and
nothing less. The man in the trunk was
killed in the room. The marks of his
blood are there yet. Here is the trunk
strap with blood on it. The idea that it
could be a hoax is absolutely absurd."''

When the driver insisted that there
was none, the robber in order to convince
himself of the fact, peeped around through
the bottom of the stage, which disclosed
the fact that itcontained neither mail nor
express. Espying a package in the boot of
the stage, he ordered it thrown out. and
then directed the driver to go ahead. The
package thrown out contained six loaves of
bread. Perry thinks he got off very lucky,
for ifthe robber had
