There is printed in the St. Louis (jMje-
Democral the following letter, written by
General Grant in IS6I to his father-in-law
in St. Louis, prefaced with the editorial
assertion that this letter lias never before
been made public. Itis adocument ofrare!

Galena, April|l9, lß6l.
Mr. F. Vent—Dear Sir :Ihave but verylittle

time to write, but as ivthese, exciting times we
are very anxious to hear from you, and know of
110 other way-but by writing first to you.1must
mase time. We get.but littlenews by telegraph
fromSt. Louis, but from all other points of the
country we are hearing all the time. The times
are indeed startling, but now is the time, par-
ticularly in the bonier slave States, formen to
prove their love ofcountry. Iknow itis hard
for Southern men to apparently work with the
Republican party, but now all party distinctions
should be lest sight of,and every true patriotbe
formaintaining the integrity of the glorious old
Stars and Stripes, the Constitution and the
Union.
